APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS AND SELECTION CRITERIA:

1.  An applicant must be an official matriculated SDSU student at the time of application. 

2.  An applicant must be enrolled in Japanese in both Fall 2008 and Spring 2009 and receive C or above.  

     If C- or below is received, the Selection Committee will rescind its positive recommendation and

     notify the universities in Japan.

3.  An applicant must maintain the minimum GPA of 2.75.  He/she is required to submit a transcript 

     (unofficial copies) not only at the time of application but also at the end of Fall 2008 and Spring 2009.

4.  An applicant must include letters of reference from two faculty members in the complete application packet.

5.  An applicant must have a favorable interview with the Selection Committee.
