I have discussed your letter of April 12, 1974, 
with Dr. Anderson, who is unwilling to accept any of 
the proposed modifications to the Release which I 
drafted. Dr. Anderson states that no form of release 
was submitted to him initially and no carte blanche 
was given such as is implicit in your iriterpretation of 
the letter from Mrs. T. Lilliefelt. 


If KFA intends to be bound by its aqreement not 
to use Dr. Anderson's language out of context, I can 
see nothinq objectionable in the release as prepared. 
The modifications proposed by you would in effect leave 
Dr. Anderson without recourse in the event of a breach 
by KFA. 


Krishnamurti has repeatedly in the past st ted 
his desire that the Foundations have no authority to 
take teachings out of context and that they are requir­
ed to keep the teachings whole and not distorted. 


Illustrative of this, I enclose a photocopy of 
a statement from Krishnamurti where appropriate lanquaqe 
by hiin is bracketed.

DeEtr Albion: 


Since you were the first person to invite me on behalf of KFA 
to undertake the video-taped series of dialogues with Krishna­
murti. I am writing this letter to you. 


Perhaps you have heard by now of the great difficulty I ' ve run 
into over signin the release which S~dney Roth presented me 
with almost two weeks after the conclusion of the aeries , a copy 
of which is enclosed. Fow ver, I'm not certain th t you know 
of this situation yet, since in a letter to e of April 11~ 1974, 
Sydney Roth wrote that copies of my attorney' redraft of the re­
lease bad been a ent by KFA' s attorn~y, Sol Rosenthal.~ "to certain 
of the Krishnnr:mrt.i Foundation truste s . 11 Having heard fron none 
of the trustees personally concerning this MBtter and not knowing 
whether you had been apprised or it I have decided to write a 
statement to you ot my reasons tor re~u$in to sign the release 
Sydney Roth presented me ?ith rhose content he BRid , the trus­
tees were una~are of. He ant cipRted that I night not agree to 
si~n it tor he left me a note aytng th~t it might seem that I 
was being asked to aisn my life away and advised that if so I 
should see my own attorney. 


I rnade two objeotions to ~ignin~ Sydney Roth's release. One is 
a matter of educational ethics and the other of correct sentiment. 


I cannot in good conscience sign a release which provides that 
KFA "may use the tapes and any materials therein in any manner 
whatsoever." Such a provision opens the dialogues to any adver­
tent or inadvertent editorial irresponsibility that might obtain 
now or in the unanticipated future. Whatever value the tapes 
poss~ss for education rests precisely on their merit as dialogue. 
The spirit and context of dialogue which they presently embody 
must be preserved it the end for which I was told they vere under­
taken is to be met justly. I was greatly dismayed to see that this 
was not anticipated when the release was dratted by Mr. Rosenthal. 


I protested this to Sydney Roth and tried during an hour and a 
half's conversation to present the principle of education at stake 
in this but each time his reply was that an editorial misuse of 
the dialogues was "remote." I replied that that was not the point 
I was trying to make as an educator. but it was nevertheless the 
very one which legally ought to be as much the concern of KFA as 
it was mine, and that legally such contingencies are what lawyers 
are engaged to anticipate and meet effectively. I got nowhere

with Sydney Roth and concluded that he was unable to grasp educa­
tional principle and uninterested to consider the threat to the 
integrity of the dialogues which such a provision in his release 
entails. 


As you will see from the redraft enclosed which was drawn up by 
my attorney, Mr. Crandall Condra, I have no objection to editorial 
changes in the dialogues provided such do not alter the context 
and meaning of the original dialogues. I cannot imagine what ob­
jection the trustees would raise to such a condition. It is merely 
a safeguard against corrupting the text and in no way precludes 
editorial activity as such. Krishnamurti has never given carte 
blancre to the Foundation to materially alter his teachings aR is 
evident from the fifth paragraph of his statement made July 10, 
1973: "The Foundation vill see to it that these teachings are 
kept whole, are not distorted, are not made corrupt." I consider 
that my concern for the dialogues is in principle fully consonant 
with his own. 


I can well understand how such a limitation as the propaga•ion 
of his teaching puts a certain restraint on their comwerc al 
uses, but not on that account u justly. 


Dialogue ia a very fragile activity intended to leave the listener 
with the responsibility to decine freely for himself for or against 
its content. Its rhetorical for~ c nnot ot~nd alter~tions that 
would denature the spirit of free an reoiprocal discour~e. Only 
such discourse is properly education 1 since education itself. is 
essentially an activity freV:.,~ u~der~oa to~~r.d a higher level of 
existence. Since t e dialogues were u~d rtaken to s~rve the ends 
of education my insistence that thetr editing conf r~ to ~hose 
ends is not strange. 


My second objection to the original r-,le&Re co'l'lcer:'le !'Oint 6. My 
attorney described it to me s included in a release when one 
-wishes rrto make sure that nothing crawl out from under any rock. 11 


With that statement he confirmed my initial shock at the spirit 
and partial content of the release even though Sydney Roth assured 
me it vas a customary relea e form. I regard point 6 as in viola­
tion ot correct sentiment. There is no reason to anticipate my 
being in an adversary relation with KFA--a position wholly opposed 
to my personal relationship vith Krishn urti and those of the 
trustees I have met. 


