CURE completes its second year amid the confusion of a national community 
polarized, angry and distressed. A community that is engaged in (or apathetic 
to?) concerns about ecology, p~tion, Southeast Asia, campus unrest, women's 
liberation and the economy. A community that is triumphant in placing men 
on the moon, relieved and thankful three were returned safely and at the same 
time oblivious to the thousands of people malnourished and starving within 
its own boundaries. 


With a quick look we can easily find a local community living behind a 
facade of peace and tranquility basking in Sun, fun and leisure while exper­
iencing a summer riot, dissolution of its human relations agency, panther 
killings, continued racial discrimination, crowded housing, educational 
segregation, campus unrest, unempioyment, transportation and municiple employee 
strikes. 


The tasks were overwhelming, the means small, but CURE continued its 
efforts towards a just community. The board of directors of CURE made written 
and oral presentations to governmental agencies about South Bay Terraces and 
its possible contribution to segregation, need for a school lunch program, 
support of the attorney general's integration law suit, support and expansion 
of the Silvergate/Fremont school plan, updating tenant and landlord laws, opp­
osition to termination of CIC and were represented on the county's ad hoc 
committee to form a human relations agency. 


CURE has worked with and supported individuals and groups in the League 
of Women Voters voter registration campaign, opposition to the Carswell 
nomination, matching and referral of volunteers, answering nation-wide requests 
for information, participated in the U. S. Civil Rights Commission area 
conference in Berkeley, participated in the NCCJ police conference, helped 
sponsor the PTA/NCCJ "Rearing Children of Goodwill" workshop, initiated an 
intercultural church camp scholarship fund, was instrumental in formation of 
a revolving education scholarship fund with lletro, supported the breakfast bar 
program, supported Call for Action, supported ACRE's Del Mar fair booth, 
assisted in bringing two housing discrimination cases to successful conclusion 
through the FEPC, struggled to retain CIC, supported minimum income by co­
sponsoring a community Urban League educational program, supported the YWCA's 
Southeast Center for Alternative and sponsored the "Black Art" exhibit at the 
central library. 


The newsletter carried articles about voter registration, the Friends 
Committee on legislation program, opposition to Carswell's nomination, reque~ted , 
help for the food distribution center, St. Rita's child development center, 
child care for Mead Elementary school, Spanish speaking volunteers for 
University hospital, California Indian assistance, head start, La Jolla Black 
art exhibit, requested musical instruments for Southeast Community Music School 
Assn. and Access, an':llunced the availability of films, book revie'-ls and TV 
programs, published a directory of community and public organizations, supported 
Omega Fayette !-liss. fund and the community relations conference of Southern 
California, Sunday in the Park, Charles Drew foundation, requested food and 
furniture contributions for grape strikers, Chicano Coronado bridge park, 
Metro's summer youth camps, SOFA, tutors for La Jolla Community Education 
Service, breakfast bar program, WRO's instant breakfast for children, trans­
portation for Child Guidance Clinic and St. Andrews pre-school, transportation 
to the hospital, YWCA job corps, Call for Action, Rumor Control Clinic, 
Heartland Human Relations Assn., Lemon Grove Assn., Southeast co-op, South Bay 
Terraces, school lunch program, school tax over-ride, Silvergate/Fremont 
school plan, Indian children education problems, low income housing, ClC, 
county ad hoc committee, minimum income, Yellow submarine, 6th grade camp, 
Lincoln High School's booster club, educational courses, lectures and 
workshops.

CURE's FIRST YEAR 


The most obvious, concrete accomplishMent of CURE during its first year W2S 
the publishing of the monthly newsletter. The Durpose of the newsletter is to 
provide a forum for the dissemination of information and expression of opinion 
among those concerned with combating racism. Hany times the opinions expressed 
did not represent official CURE policy but nevertheless the CURE board of 
directors believed that these opinions needed to be expresserl, since the opinions 
were held by large groups of San Diego citizens and there was no other forum 
open to them. 


Our reporters and authors came from all segments of the community but they 
had in common their desire to promote racial equality. In the newsletter we 
supported: the grape ~oycott, the EleMent~rylnstitute of Science, the Teen 
Posts, the Crisis Center, CIC and De51gn for Understandin~ and their other 
programs, operation Stimulation, Mickey's missiles, the ~~Ik for Justice, the 
Chicano legal defense fund, and the law suit aQainst school board. Consider3ble 
coverape was given to: the school bonds, the inner city oroject and the Urban 
Coalition. The newsletter h~s contained hundreds of ideas for those who are 
usking, "\ihat can I do?" 


