The TELS steering committee feels that the city should appropriate much more than
that amount and that the county should take action now to put CIC on next year's
budget. Only in this way can the work of the Citizens Interracial Committee of
San Diego County, Inc, be expanded to hasten the achievement of racial harmony in
San Diego.

The Hational Advisory Commission on Civil Disorders has recommended that this
matter be given number ONE priority across the country. People who know the
situation in San Diego know that "It can happen here!"

This past year our city spent §70,000 promoting the 200th anniversury celebration,
40,000 on miscellaneous promotional sctivities, $30,200 on promotionsl travel,
$45,000 on the Mrs, Americe Pageant, and only 853,425 to support the Citizens
Interracial Cormittee, .

San Diego spent $486,000 last year for the Convention and Visitors Bureau. But
you are not = vigitor to 3an Diogo. You live here. You elect the local govern-
nent officisls, You owe it to yourself, to your neighbors, =nd certainly to your
children to let these officiasls know your feelings. What kind of city do you
want to live in? Where do you went your tax doller to be spent? We hope you
care enough about the recial and emotional climate of your community to ask

your city and eounty officials to eppropriate more tax monies to CIC.

SUBJECT: Distribution of surplus Food

National: A Board of Inquiry into Hunger and Malnutrition in the United States est-
imated that over 10, 000, 000 poverty stricken Americans are eating what the depart-
ment of Agriculture regards as a 'poor diet,' Most of the hunger is concentrated in
256 counties in 20 states primarily located in the South and Southwest. Only 18 per
cent of the poor now receive surplus food or food stamps. Ninety-two per cent of
those who could benefit from the surplus food program are not included in it, (These
poor are undernourished either by actual lack of food or by their inability to obtain
food containing minimum nutritional standards,)

san Uiego County: Omn April 19, 1868, Mr, Fred J, Morey, Chief Administrative
Officer for the County Board of bupervisors, estimated that 17,000 persons per moutt
would be "eligible and desirous of participating in the aurp]trmrlﬂ'mzfa‘nrpﬁi this
county, This estimate has been reviewed by officials of the U, S, Departmont of Agri-
culture "who indicate that this figure is a dependable projection.

Based on current retail prices, san LUjego County can obtain $1, 428, 000 worth of
surplus food at a cost of $135, 288 to the county. This is enough food to care for the
needs of the estimated 17, 000 undernourished persons in san Ciego County for the
fiscal year 1068-69. This could include school lunches for more than a thousand
(1959 estimate) undernourished children who received free lunches at school prior
to the discontinuance of the program in 1959,

The food, which is stored in government warehouses in Bell, Calif. is available to
the County at no cost. The expenses required are for shipping, local storage, distri-
bution, and for administrative accountibility, It is estimated that it will cost the

County 66¢ to feed each eligible person in the program for one month, ,.35¢ shipping
costs and %IE administrative costs.

Over half of the 30, 000, 000 persons living in poverty in the U.5, are children unde
18 years of age. There is no reason to believe that this ratio is substantially differ-
ent for San iego County, If this program is adopted here, more than half the food
will go to malnourished and undernourished children.

Proposed Action: The san Ciego County Board of Supervisors will consider the
adoption of this program early in June, On May 23, 1968, The Sconomic Opport=
unity Commission of san uiego County voted for the second time to urge the county
to "undertake the distribution of surplus food to needy families, " Zconomic Cpport=-
unity chairman, Charles 2, Reid, said that local community action councils have
received numerous requests froni mothers without enough food to feed their children,

The Board of Public Welfare at a meeting on Cecember 11, 1967, commended the
Supervisors 'for their willingness to consider use of the Tederal Surplus Food Prog-
ram", They affirmed their conviction that "in our land of plenty, every effort should
be made to assure adquate food for all persons', They cited the Surplus Food Prog-
f:ﬁn as a "'simple and inexpensive means ¢f making food available to those who need

The City of S5an Diego has been selected to plan a Model Cities Pro-
gram in Southeast San Diego and San Ysidro. The purpose of this Model
Cities Program will be to demonstrate how by working together in an all-
out comprehensive attack on social, economic and physical problems we can
greatly improve the lives of people living in the Southeast and San Ysidro
communities.

Included in the general objectives of the program are (1) to rebuild
or revitalize large slum and blighted areas, (2) to expand housing, (3) to
expand job and income opportunities, (4) to reduce dependency on welfare
payments, (5) to improve educational facilities and programs, (6) to com-
bat disease and ill health, (7) to enhance recreational and cultural oppor-
tunities, (8) to reduce the incidence of crime and delinquency, (9) to
establish better access between homes and jobs, and (10) in general to im-
prove living conditions for people who live in the Model Neighborhood area.

