COMMUNITY OPPORTUNITY PROGRAMS IN EDUCATION (COPE) 
FOR SAN DIEGO COUNTY 


NEEDS BEING ADDRESSED IN TERMS or GEOGRAPHIC LOCATION AND TARGET POPULATION 


The geogr&phic area being served by COPE is the southwestern mos t county 


of the United St ates which enc~asses the second largest school district 


in California . San [\i"llo City has the largut minority population in the 


county (Hexlcan- Ame r ican : 10.3; Blackl 9.2t; Othen 2. 87.) , a lthough a 


gr owing segmen t of t he South Bay is Mexican_American and the eastern 


county includes many Ind ians. Education is rapidly becomi ng San Diego ' s 


iargest " industry" and almost one out of every four per sons is enrotled 


in school (frOll1 kinde r gar ten through grade 12 . ) Ironically , In a count y 


that has a growing higher educational complex (3 univerSities , 1 4_year 


college wi t h graduate schools and 7 cOimlunity colleges) , less than 51. of 


tbe total higher educational enrollment is mi nority.

individual needs and backgroun.1 and contac t s with persons in the educational 


hierarchy who can get action in the students ' behalf ( r ed_tape cutting) . 


Student cli~ntcle tncludea potentlal secondary a T college dropouts , students 


wI t h college potentlal who would probably NOT go on to higher education 


wi thout rootlvational counsel i ng , academic and/or f inanc i a l assis t ance; studen ts 


who have written off higher education for thmselvu bu t "'ho are taking ano t her 


look at their goal s In light of newly discovered self_esteem and pr ide .

WHY WILL COPE CONTINUE TO WORK WITH THE TARCET POPUl.o\TlOH1 


COPE will ~ontinue to work with the target popula t ion and will, in fa~t, 


expand its effort. , be~ause the postsecondary population of campuses in 


San Diego County does not begin to rcCle~t that proportion of the peopl<'

who arc minorities , nor does it reflect signi fi cantly people who are [rom 


10w_ inCOlllC backgrounds regardless of race. Leu than 5l of the total 


student enroll~nt on campuses in San Diego County is mino rity, for example. 


San Diego Stall! College , the hrgut institution of higher education in 


San Diego County has a total student .nrollment of .pproxi ..... t!!ly 2/0 , 5001 


approxi1Mtely 2IJlof its student enroll!llO!nt is minority . It I s difficult 


to detemine accurately the s tudent population that i. low-income regardless 


of race, but r ecent Itudies in California indiclte thlt this population h 


allo grossly underrepresented in higher education and often coincides_in 


hct "",re often than not __ with the underrepresentltinn of minorities. 


Experience nver the put yesr indicatu that there is much work to be 


done to influence secondary a~hool. and also higher educational institutions 


in establishing more aggressive outreach progr&m3 f o r students who have 


potential but who are nOw being overlooked (for whatever reaaon), misinformed 


or not informed at sll about educ.tional opportunitie s , or who do not conform 


to white ~iddle cla.s s tandarda as regards nthe ideal .tudent" where 


postsecondary education h concerned . COPE must intensify ita efforts in 


behalf of these atypical individuals because there are not enough agencies 


or persona engaged in this effort. COPE recruitera and community liai son 


per~onnel will continue to go anywhere to seek out and help mo tivate 


studen ts: street ~orners , teen posts, corner Ints __ at1 thele yield unusual 


minds who have unfortunately considered themselves "written off~ by society . 


COPE will continue to work with these individuals and .hnw them their 


opportunity and the way to aehe it . 


COPE will extend itself even IQOte to develop better cOlmnlnications tooh to 


reach the target population. Traditional methods (schonl announce_nts , 


noti~es on bulletin boards, etc.) s imply do not teach most of the minority 


and low_ income atudents COPE ia co,cerned about. Moreover , inherent In 


the pro~ess of developing new ways of community communication is the necessity 


for aiding cdu~atlon81 personnel in changing their way of ndoing busineas."

HOW WILL COP"; ACCOMPLISH THESE OBJECTIVES AND CARRY OUT ITS PROGRAM? 


The COPE professional ,taff (which includes students) will continue to 


work from month to month by regular field viSits to community agencies , 


to schools , to groups of interested parent. and students , to churches. 


On a regulsr and continuing bash, students and prospective students will 


be counse l ed, re f erred to other ag~ncle. where their personal need. dictate , 


usisted in .. king contacts in hi gher educa tion institution8 st the level 


where they can get some ac t ion. 


COPE staff will continue to meet with admini strators at all levels in 


colleges/univer8i ties in prepar ing the way for more minori t y and low-income 


student s . These meetings are not 1I.1ways called per a IChedule but many 


occur on an ~ hoc basia in response to an immediate but unforeseen 


circums tance . Consequently , determining how o f ten such meeting' will take 


place over t he life of the renewsl contract is impossible .
