On t he City Council docket of Oecenlber J, lnO, two It_ relallv. to 
Cal l fornl. Terr.ces wer . referred to confe rence. One IteM called upon the 
Council to .. lte • finding thlt Condition )0 of the tenta t ive m.p Reso lu t ion 
5·1 522 had been comp l ied wIth (See ExhIbi t "A"J. The othe r Itern was a 
communlc.tlon fr~ Mr s. Gladys Gal i an , rep resenting a group of citizens 
concer ned with the development or igin.lly known as South Bay Ter races 
Ind now known as Cl lifo rnla Terraces (See Exhibit "6"1. 


It will be recall ed t hat It t he pub l ic hearings leldlng to .dop tl on of 
the Sou t h Bay Ter rlces Deve lopmen t Plan, a nu.roer of IndIvIduals end 
groups expressed grave concern th.t t his proposed developmen t might evo l ve 
as a segreg. ted corrnunlty. Consequently , Counci l Resolution No. 1'5665 , 
wh ich adopted the Pl a n on Janua ry 23, 1,6" con t ained the f o ll owing 
par.g raph: 


J. That In view o f the magni t ude of this proposed developmen t .nd 
I ts prox imi ty to an .rea of the City increasingly occupied by minority 
g roups , .nd In recognition of t he Ci t y ' s res,ans ibi l ity for .nt lclpatlng 
.nd .Inl.lzlng potentl.1 hUllWln relat ions probleM a r eas , It Is t he oblect· 
Ive of tne City t o .nsure as fa r as possi b le that. balanced c_nlty

Evaluation of Pre5ent Evidence 


To date, re~ldential building In the Ca l ifornia Terraces development 
has been confined to UnIt 2, where seven mgdel homes have been recently 
completed and some 80 single family sales homes are In varying stages of 
construction. As of December 18 , 1970, it was repOrted that fourteen 
of these homes had been sold , Including two to Oriental faml1iu and one 
to" Hexican - ..werican family. 


Because of the Incubative natuTe of the CalifornIa Terraces deve lopment, 
It Is obvious that .. valli.ble evidence as to whether or not " .. ba lanced 
conrnunity will result. .. and racie!, ethnic and economic Imbalance will 
be llvoided ... " Is necessarily limIted and highly pros~ctlve. In fact, 
such evidence largely consists of contentions contained in lette rs from 
Southern Catifornia Terraces, Inc. dated November 25 and December 18, 
1970 ; staff observations made on a visit to the construction site and sales 
compound on December t4 , 1970, and statements made by the developer's 
representatives during a meeting with City staff on December 16. 1970. 


As a resuit o f its Investigations during the pas t two weeks , t he Community 
Deve lopment and Planning Departments believe that a finding can proper ly 
be made that Condition 30 of the tentative map resolution has been reasonably 
complied with Ind that the fInal map of Unit 6 should therefore 
be approved ion. To a significant degree , this recommendation 
Is rooted In the lowi ng considerations: 


1. The Seven different house models offered for sale In Unit 2 
reflect a relatively wide price r ange, extending from $22,600 
on up to $32 , 050. Moreove r, these seven models are proposed to be 
rancloml y Interspersed throughout the unit rathe r than seg regated 
by price. 


2. It Is presently planned to provide further va r iety In hous ing type 
by building 63 four unit condominiums on an adjoining unit to the 
east of Unit 2 ; nlll'l\l!ly, Unit 10. Not incidentally, these condominium 
units will extend the development's housing price range downward 
to $17.990 (for a two bedroom unit). 


3. To date, a full range of advertising med ia appears to have been 
uti lized , includ l ll9 three San Diego area newspape rs of gene ral 
circulat ion; fou r local TV channels; four local rad io stations; and 
ful l page ads In three nationally known magazines with high local 
circu l ations. 


4 . To da t e , the developer has Uken a ll the requisite steps called for 
In the establishment of an open space maintenance district. 


5. The covenants, condi t ions , and reurictions attaching to this 
development would seem to provide for a good leve l of property 
main tenance. These covenants, conditions and restrictions 
Include such Items as the following:

tURE STATEHENT TO SAN DIEGO SCHOOL BOARO 


January 13 . 1970 


CURE has appeared before you previously to ur ge you to reduce the 
racial imbalance in our schools caused by segregate d housing patte r ns . 
Consequently, we a re pleased to see you expressing your fear that the 
South Bay Terrace development may become segragated. We particularly 
conmend Hr . Stee le for his refusal to vote until a st i pulation press i ng for 
integration could be i ncluded in the resolution . You have sotOOtirnes 
pointed out that you have no control over existing housing pa t terns. 
In this case . you can In f luence a developing pattern. 


CURE believes the area has the potential of becoming Int eg r ated . 
Its c loseness to segregated Sout heas t San Diego will make i t possible 
for residenh of that a rea to move easily into new housing whi l e re­
maining close to friends and relatives and jobs . At the sar.>e time a 
numbe r o f t he adjacent a reas are white or In some degree in tegrated . 
[ncanto and t he l4avy hemsing area are examples . These condi t ions should 
encourage integrat ion . 


How can Integration be f urthe r encouraged? Integration can be 
prOlllOt ed by insisting on a broad r8rlge of housing being offered; low 
cost , as well as more expensive hotOOs ; multiple dwellings and single 
dwell i ngs; rental un i ts lind pr ivate hotOOs . These va rious units must 
themselves be In t egra t ed In the master plan . 


The deve lope r has brought i n eng i neers and studied t he land . He 
I s nOW grading i t i n o rder to build On I t mos t profi tab l y . He is r espon­
s i ble to see t hat grading Is done In s uch a way that homesites a re se fe 
and meet o t he r s tanda rds . We be li eve he has an equal responsibility to 
study the soc i al consequences of his des i gn and use a pl an Incor porating 
the fea tures mentioned t ha t will enhance i ntegra t ion. One of our 
princ i pal concerns is that one plan fo r this development pr oposes putting 
32 , 7DD people and twe l ve schools in an a rea only One by two mi les . .... e 
quest ion whethe r th i s density can lead t o ei t he r quali t y !;vlng or 
qua !ity educatlon . 


The Sup reme Cour t re fused yesterday t o hear a r gumen t s t hat de fa~to 
schoo l segregati on resulting solely f rom housing pa t terns shou ld be 
perm i tted . Thei r ref usal gives a ciear Indicat ion of the boa rd's respon­
s Ibi li ty In th is case . 


Wha t can t he school boa rd d01 The board has t he ri ght to requi re 
the deve loper to provide a fi rm master plan of the t ot a l subdi v is ion in 
order t ha t t he boa r d might examine It and eva l ua t e how well the pl an 
pr omotes t he poss ibility of t his ar ea becoming Integrat ed. Un l ess t he 
plen, i n your j udgemen t, promises a real pot ent ia l fo r an In t egrated 
nei ghborhood . It shou l d be disapproved .
