BOARD REPORT March 21, 1974

Rabbi ParrE Mussbaum has been invited to be an observer
on the EC Board, which carries privileges of the floor,
Amang his ecumenical ac tivities have been helping start the
Mississippi Religious Leadership Conference and Greater
Jackson Clergy Alliance. He was chaplain to jailed " Free-
dom Riders” and helped raise funds to rebuild bombed
Negro churches, only to have his home and newly dedicated
Temple Beth Israel partly destroyed.

NO SOLICITORS

Does this mean “clergy keep out?”" Question was raised
when the Rev. Richard Smith was told not to make calls in
privately owned trailer court in Otay Mesa - where he is a
resident.

WATER BONDS

Proposition W on June ballot offers this method of meeting
expanding water needs, rather than by pay-as-you-go taxa-
tion. Two thirds vote is required to give Metropolitan Water
Board authority to issue up to 400 million in revenue bonds
during the next 16 years. This will enable 7 Southern Califor-
nia counties to receive Feather River water and to replace
half of the presently used Colorado River water which will

be diverted to Arizona by a Supreme Court decision.

A World Council of Churches authority on the ecumenical move
ment, Dr. Gerald F. Moede, will spedk on "Concepts of Christion
Unity™ ot the University of San Diego, Thursdoy, June 28, be-
ginning at 11:00 a.m. The public is invited to attend the pre-

sentation which will toke place in the Auditorium of De Sales Hall,

Dr. Moede has served an the
staff of the Faith and Order
Secretariat in Geneva since
1967. He specializes in
church union negotiations
oll over the world ot a time
when the COCU (Consul to-
tion on Church Unien) plen
to merge nine Protestant de-
nominations in the United
Stotes is being seriously
questioned While *Ordine
tien" has been Dr.Moede's
major study project for the
World Council of Churches,
he has now been given re-
sponsibility for a new study
on “Concepts of Church
Unity and Models of Church
Union,”

The task of this assignment is to press for a more precise
definition of the unity being sought. Now thot Lutheran, Roman
Catholic, Methodist, Presbyterion, Anglican, Eastern Orthodox
and other world confessional bodies have entered into bi-lateral
conversations, there is a need to see how this affects churches
which may be seeking to unite ot the national level. Since the
more controversiol social-action issues of the World Council
wsually copture the heodlines, few clergy and laymen ore oware
of the emerging consensus on such heretofore irreconcilable
doctrines as Baptism, Eucharist ond Mini stry. Dr. Moede will
ottempt to interpret the significance of these developments.

A United Methodi st clergymaon from Eland, Wisconsin, Dr.
Moede received his undergroduate troining ot Mocalester Col-
lege in St. Paul, Minnesota, and Garrett Theological Seminary
in Evansten, lllinois. He helds a Th.D. from the University of
Basel {Smrmlmd}, and his doctoral thesis on “The Office of
Bishop in Methodism® was published by Abingdon Press in 1964

His appearance ot UL.5.D. is in connection with the Pe-
cific Regional School of Christian Mission sponsored by the
Women's Division of the United Methodist Church, and also
hos the endoresement of the Ecumenicol Relations Committes
of the Sen Diego County Ecumenical Conference.

PRAYERS FOR PEACE JUNE 17

The World Council of Churches and the Vatican Secre-
tariat for Justice and Peoce through their joint commission,
SODEPAX, have issued a call for intercessory prayers for
peace in Morthern Ireland. With the sponsorship of mest
of the religious leadership of Ireland, and counterport lead-
ers in England, the United States and Europe, they ask
that Christions all over the world on June 17, join in this
spiritual effort to help bring justice and peace to a small
country where people identified by their religious traditions
are fighting and killing one another.

