I am in receipt of your letter dated January 21st. 1994. Thank you for the
letter.

While I understand that Judge Gilliam is ill, and therefore cannot answer my
question at this time, I would respectfully disagree with your opinion that " he is
likely to choose to not respond to your request ".

Over the short four years that I had the pleasure of practicing in front of
Judge Gilliam, two incidents stand in mind. One was when I won a jury trial and
Judge Gilliam congratulated me in public. The other was when I was late one day
and Judge Gilliam called me into chambers and had a one on one talk with me.
That is the nature of Judge Gilliam. I believe had Judge Gilliam been aware that
- there was an investigation of me, he would have talked to me about it.

I would also disagree with your opinion that " Your request is not the type of
issue that he is likely to prioritize ". I remember Judge Gilliam telling me " Mr.
Sherif, your reputation is all you have as a lawyer. Guard it and nourish it with

great care ".

Since my letter concerns my reputation and the damage done to it in the
name of (" the investigation was done pursuant to the orders of a Federal District
Court Judge " ) I am sure Judge Gilliam would have talked to me about it.

A few days ago I had a conversation with another Attorney who told me that
he was contacted by the " investigator " ( who is incidentally an Attorney practicing
Criminal Defense in San Diego ), seeking negative information on me. This
Attorney said that the investigator led him to believe that his actions were






sanctioned and authorized by "Judge Keep ". I have also previously sent you a
letter in which Attorney Beverly Barrett in public stated that the "judges are

In light of the above it truly concerns and disaﬁp@ig& rae that actions are
being taken by defense lawyers in the name of "sanctioned by a Federal District
Court Judge " and the court has chosen to keep quiet in light of all this.

Yes, Judge Gilliam is right. A lawyer only has his reputation. I intend to
clear my name. For me it is a priority.
