The Deputy may sign the
Sponsor's Certificate as a Sponsor provided he is registered with the candidate's
party (if for partisan office). If Deputy is circulating for a nonpartisan
candidate, he may also sign as a Sponsor.


9. If the candidate prefers, he may circulate his own papers and sign as a Sponsor.


10. ONLY ONE PERSON MAY CIRCULATE A SECTION OF THE SPONSOR'S CERTIFICATE. Either
have your deputy circulate or circulate yourself. PLEASE READ THE STATEMENT
INSIDE THE SPONSOR'S CERTIFICATE BEFORE CIRCULATING.


11. The Declaration of Candidacy, Appointment of Verification Deputies (if used) and
Sponsor's Certificate must all be completed to be acceptable for filing. If a
Verification Deputy is appointed, such appointment must be made prior to his
circulating the Sponsor's Certificate and appointment form must be filed prior
to or at the time Declaration of Candidacy and Sponsor's Certificates are filed.


12. Petition will be precincted in this office.


13. Candidates for elective non-partisan office may file a Statement of Qualifica-
tions if desired. Please read instructions on reverse of the Statement of
Qualifications form.
