Your telegram to the President regarding the
situation in Bogalusa has been referred to this
Division for reply.

Federal officers, including attorneys from
this Division, have been in Bogalusa for many weeks.

This office has recently brought suit to prohibit
discrimination at six restaurants in Bogalusa. How-
ever, the safety of demonstrators and other persons is
the responsibility of local officials, Although some
incidents have occurred in Bogalusa, there is no evi-
dence that local officials are unable to maintain law
and order., On the contrary, there is indication that
the Mayor of Bogalusa and the Governor of Louisiana
realize their responsibilities in this connection and
are acting accordingly.

You can be sure that all probable violations of
federal law are promptly investigated. And, if it
appears there has been a violation, appropriate action
will be taken.

Congressman, you as a humanitarian should not succumb to the pressures of thoss
who would enslave these people, I hope you realize that this practice breaks the
natural family pattern that is so vital to the Mexican culture and that your
efforts to prevent this human injustice would play a vital role to the
realization that a2ll men should be free.

of the great State of California, will help protect those people who camnot help
themselves and join in the fizht to eliminate this number one problem from our
state.

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Mother, 4 Sons Face
Jail in Rights Case

- BAN FRANCISCO (AF) —
Vivian Hallinan, wife of attor-
ney Vincent Hallinan, and twu
of her sons today began
30-day jail terms for 1964 civil
rights sit-in demonstrations.
Mrs, Hallinan and sons, Pa-
{rick and Matthew, turned
themselves in last night to

Sheriff Matt Carberry after -

they were sentenced by Muni-
cipal Judge George ' E.
Maloney.

Maloney also handed down
the same sentence to another
son, Terence, but granted him
a stay to clean up busi-
ness affairs, and to a fourth
son, Conn, but granted a stay
until ‘Aug. 1 so he can com-
plete summer school.
~ Mrs. Hallinan said she and
her two sons preferred to go
to jail immediately.

“We want to get it over
with,"” she said.

The Hallinans spent the
night in County Jail here, and
were transferred to the jail at
San Bruno this morning. They
were accompanied by Matth-
ew’s girl friend, Laura Walsh,
20, of Berkeley, also given 30
days.

About 500 ' demonstrators
were arrested during the 1964
sit-ins at the Sheraton Palace
and auto row demanding jobs
for Negroes,

Agreements with San Fran-
cisco hotel operators and auto
dealers resulted in pledges of
job vopportunity for Negroes.

Another  aftermath - was
creation of a San Francisco
Human Rights Commission,

Maloney handed out jail
terms yesterday to more than
25 persons, including the Hal-
linans. The peralties ranged
from 15 days and a $29 fine to
40 days and a §220 fine.

The Hallinans and Miss
Walsh * were assessed $56 fi-
nes.
