This year marks the 17th year that this report has been prepared.

2. The number of Hispanic pupils increased by 846.

3. The number of White pupils declined by 3,495.

4. The number of Black pupils increased by 140.
5. The number of Asian pupils increased by 2,628.
6. The number of Alaskan/Indian pupils increased by 18.
7. The district majority/minority percentages are now

52.1%/47.9%.

8. Although White pupils comprise over 55% of the secondary
schools total, at the elementary schools level 48.4% of
the pupils are White.

During the ensuing months further analysis of the data ~ill be
made for inclusion in the district's annual report on the San
Diego Plan for Racial Integration.
