PUPIL ETHNIC CENSUS REPORT, 1982-83

December 14, 1982

The Pupil Ethnic Census Report is an annual district report.
This year marks the 18th year that this report has been prepared.

The format follows that of previcus years in order to provide for
ease of analysis of data from year to year. Study of the census
reveals the following information:

1. The total enrollment decreased by 1,029 pupils.

2. The number of Hispanic pupils increased by 464.

3. The number of White pupils declined by 2,478.

4. The number of Black pupils declined by 16.

5. The number of Asian pupils increased by 1,093.

6. The number of Alaskan/Indian pupils declined by 19.

7. The district majority/minority percentages are now
50.3%/49.7%.

During the ensuing months further analysis of the data will be
made for inclusion in the district's annual report on the San
Diego Plan for Racial Integrationm.
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DEFINITIONS OF RACIAL/ETHNIC CATEGORIES
HISPANIC

A person of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South American or other Spanish
culture or origin, regardless of race.

WHITE

White: Not of Hispanic origin (not Portuguese): Person having origins in any of
the original peoples of Europe, North Africa, or the Middle East.

Portuguese: Person having origins in any of the original peoples of Portugal.

BLACK

Not of Hispanic origin: Person having origins in any of the black racial groups
of Africa.

ASTAN

Asian or Pacific Islander (not Filipino or Indochinese): Person having origins in any
other of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asian, the Indian subcontinent,
or the Pacific Islands. This area includes, for example, China, Japan, Korea, and Samoa.

Filipino: Person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Phillipine Islands.

Indochinese: Person having origins in any of the original peoples of Indochina. This
area includes, for example, Vietnam, Cambodia, and Laos.

ALASKAN/ INDIAN

American Indian or Alaskan Native: Person having origins in any of the original peoples of
North America, and who maintains cultural identification through tribal affiliation or
community recognition.