Had my interest in the dialogu s been a commercial one I should 
never have permitted Sydney Roth to interfere with the contract 
arrangement that P u Steen and I had agreed upon. You will re­
call that you suggested that Paul Steen would work out the finan­
cial agreement with me. Row ver, within 24-48 hours before the 
video-taping was scheduled to begin Sydney Roth called me at my 
home nnd represented the trustees as unable to approve of the con­
tract statement which Paul Steen and I had drawn up. I vae under­
standably taken aback at such a last minute disruption of what I 
had tsken for granted as settled. Since Krishnamurti and Marr 
Zimbalist were already in La Jolla by then and a reachedulinb of 
the taping would have been a great inconvenience to both Krishna­
murti and me, I went on uninterruptedly with the video-taping as

previously scheduled. Furthermore, I had been misinformed that 
Sydney Roth was one of the trustees and regarded him as impec­
cably representing them. His appearance on the scene at the 
last minute introduced a confusion which I could not account for 
since I had expected from the summer before, after meeting in 
Mary Zimbalist's home in Malibu, that you were my proper resource 
for the overall interest of the trustees in the dialogues. 


I had expected to sign a general release of the sort which I 
signed over a year ago when I made my very first dialogue with 
Krishnamurti. Had I known before making the present series 
what sort of release I would be expected to sign, I should have 
refused to undertake the dialogues then and there and this need­
less expenditure of time and effort could have been avoided. As 
it is I have had to spend, so far, one hundred dollars in attor­
ney's fees in this initial attempt to preserve the integrity of 
the series. And I still have not been paid the second half of 
my honorarium. 


Since this mishandling of this matter is not of my own making 
I ought not to be expected to bear this expense nor any further 
legal fees connected with this matter. 


Please rest assured, Albion, that I have no wish to obstruct or 
retard KFA's work to say nothing of my own which has already 
suffered in this ordeal. Nonetheless, I am ethically bound to 
insist that no occasion be permitted for a denaturing of the 
context and meaning of the dialogues. If necessary I shall write 
personally to Krishnamurti about this but I hope the matter can 
be cleared up before that is indicated since I wish to spare him 
where possible. 


I trust that I shall be hearing from you soon and that things are 
well with you and yours.

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A STATEMENT FROM KRISHNAMURTI 


"Towards the end of June of this year representatives 
of the tour Krishnamurti Foundations met at Brockwood 
Park, England to talk over their present and future 
·responsiPJlities. We were together for about . ten days 
and during the discussions their responsibilities and 
functions became clear. It was important to have met 
and shared together the various problems of the work. 
We all felt that the Foundations should not be frag­
mented but work together as a whole, with the same 
intention and seriousness. This is what we talked about. 


"As many of you may remember, I was once the head 
of a world-wide organization founded in 1911 with 
thousands of members in many countries. It was dis­
solved by me in 1929. I _said thf.n that there was no 
path to truth and that no organization or organized 
belief as religion can lead man }o truth or his salva­
tion. I said then that in all so-called spiritual matters 
there is no authority, no leader or guru, and that all 
following perverts the follower. You have to be your 
own teacher and your own disciple. 
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,"After all these year.s· i:. still ma/ntain this essential 
truth. Following blindly _ or according to pleasure or 
temperament does not _bring man -:..to freedom. An,d 
without freedom there rs no truth, Jn all these many 
years of talks -and dialogues this has been the principle 


· concern. '\ . 


"Today there are four Krishnamurti Foundations. Thes:-} 
are Krishnamurti Foundation Trust Ltd .. in England, • 


· Krishnamurti · Foundation of America, Krishnamurti 
Foundation India and Fundacion Krishnamurti His­
panoamericana. They exist only for simple and obvi-
ous reasons. During my lifetime they arrange talks, 
group discussions, seminars and gatherings. They are 
responsible for· editing, translating and publishing the 
books. They are responsible for the care of archives . . 
They produce films, audio and video tapes, see to their · 
distribution and so on. · 


"There are now five schools in India, an educational 
centre with its school at Brockwood Park in England, 
and there is going to be an educational centre and 
school in the United States at Ojai. All these schools 
function under the Krishnamurti Foundations. It is the 
responsibility of the Foundations to see that these 
schools continue if possible after my death. U is very 
definitely intended that in these schools the teachings, 
which are in no way sectarian - this I would like to 
emphasize-:--- are to be lived both by the teacher and the 
student.

This will reply to your letter of April 1, 1974, with 
which you sent a proposed release. 


As I mentioned in our brief telephone conversation today, 
Krishnamurti Foundation of America is willing to accept the release 
as revised by you, with the following changes: 


1. The last clau~e of paragraph 3 beginning "and that no 
editing • • 11 be deleted and, ·in lieu thereof, the following be 
inserted: "subject to the provisions of the final paragraph of 
this document. 


2. The last clause of paragraph 5 beginning "so long as 
they are not used • • • " be deleted and, in lieu thereof, the 
following be inserted: ''subject to the provisions of the final 
paragraph of this document". 


3 . In the final paragraph of the document, the following 
clause at lines 2 through 4 be deleted: "use the tapes referred 
to in the foregoing Release in a manner inconsistent with their 
original intent, purpose and content, and not to"; at line 5, the 
word "same" be changed to the word "tapes".