CURE has entered the public debate on issues touching our area of concern. 
The bourd of directors have made written and oral presentations to governmental 
agencies such as the board of education, city council, city-community dialogue, 
county board of superv i sors, s tate boa rd of educat ion. In th i s WAy we supported 
an increased budget for CIC, urged thut the county adopt the surplus food 
program, recommended that the city have a leased housing program, recommended 
that there be minority representation on the housing advisory committee, urqed 
the appointment of minority oeople to fill council vacancies, ur~ed that a 
black principal be appointed at Lincoln Hiph School and that there be black 
officers on the pol ice force. I.Je ojectcd to the Cleyton flrace editorial con­
cerning CIC and the police department and to the San Diego Union editorial 
concern i ng Li nco 1 n High ~choo 1 s student WLl 1 kout, al'1-i to t~·e "bsence of ,,1 ~ns to 
reduce de facto seprenation throuqh the recent school bonds. 
CURE's telephone tree' h·3s provided 1'1 ri:lpid communication network through which 
messages can be passed which will tend to combat racism in San Diego. These 
emergency messapes called our members to action, and have transMitted information 
to them which could not wait for slower, more conventional distribution. 


Our members have been informed of and urged to attend meetings and demonstr~tions 
which might influence our community leaders to move toward equal opportunities 
for all . Throuqh this method our members learned of the TORCH protest concerning 
the housing crises, the Black Panthers clothina drive at Christmas, the 
Christmas party for disadvantaged children 9iven by Jim Jones, the Mexican­
American legal defense fund raisin2 dinner-dance, the Chicano protest to the 
Life mngi1zlne ad of the San Diego r,.,s & Electric Co., the black-brown coal-
ition picketin9 of San Diego motels using unfair hiring practices. 


CURE has helped in the creation and execution of several educational proor.3ms 
designed to disseminate information about racism and how to combi1t it. These 
programs have attempted to mobilize (particularly the white middle class 
community) toward getting that job done. 650 San Diegans attended a CURE­
UCSD Extension ~'orkshop last September with the hope of learning how to become 
involved in the fight against racism. '.Ie supported the Jewish Community 
Center's dramatization of the ~eport of the Kerner Commission, Synanon's 
Black plays, and Roland McFarland's summer black theatre. '.e helped fund 
Ernie Chamber's appearance in San Diego. 







CURE h~s recently been working with the UCS~ Extension representatives ag~in 
to plan a class for next fall which will help the participants solve the 
problems involved in soci~1 action. Our annu~1 meeting to be held Hay 7th 
will feature a reactor type panel responding to practical problems presented 
from the audience. l,Ie hope to shew, "How to Ile fffective Today Through 
Practical Politics." 


CURE has an over-worked one woman Volunteer Bureau. At the lICSD-CUR~ workshop 
In September, many in attendance indicated their skills and willingness to 
volunteer on forms I.hich I~ere provided. l1any of these people have been pai red 
up with needs In the community. I~e frequently receive requests by telephone 
for special help -- such as finding transportation to medical facilities, 
finding housing. I"e also have attemoted to refer volunteers who c~ll in. 


CURE has survived for a whole year and perhaps that In itself h~s been a real 
accomplishment! 500 voices don't soeak loud enough in the councils of 
government; 50 one of our projects for the future will be a membership drive. 
\>Ie are considering publishing a f'1agazine, perhaps a quarterly, which ,"ill 
provide soace for in-depth articles concernin~ San Diego's racial problef'1s 
and their possible solutions. 14e are considering the advisability of initiating 
some community-wide action projects. \Je have thought too of having some com­
munity wide social activities -- beach parties, picnics, pot-luck suppers 
which would help all people. who agree with our purposes to get acquainted. 
14e urge all who share our ,!o~ls to join us, to roll up their sleeves and to 
work for a better San ~iego.

Racism continu:::s to plague the country despite repeated warnings from Father 
Hesburgh of the U. S. CormJissiol1 on Civil Rights and other equally distinguished 
and responSible citizens. Tile priority has not been given to this ~roblem recently 
as it was three years ago. ht times the CU~E Bo~rd has experienced the tiredness 
or pull of other interests on tne part of citizens and within tile board itself. 
h~ver. the continued steadfast support of the membership has ren~1ed and sustained 
our efforts. Everday reSf'IOllse to the racism intert\oJil1ed into our daily lives 
must continue as lie strive to'lard justice and equality for ev,:,ryone. 


This past year the major efforts by the board were directed towards education and 
housing development pattefl'ls. ~Je also directed our efforts toward reapportionment, 
the Li\ ilesa slloplifting clinic , information and volunteer referrals, interracial 
personal prejudice panels production and distribution of tlJe neNsletter and 
Integrated Cookbook, and opening a part-time office \'lith one staff ~erson.