This is an ambitious program and one of its important concepts is
that all people (rich, poor, and all those in between) must share in the
planning == citizens, private and public agencies, local, state and federal
government, business and industry, churches, schools, and organizations of

all types.

0f prime importance is the active participation of all persons in
the Model Neighborhood area in planning, implementing and making decisions
about what is needed to improve life in their neighborhood. Without this
participation, the program would be meaningless.

Therefore, as Chairman of the Model Cities Interim Citizen Policy
Advisory Committee which was charged with the responsibility of setting up
the mechanism to involve residents of the Model Cities area in the program,

I am asking your assistance,

During the first two weeks in February we will be holding a series of
meetings to form citizen committees in each of the six geographical areas
in the Model Neighborhood (see enclosed map for area boundaries). We are
extending invitations to all known organizations in these asreas to partici-
pate on these committees. In the case of organizations such as schools,
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churches and service centers physically located in one of the six areas,
we have issued a special invitation to the meeting in their neighborhood.
In the case of your organization, however, which cannot be specifically
pinpointed to one area and draws its membership from several areas, we
are sending a list of the times and places of all neighborhood meetings
and issuing a general invitation to participate.

I am asking that your organization select representatives to attend
meetings in those areas in which your membership is located. The delegates
you choose will be expected to serve as a link between all members of your
organization and the Model Cities Program not only by soliciting ideas,
recommendations and information from your membership and putting these into
the Model Cities Program, but also by reporting back to you what is happen-
ing in the program. It is our hope that citizen area committees will be
all=-inclusive so that every resident, in effect, will have a voice in the
Model Cities Program.

At the neighborhood meetings there will be a general orientation on
the Model Cities Program and the important role that we as citizens will
have in making the program work. Those present at each area meeting will
be asked to begin discussing guidelines for choosing 10 representatives
from their area to be members of the overall Model Cities Citizens Policy
Committee. This committee will be composed of 10 representatives elected
from each of the six Model Neighborhood area committees; at least 607% of
its membership must be residents of the area.

A form is enclosed for you to report back to us your delegate and
alternate to an Area Citizens' Committee. We would appreciate it if you
would list this information for each area in which you will be represented
and return the form to us no later than January 29. If you have any ques-
tions, please contact the Model Cities office at 262-2438 for further in=-
formation. We look forward to your active participation in creating a

Model Neighborhood.

1 was glad to hear from you, and from a host of other San
Diegn friends, concerning latest developments touching on the Middle
East, My first reaction to the recent speech by Secretary Rogers was
the same as yours-- 1 suspected that he might be setting a new American
policy inimical to Israel. And, like you, 1 am convinced that a just
and lasting peace in that part of the world cannot be imposed by
outside forces. (VAN DEERLIN'S LETTER CONTINUED BY QUOTING

STATE DEPARTMENT. POLICY) .

So much for what the State Department says. You and I both
know that diplomatic action 18 more important than words. In a
situation so volatile as this one, the State Department unders tandably
has chosen to speak in words that encourage the opposing forces to

“eool 1t."

But let me assure you that I, for onme, will refuse to be
fooled. As in the past, 1 intend to be counted among Israel’s
supporters in the United States Congress. 1 regard mcst seriously
. the commitment we made to Israel under President Truman in 1946, 1
would strongly oppose efforts by the present Administration, or any
other, to weaken that commitment-- specifically, to impose upon Israel

“I explained to you that the above foundation has no legal
existence at this time. This means that no person is author-
ized to act as an agent for that foundation and the foundation
is unable to accept any charitable contributions.

There are two reasons for the foundation's having no legal
existence. First, another California non-profit corporation
is presently using a name similar to the proposed name of
the foundation (i ,e., Charles Drew Medical Foundation).
Second, neither James Jones, the initial grganizer, nor the
Board of prospective Trustees for the foundation instructed
my office to seek incorporation for the foundation under an
alternative name,"

DRUG POLICY-GROSSMONT DISTRICT: The
grosemont Board of Education con-
sidered the Report and Recommenda-
tions of the Augmented Drug Review
Committee at its July 7 meeting and
failed to take definitive action.
Inetead, & new superintendent's com-
mittee was constituted. This new
committee, consisting of the super-
intendent, Austin Sellery, 6 admini-
strators, 2 board of education mem-
bers and 1 teacher, are reviewing
the recommendations to eliminate
overlap, to work out specific ways
the recommendations can be implemen-
ted, to work out cost estimates and
to rank recommendations in order of
priority.
for presentation to the Board on 8/2.