It is suggested that some explanation be given in the
Sunday liturgy of each parish ond congregation. Although
the confilict is the result of past religious divisions, bigot-
ry ond sectorian politics, it is not a religious conflict in
the sense that it is not over religious or theological issves.
Unfortunately, the divisions olong political lines are al-
most coterminous with those olong the general religicus
lines of “Protestont”™ and “Cotholic.” Discrimination in
the past hos been aclong these same lines, ond undoubted
injustices have resulted, primarily for the minority, whe
ore mostly Cotholic. The Protestant poor have also suf-
fered injustice in various woys, so our prayers should be
for oll those on the Islond who presently ore offlicted by
injustice ond civil strife,

The Situation

Large new developments have no provisions for church

sites, By the time the judicatories decide they wish to
locate in these areas, lond is scarce and prices greatly
increased.

In 1990 both Mira Mesa and Tierrasanta are expected
to have populations of 37,500, Neither area has provi-
sions for church sites. In Mira Mesa UCC bought land for
£5,000 an acre and later sold it. Now joint project with
UP is seeking land ot $45,000 an acre, Mormons recently
bought Iand in Tierrasenta for $53,000 an acre. Mo chur-
ches bid on land up for auction by U.5.government May
24, 1973.

University City is the place where judicatories ac-
cepted invitation to buy raw land and hold for development,
Savings have been considerable,

In meetings with Church Planning, city ]md county plan-
ners have indicated willingness to co-operate by giving
information on new developments when maps are filed.
They con be persuaded to reserve land for churches IF
sites will be purchased within three years. Usually this
will be so far ahead of development that churches will
not be prepared to make commitments individually.

Proposal
To pool resources or buy into a corporation that will pur-
cha=ze undeveloped land and hold it for resale to churches,
selling that which is not needed by churches later — at a
profit.

How much capital would be needed?

Could this be subscribed by judicatories?

How would decisions be made?

Church Planning is suspending meetings to give judica-
tories time to respond to this proposal, hopefully before
September 1, 1973.

SOCIAL CONCERNS

The precipitate dismantling of anti-poverty programs was
the focus of concern at the February 26 meeting. Reports
indicate that revenue sharing funds "with no strings at-
tached" would not be adequate to continue these programs
under local administration. Nor has any lead time been
allowed for their transition or phasing out. Some were ler
minated March 1.

Those present were diamayed that this action and reaction
was becoming politically invalved with proposals for fund
ing Indo-Ching reconstruction. They were unanimous in
supparting the following stotement:

The Ecumenical Conference urges its affiliared churches
to give finoncial help, especially for food, clothing, and
medicol care in Indo Chine through the World Council of
Churches and Church World Service or the World Society
for Propogation of the Faith and Cothelic Overseas Re-
lief. Individuals are urged with equal vigor to use all
possible persuasion with local, state, and federal gov-
ernments to take adequate core of our pressing domestic
problems, such as poverty, housing, and education where
progroms are no longer being financed by Health, Educa-
tion, and Welfare orHousing ond Urban Development; and
the Office of Economic Opportunity is being closed.

EC would appreciate receiving copies of correspondence
regarding church programs having their funds withdrawn in

these fields. Gy MER BUSINESS

This duty to spread the faith and the saving work of Christ
has weighed upon the Church. Christians are called to
proclaim Christ to all persons who know Him not, with the
purpose of seeking o prsonal response te Him.

Christ freely offers Himself to persons, and invites them
to make a free response. | Those communicating this faith
to others can do no other than freely offer Christ to persons
and invite them to maoke a ree response. It is in this spirit
that Key 73 is conducted. Undue pressure, or intimidation
of any kind in the proclamation of the Gospel is contrary
:ﬂlllh the spirit of Christ and to the noture of Christian
ith.

We urge that these negotiations be
carried lo a conclusion without further bombing in Indo-
China by United States Armed Forces, We also join many
natronal legislators in raiaing the question of continuing
linancial appropriations for the war effort in Southeast
AN 1973 BUDGET

1972 receipts from churches was §15,453 (December re-
ceipts exceeded expenditures by $603). While this is
$1,795 less than that for 1971, it is more than the $1400
anticipated when the 1972 budget was prepared. On the
recommendation of Dr. C. Carroll Cannon, this omount was
raised to $16,000 and that $2,000 diiference was recom-
mended to the Board and Assembly to be used for expenses
of fund raising. This would bring the budget to $26,000.