The Augmented Drug Review Comm.
was set up on 2/16/71 to review the
Dist's current policy of expelling
students who are involved with on or
off-campus use or selling of narco-
tics. They were instructed to come
up with some recommsendations for

changing the policy toward prevention,

control and rehabilitation of drug
usage in the district. After five
months of hard work, discussion and
investigation they did come up with
& set of recommendations. In brief,
they determined that expulsion has
not been an effective deterrent in
dealing with kids. Expulsion will
become increasingly unfair since
Ed.Code 10603.5 was recently amended
to read ..."arresting officer of a
juvenile arrested for a drug viola-
tion under 4180 of the r.izﬁ Code

may (instead of ahnl%] immediately
give written notice %o the student's
school of attendance”. This means
that students who reside in commu-
nities where the police follow the
old policy of notifying the student's
school be will expelled, whereas

the ones residing in communities
where the police choose not to notify
will not be expelled. AT any rate,
the committee recommended that off-
campus violators no longer be auto-
matically expelled, a nd t hat there
be more flexibility in dealing with
both on- and off-campus violators.
They developed alternatives to ex-
pulsion.

Reluctance to take action on the
part of the board stems from 2 fac-
tors. Pirst, two members of the
board are retiring and were hesitant

to adopt recommendations that the

new board would have to implement;
Second, there is a basic philosophi-
cal difference of opinion among board
members regarding discipline. In
spite of the fact that the number of
students involved with drugs is in-
creasing each year, some board mem-
bers continue to believe that the
moat effective way to deal with the
problem is to have rigidly spelled-
out rules and rigid enforcement.
Attempts to develop alternatives, to
see the problem in a broader context,
or to deal with each student as an
individual with a unique set of cir-
cumstances and needs are interpreted
as "permissiveness" a-la-Spock. And,
afterall, ien't his approach respon-
sible for encouraging kids to ques-
tion their elders, to question social
values,and to go against moral rules,
including taking drugs?

There are parente in the district
who go along with the "one apple will
gpoil the bunch" philosophy and who
see expulsion as a deterrent. How-
ever, the board is responsive to
other views when presented in a con-
atructive way. If you are interested
in policy change in the district, a
constructive way to make your views
known would be to attend the Board
meeting August 2, at the District
Office, 7:30 p.m., or to write:

In 1971 the San Diego Taxpayers Association was faced with
issues running the gamut of subject areas. Some of the most com-
plicated problems of society are concentrated at this logal level
where the people are, and at least during the past year, the pro-
o] soilutions were inevitably expemrve.

But the accomplnhments of the Association during 1971 did
fall into theee principal areas.

First, in early February an ad hoc Assiation ¢ommiies began
reviewing the Association’s hretolore defined role, polices and
procedures. How dhould we operate in ow second-guaner cen-
turyl Many specidic recommendations resulted fom the study. bt
the central thisme was that the Taxpayers Assoctafion musl con-
tinue 10 provide a strong, respansible taxpayers voice i San Diego
guvernmental attairs, and necessary support must be found. Con-
sisient with these ecommendations, on luly 16th the Board of
Directors approved the lint Associate level staff increase since
1947, along with a program 1o provide funding.

Secondly, in January an Assoctation Public Persannel Corrnimi thes
compoved of managemenl negotiators from the business wetor
recommended technigues to allow effective Association inpul
into the recent Statesmandated meel and confer “oegotiabom
process between government management and employes urons
As a result we were able 1o successiully influence salary senting
in the interests of the taxpayer. We successfully oppoted umw .
ranted 2%% acronsthe-board City midvear salary incrvases in
February costing $780,000, even though $500,000 had been
budgeted foe that contingency, We successiully supported 2 4.2%
average City increase in June in spite of ireommendations from
the City's own Civil Service Commission for 5.5% — wving
$550,000. Using the same techniques, we saw 8% 1eacher salary
increases adopred againsl stafi cecommendations for 5%, saving

Fimally, on December § we swcosdully urged the new City
Council 1o continue furding the City's s of waber Roility con-
struction cosss from the usier's watesr rabe, ather than thee property
tan rate. That decision alone could have momaeed et year’s
propeTy ax requirements over $5 millon