While there seems no immediate prospect of a cease
fire in Indo-China, there was discussion of the kind of
thanksgiving service that should be prepared on a stand-
by basis.

Various proposals that Christions jointly pray for unity
were made in the early nineteenth century. The Associa-
tion for the Promotion of the Unity of Christendom founded
in 1857 by a Catholic and an Episcopal laymon in England
started a publicotion ond found ready response among the
laity. Participation fell off when Association was con-
demned by the Pope in 1864 for its "branch Theory” of the
Church. However Catholics were encouraged to pray for
the return of "dissidents” to the Roman Church. Lambeth
Conferences of Anglicans began to reqularly request pray-
ers for the reunion of all Christions "according to the will
of Christ.” Various times for this were set until Whitsun-
day was named in 1906.

In the U.S. this movement was strongly influeaced by
an Episcopal priest, Poul Francis Wattson, who early in
his career concluded that the successor to St. Peter, the
Roman Pontiff, was by divine plan the center of unity for
the Church.

In 1898 with an Anglican nun, Lurana Mary
White, he founded a new Franciscan religious community
near Garrison, N.Y., on an isolated mountain along the
Hudson, Groymor. Thia is the present location of the

Ecumenical Institute that continues to prepare materials
for THE WEEK OF PRAYER.

THE LAMP began publication in 1903 dedicated to
the purpose of Christ: “that they all moy be one.® The
first week of prayer was held in 1908 for eight days, begin-
ning on the feast of 5i. Peter's Chair ot Rome and ending
on the feast of the Conversion of St. Poul (January 18-25).
This Church Unity Octave received the blessing of Pope
Pius on October 30, 1909 when the community at Graymor
was received as a group into the Roman Catholie Church,
except for one Spencer Jones and some others who con-
tinued the Octave within the Anglican Communion. A
strong supparter of the Octave, Fr. Abbe Courturier of
Lyons, Fronce, in 1939 urged that all Christians pray
the prayer of Christ, to ask God (o reunite His children
at the time He wills ond by the means He wills. In 1964
the Vatican Il decree would refer to the priestly prayer
of Christ ond make it desirable that Catholics should
jeln with their “separated” brethren under special circum-
stances, such as prayer services " for unity.”

RANCHO SAN DIEGO PLANNING

EC is entering its third year of leadership in planning
for this new town to be located on 6,000 acres at the inter-
section of Highways 94 and 54. Our role has been to bring
together public and private agencies to design new ond
better means for delivering human services. At a confer-
ence with HUD official s from San Froncisco ond Washing-
ton, D.C., they noted that this is the first instance where
developers had consulted social planners before beginning
the physical design.

EC controcted with Rancho San Diege to provide con-
sultant services in preparing its HUD proposal. If ac-
cepted as a new town for HUD underwriting, there would
also be a possibility for funding social planning. EC re-
ceived $2,261 from RSD for administering this project.

EC role has been token over by the Human Services
Corporation of which EC is a member. It is negotiating a
new contract with RSD. Plon is to form task forces for
planning cooperation in various fields of human service
delivery. The EC Task Force also is responsible for
cooperative ministry and church planning for RSD ond the
Rev. Casper Glenn iz Chairman of this group.

SOCIAL CONCERNS COMMISSION

The past year was one of accomplishment and commitment
for the Social Concerns Commission, despite the resigno-
tion of the Reverend Leo Davis as choirman on his doctor's
advice,

We provided continuing support and ligisen for the
Farm Workers action in Son Diego County, ond a chonnel
for necessities provided by the churches to the families of
the workers. Participation was general ond generous on
this concern. Our most time consuming activity was plan-
ning for the expected influx of protesters ot the Republi-
can convention to avoid conflict—which fortunately never
came,

We took o successful position on retaining the vnique
Tidjuana slough area in its notural state, encouraging
parks ond restricted development. We sought continued
autonomy and internal improvement of the Honor Camp
system in San Diego County.

For the November elections the Commission hosted
Cesar Chavez in the effective compaign against Proposi-
tion 22. We supported apen spoce issues ond needed con-
struction for schools, low income and elderly housing,
colleges ond medical centers. We tock positions on vet-
eran assistance, ogainst the death penalty, segregation,
and censorship, in most instances successfully,

ROLE OF THE CHAPLAIN COORDINATOR

The purpose of chaplains in institutions is fo provide
a pastoral minisiry to persons in its custody and o serve
as advocate with his inatitation on behall of meeting their
their needs as persons, This lunction is extendod as they
are able to recruit and supervise other clergy in this spe-
cial ministry, coordinating their work as volunteers or paid
personnel,

FUNCTIONS .

1. To crecte on awareness of the spiritual dimension
that the Chaplain brings to the tasks undertoken.

2. To serve os o resource ond consultont to persons
ond staff regarding church policies and objectives.

3. To be on advocote for dignity ond decency in oll
personal relationships and the innovotion of essen-
tial human services for inmates.

4. To enlist and assist persons aiding inmates returning
to community life after their release,

5. To initiote essential services approved by the admi-
nistration, providing they do not detroct from his
services as Choplain and these responsibilities
are temporary until others con ossume them.

SERVICES

6. Worship - to focilitate adequate worship services for
all faith groups as indicated by need.

a. Instruction — to provide religious instruction
which includes basic tenets of the vorious
faith groups.

b. Socromenis — to provide sacraments for per-
sons of various faiths.

7. Cowunseling - to provide individual ond group counsel
ing for persons ond siaff as need indicates.

B, Literature and Library — to recommend and distribute
religious literature thot may be provided or obtained.

DESIRABLE QUALIFICATIONS

SOCIAL CONCERNS COMMISSION
MEETING AUGUST 28, 1972

Vice Chairman Mitchell Prior called meeting to order
in the absence of Father Leo Davis. Rev. Terence Lyn-
berg was welcomed as a representative of the Episcopal
Diccese. Bob Amann reported on hiz work representing
EC on the County Juvenile Protection Committee.

Schoolmen Eugene Platien and Gladden Boaz noted
tragic increase in raciol segregation in San Diego Schools.
Administration has ignored advocaocy of MORE EFFEC
TIVE SCHOOL PLAN that has worked in New York and
other places by maximizing local involvement.

Melba Margolis stressed importance of preparing testi
mony for hearing that may be held in San Diego Sept. 14
by State Board of Education to prepare guidelines defining
ethnic balance in schools as required by the Bagley Bill
Position favored would allow maximum of 15 per cent
variance in any single school from the ethnic proportion

throughout the district Same should apply to balance in
school faculties and stafis. She urged support of CAUSE
{Calitornians against unequal schools in education) which
is being organized to oppose proposition 21 on the Novem-
ber ballot which prohibits bussing and would nullify the
Bagley Bill.

Twenty-two issues on November ballot were reviewed
briefly to select those of particular concern to churchmen.
On the basis of EC positions this would support schools,
open space, coast line protection, and housing for poor
and aged. NO votes were urged on No. 17 to restore capi-
tal punishment; No. 2] to oppose school integration: and

Neo. 22 to cripple farm labor unionization efforts. These
matters are to be brought to the Board on September 21.

Gladden Boaz urged {inancial support for Minority
Counseling Service ai 4645 Market Streel {263-2700).
Group agreed to investigate need for betier counseling and
job service for Vietnom veterans.

3. The Churches, through the Interfaith Task Force,
were able io relate in a significant way fo many youth
and young adults previously unrelated to the Church, who
have new lile styles. New trust relationships developed
between the Church and these youth, which hopefully
will continue for years to come,

Recruiting and training volunteers te conduct religious
services ond perform other functions is a major responsibility
for County Choplains: David Ellisor for juvenile institutions,
William Mundt for Honor Camps, and Robert Youmans for jail.

Guidelines for Selecting Yolunteers

1. Obsarvance of institutional regulations, including
security.

2. Motivation for offering services should be corsfully ax-
omined, what veluntesr has to offer and sxpectation regarding
his own rewards.

3. Freedom of sxpression showld not include criticism of
othar ossistance progroms or other faiths,

4. A chaplain should respact persons holding beliefs with
which he diffars,

5. Choplains should not undertake to offer services outside
their field of training and competance, such os that of a thera-
pist.

&. Sensitivity to personal needs and being o good listener
are desirable qualifications.

7. Whatever thekind of personel involvement with an inmate,
this should enly be with full knowledge of the Choplain in
charge.

8. Ho mail or other items moy be caorried out for inmates
and items may be brought in only with permissien from the
Chaoplain in charge.

Purpose of the institutional chaplaincy, employed or volun-
tesr, is to nurture foith in God which motivates constructive
and meaningful living, The public is best served by offering
voriaty in beliefs and interpretations from among persans of
different ethnic bockgrounds,

Coemmittee Concerns

To form the Advisory Committes, EC invited the three de-
partments, the Chaplains, Evangelical Associotion, and EC to
each name twe members with Choplain Arthur Elcembe as
convener. Charles Harlow is now chairmon with Donald Webber
being the other EC representative.

FAIRNESS

In response to o communication from Raobbi Morton Cohn
regording a school teacher being allowsed time off for o re-
ligious holidoy observance, the Ecumanical Relations Steering
Committes gove lengthy consideration to this matter. Kennaeth
R. Treat and Julia Schilling were osked ta research this and
the new guidelines for San Diego City Schoals regarding re-
ligious helidoys.

The following stotement! wos opproved by the EC Boord
May 1B. It has hesn presented to Son Diege City and County
School administrators. Individuals are welcome te forward it
to other school districts.

RELIGIOUS OBSERYANCES IN PUBLIC SCHOOLS

We view our purpose as that of suggesting guidelines for
the ohservance of holidays in Public Schools that will be fair
to everyone, In o secular and pluralistic society it is essentiol
that those arms of the 5Stote which have an slement of com-
pulsion cbout them (such os the public schools) operate in
strict fairness to all concernsd. Absolute justice is no more
possible here than in any other area of life; however, socisty
is obliged to attempt this goal to whotever extent possible,

Religious chservance and instruction is the obligation of
the fomily ond the churches or synogogues, The intrusion of
the State inte this areg has never been of any assistence to
the sincers proctice of religion. With this idea in mind, we
propase the following suggestions:

1. Wa recommend thaot all teachers in public schosls ba
given o specified number of days entitled "personcl conveni-
ence leave.” This may be used for sickness, emergency, or
religious observance, atc., ot the individual's discretion. This
will put an end to the present practice in which teachers ars
farced to "call in sick® to cbserve somae religious holidays.

EDUCATION

2. We opprove the neaw practice of designating vocation
periods os “Winter™ and "Spring” rather than "Christmas™ and
“Eoster.”

3. The question of "religious™ chservances in schoeol is a
little more difficult since the boundaries are net "neat” (e.g.,
the Pledge to the Flag contains the phrase "under God™).

Religious ohservonces intended as worship or indoctris
nafion in public schools ore obviously unjust as wall as illegal
and should be discouraged. On the other hand, it is impossible
ta teach adegquotely obout our nation's and civilizotion's eul-
tural heritoge without refersnce to religion. Religion is a fact
of human experience and connot be ignored in any program of
education. We con do no better thon to fall bock on the old
distinction between “teaching religion®™ and “tesching about
religion.” The boundary is not sharp, but at seme point we
have to rely on the good sense and fairness of principals and
teachers. We draw ottentien to the opinion of Suprems Court

Justice Brannan wha wrote a concurring opinien in the Schampp
case in 1963:

The halding of the Court today (striking down devorional
Bible reading in public schools) plainly does not foreclose
teaching shoat the Holy Scriptures or about the differepces
between religious seets in elosses in literature or Aistory.
Indeed, whether or not the Bible is involved, it would be im-
possible to teach meaningfully many subjecrs in the social
seiences or the Aumonities without sfome mention of religion.
To what estent, and at what points in the curriculum religious
materials shoold be cited, are matters which the conrts aught
to entrust very largely fo the experiences officials who supers
intend our Netion's public schools.
