In order to regisier to
vote, a person must meet
the following requirements
by the time of the next elec-
tion:

Be at least 18 years old;
be a citizen of the U.S. for
90 days; be a resident of
the state and county for 80
days and of the precinet for
54 days.

However, you must be a
citizen to register.

Seme persons may be dis-
qualified from voting
becavse of a prior felony
conviction.

Registration is permanent
unless there is any change
in the information in the

registration affidavit (e.g.,
change of address, name,
political party). Failure to
vote in a state or federal
general election also makes
re-1egistration necessary.

1 you have moved from
the precinct in which you
are registered within 54 days
prior to an election, you may
retorn e your former pre-
cinet to vete or vote with
an absentee ballot, However,
you must re-register to be
abie to vote in the next elec-
tion.

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" Park Improvements Bond
Issue: Proposition A

The lone proposition on the ballot, Proposition A, con-
cerns the improvement of Balboa Park.

The pi is a general obligation bond issue to give
the City permission to incur a $2.8 million bonded in-
debtedness. It requires a two-thirds majority vote to be
approved.

Two buildings are concerned: The Ford Building and
the Fine Arts Gallery. Some of the money, $2.1 million,
would be used to refurbish the exterior and interior of
the Ford Building so that it could be used as the Aero-Space
Museum. The remainder, $750,000 would be used for con-
struction of an east wing for the Fine Arts Gallery. This
money would be matched by the Gallery from private
or other public sources.

BACKGROUND — THE FORD BUILDING.
The Ford Building was built in 1935. It is presently
the San Diego Opera for storage and for building
sets. It is structurally sound, but needs interior
meet code requirements, and exterior work to
it compatible with the Spanish architecture prevalent

in Balboa Park.
The building is the round structure lgcated in the
Palisades area of the park, which also conf the Puppet

Theatre and Starlight Bowl.

The Electric Building, where the Aero-Space Museum
is now located, was built in 1915, and was intended to be
a temporary structure. At the present time there is not
enough room and the floor strength is not great enough
J£or the exhibits which are available to the Museum.

BACKGROUND — THE FINE ARTS GALLERY

The wing would be built in an abandoned shipping
and receiving entrance to the rear and slightly east of
the Gallery.

Selling bonds is one
method by which govern-
ments can raise money to
pay for capital im-
provements, the cost of
which is too great to be paid
out of the operating budget.

It is like a house mort
gage. Money is borrowed by
the city and then paid back
to the purchasers with in-
terest.

In San Diego, general
obligation bonds are placed
on the ballot by a vote of
five or more members of the
City Council, and then must
be approved by two-thirds or
more of the electors.

By approving bonds on the
ballot, citizens are agreeing
to pay (as a part of their
city property tax bill) for
the yearly principal and
interest costs of the
borrowed A

Currently, 17.5 cents of the
San Diego's $1.809 tax rate

is applied to bond interest
and redemption costs. 4

WHY IS IT NECESSARY?

The passage of Proposition 1 is impera-

tive, because:

California’s medical schools trained only
463 new physicians in 1966 — but 557 are
known to have died in that year. Since then,

according to estimates, the gap has grown.

California’s population has grown to
20,000,000 or roughly double what it was in
1950. In ten years there will be 6 million

more Californians.

Most people are now covered by some
form of health insurance, and they are seeking

health care in unprecedented numbers.

Simply to maintain today’s ratios, Cali-
fornia needs:

« 11,000 more doctors in practice by 1980
« 4,000 more dentists in practice by 1980

» 21,000 more registered nurses by 1980






PROPOSITION 1

THE NEED:

California now trains:

30% of its doctors
20% of its veterinarians
25% of its newly-licensed nurses

65% of its dentists

{approved by the Assembly 74-0; approved by
the Senate 30-4).






The Health Science Construction Bond Proposition

A bill to place a $246.3 million bond issue

on the ballot was overwhelmingly approved by

the Legislature in August 1969, with votes

of 74 to O in the Assembly and 30 to 4 in the
Senate. The measure was approved by the Governor
on September 4, 1969.

The bonds will provide for construction and
expansion of facilities in the medical and

other health sciences in the State of Cali=-

fornia. These facilities are urgently needed

to train additional physicians, dentists, nurses,
pharmacists, veterinarians, optometrists, public
health experts, and other health care professionals;
and to provide additional health care services which
the people of California require now, and which will
be needed to an even greater extent in the next few
yem. 5

The proposition will be presented to the voters at
the general election in June 1970. Funds authorized
under the bond issue would be appropriated for expen=-
diture over a six-to eight-year period.






HEALTH SCIENCE BOND ISSUE BACKGROUND

The Health Science Bond Issue is essential for the health of the people

of California. By providing for expanded training facilities in the
medical and other health sciences, it will make possible & continued

and more adequate supply of competent health manpower--doctors, dentists,
nurses, pharmacists, optometrists, public health workers and veterinarians.

These are the professionals who hold the key to a life-and-death problem--the
delivery of high-quality health care to a population that is growing both in
numbers and in the awareness of what modern medicine now can offer.

There are not enough health professionals today, and the outlook for the
future is even more alarming. The population of California is increasing
at an astonishing rate; it has grown fram 10.6 million in 1950 and 15.9
million in 1960 to approximately 20.7 million in 1970, with estimates of
23.6 million forecast for 1975 and 26.8 million for 1980.

It is impossible to predict precisely the number of doctors and other
professionals who will be needed in future years. This number may be
significantly affected by new medical discoveries, the redistribution of
health workers, the development and utilization of new types of health
professionals, and other factors. It is possible, however, to indicate
future needs based simply on maintaining existing ratios.

--To meet the most pressing health requirements of its skyrocketing
population, California had about 33,000 doctors* in active practice
in 1969, giving a ratio of about 165 for each 100,000 population.

By 1975, merely to maintain that ratio, it will need 39,000 doctors.

By 1980, it will need 44,000. (The output of all the medical schools
in California, already filled to capacity, is now only about 470 per

year, and many more thean that die or retire annually.)

--For dentistry, we had same 11,000 dentists in 1969, giving a ratio
of 55 for each 100,000 population. By 1975, to maintain that ratio,
we will need 13,000 dentists. By 1980, we will need 15,000. (The
annual output of all the dental schools in the State, also filled

to overflowing, is now only 307, and this number cannot keep up
with annual attrition.)

--In the case of nursing, we had about 62,000 registered nurses in
1969, giving a ratio of about 310 per 100,000. By 1975, to main-
tain that ratio, we will need 73,000. By 1980, we will need 83,000.
(The annual output of all the nursing schools in the State is now

only about 2,000, and more than this number give up practice or
die each year.)

--For pharmacists, optometrists, veterinarians and public health
experts, the situation is just about as critical.

* Physicians in military and other Federal positions not included.
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But these figures represent only one phase of the problem. Another
aspect is perhaps even more important: we are witnessing not simply
an increase in total population, but also a striking increase in the
health care demands of that population.

-=Through the schools, and through newspapers, radio and television,
millions of Californians--once unaware that their pain, erippling
and disease could be prevented or cured by modern science--have
learned that there are drugs, serums, vaccines, surgical operations
and other treatments available to help them. They are now seeking
such aid in unprecedented numbers.

--Millions of Californians, once convinced they were unable to pay
the cost of adequate medical care, have found that their access
to treatment is now possible through cammercial health insurance,
Blue Cross and Blue Shield, independent insurance progrems, State
programs and Federal programs like Medicare. They are now calling
for needed medical and hospital care in ever-increasing numbers.

--Millions of Californians, with better educations and increasing
incomes, are demanding more complete dental care. With the growth
of comprehensive dental health insurance, the demand for services
will become even greater.

-=Millions of Californians are already calling for the provision of
more adequate health services in rural areas, and for the improve-
ment of health care to migrant workers.

--And millions of Californians have become aware that those cases of
treatable cancer that are not treated, of preventable birth defects
that are not prevented, of controllable heart disease that are not
controlled, and of cursble crippling that are not cured need no
longer be considered as the inescapable penalty of poverty.

As an inevitable result of these new discoveries, new realizations, end
new expectations, the demand for high-quality health care--and for the
experts to deliver it--is becoming increasingly intense. It is placing
strains on available supplies of health manpower at least as significant
as those stemming simply from increased population. Accordingly, it is
generally accepted by State and Federal health agencies, and by State and
national medical associations and other health groups, that these manpower
resources must be increased by some 20 to 25 percent in the next decade.

California cannot conceivably meet these demands for adequate health care
without providing the facilities to produce more trained professionals.
It cannot continue to depend on filling its requirements by recruiting
graduates from schools in other states. (Appraximately 70 percent of
the doctors now practicing in California, 35 percent of the dentists,

12 percent of the optometrists, 80 percent of the veterinarians, and

75 percent of the newly-licensed nurses were trained in other states

or in foreign countries.)
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Assembly Bill 1703 and the related Proposition No. 1 were designed to
enable the University to help meet these growing needs.

The basic legislation, approved by the legislature and signed by Governor
Reagan on September 4, 1969, provides for the issuance of bonds in the
total amount of $2U46.3 million, to be voted on during the primary election
on June 2, 1970. A simple majority--not two-thirds--is required for
passage. This is not a blank-check authorization; the State Legislature
must thereafter approve and appropriate funds for each specific construction
project submitted by the University and approved by the State Director of
Finance. The funds may not be used except for health sciences facilities.

Baged on the assumption that the California population will reach

28 million during the 1980's, the bond issue will cost the average
Californian sbout TO cents per year, at interest of 7%, over the 25-year
life of the bond issue, or & per cepita total of about $18.00. If the
bonds are amortized over a shorter period, the cost would be substantially
less.

If enacted, the bond issue would provide the means for completion of new
medical schools at Davis, Irvine and San Diego; and for expansion of train-
ing and treatment facilities at ILos Angeles, Berkeley and San Francisco.
Among the dividends would be these:

--Overall, increasing by nearly 65%--from 760 to 1,248--the total
number of health professionals graduating each year, and increasing
from 6,775 to 10,972 the total number of places in the University's
health colleges. ;

--Increasing by 125%--from 274 to 617--the mumber of doctors graduating
each year from University of California medical schools.

--Increasing by 28%~--from 151 to 194--the number of dentists graduating
each year.

--Increasing by 13%--from 175 to 198--the number of nurses graduating
each year,

--Increasing by 38%- -from 84 to 116--the number of pharmacists graduating
each year.

--Increasing by 62%--from 76 to 123--the number of veterinarians gradu-
ating each year.

--Providing $200,000 for feasibility studies and planning for a second
school of veterinary medicine, in Southern California.

Along with the graduates produced by the various private professional health
schools in the State--including those at the University of Southern California,
Stanford University, and the Loma Linda University School of Medicine--this
increased output of health manpower will go a long way in enabling California
to meet the demands of its citizens.






Among the new physicians graduated each year from the five University of
California medical schools, it is estimated that about 91 percent will
go into practice, 7 percent will become teachers and administrators, and
2 percent will enter the field of medical research. Although this last
percentage is small, its impact may be particularly important. There are
still many types of cancer, heart disease, arthritis, mental retardation,
mental illness and other conditions in which current methods of prevention
or treatment are inadequate. Only through research--the work of trained
professionals--will it become possible to find effective means of over-
coming these and other crippling, devastating diseases, and to understand
the social causes and consequences of illness.

EXCERPTS FROM GOVERNMENT CODE
(A.B. 325)

CHAPTER 3. POLITICAL CONTRIBUTIONS
3750.

Each candidate for state or local public office, and
each political committee supporting such candidate, shall
file, as a public record, two cumulative statements naming
each person or organization from whom a contribution or
contributions have been received that total more than
five hundred dollars ($500) and that have been or may be
expended on behalf of his campaign, together with the
specific amounts contributed by each person or organization.

Statements for candidates for state office shall be
filed with the Secretary of State, and statements for
candidates for local office shall be filed with the county
clerk of the county in which the candidate resides.

37s51.

Statements required under Section 3750 shall be filed
at the following times:

(a) Between 20 and 25 days prior to the election.
(b) Between 30 and 35 days after the election.
3752.

A statement required under subdivision (b) of Section
3751 may be combined with a campaign statement as defined
in Section 11503 of the Elections Code.

3753.
As used in this chapter:

(a) The term "contribution" means a gift, subscription,
loan, advance, or deposit of money or anything of value and
includes a contract, promise, or agreement, whether or not
legally enforceable, to make a contribution. The term
"contribution" includes the services of an employee donated
by an employer, in which case the contribution shall be
listed in the name of the employer.

(b) The term "expenditure” means a payment, distribution,
loan, advance, deposit, or gift of money or anything of
value, and includes a contract, promise, or agreement, whether
or not legally enforceable, to make an expenditure.





Excerpt from Govt. Code (cont.)

(c) The term "political committee" means any committee,
association, or organization which accepts contributions
or makes expenditures for the purpose of influencing or
attempting to influence the election of candidates, or any
duly authorized committee or subcommittee of a political
party whether national, state, or local.

The term "political committee" does not include any
committee formed by a business corporation or enterprise,
or group of business corporations or enterprises, which
regularly solicits political contributions from officers
or employees and which makes such contributions available
to political candidates on a bipartisan basis, provided
that the amounts contributed by it to each political
candidate shall be set forth by the candidate in his state-
ments required under Section 3751.

(d) The term “"candidate" means any person who seeks
nomination or election to a state, county, judicial, or
district office, or to a municipal office in a general
law or chartered city, at any election or primary conducted
within this state. "Candidate" also includes persons seeking
election to a county central committee at the direct primary
election.

3754.

Any person who violates a provision of this chapter is
guilty of a misdemeanor and any person who violates a provi-
sion of this chapter with the knowledge of the unlawfulness
of such act or omission is guilty of a felony.





EXCERPTS FROM ELECTIONS CODE

Sec. 11560. Filing of verified campaign statement

Except as provided in Section 11561, each candidate
and the treasurer of each committee shall make and file
a campaign statement following the election or primary, as
the case may be.

A campaign statement filed with respect to a primary
election shall be verified. The verification shall state
that the candidate or treasurer has used all reasonable
diligence in its preparation, and that it is true and is
as full and explicit as he is able to make it.

Sec. 11561. Exception to filing requirement

A candidate or nominee for a municipal office or
for election to the governing body of a district need not
file a campaign statement if the lawful receipts and expenses
of his campaign do not exceed two hundred dollars ($200).
However, elected candidates or candidates nominated at a
primary election shall file a written declaration to that
effect if their campaign receipts and expenses do not
exceed two hundred dollars ($200).

Sec. 11563. Time for filing

All candidates for either nomination or election and
the treasurer of each committee shall file their campaign
statements within 35 days after the election or primary,
or not later than the day preceding the day upon which
the candidate takes office, whichever first occurs.

Sec. 11503. “Campaign statement"”

"Campaign statement” means an itemized statement prepared
in duplicate by a candidate and by the treasurer of a committee
showing under each of the subdivisions of Section 11504:

(a) In detail all moneys paid, loaned, contributed, or
otherwise furnished, directly or indirectly, to the candidate
or treasurer or for use of the candidate or treasurer, in aid
of the candidate's nomination or election.

(b) All money contributed, loaned, or expended,
directly or indirectly, by the candidate or treasurer or
through any other person, in aid of the candidate's nomina-
tion or election.






Excerpts from Elections Code (cont.)

(c) The names of all persons who paid, loaned,
contributed, or otherwise furnished such money in aid of
the candidate's nomination or election.

(d) The names of all persons to whom such money
was contributed, loaned or paid.

(e) The specific nature of each item.

(f) The service performed and by whom any services
were performed.

(g) The purpose for which the money was expended,
contributed or loaned.

Sec. 11504. Lawful expenses

Lawful expenses are expenses for the following purposes
only:

(a) Por the preparing, printing, circulating, amnd
verifying of nomination papers and for the candidate's
official filing fee.

(b) For the personal traveling expenses of the candidate
and of campaign personnel.

(c) Por rent, furnishing and.naintaining headquarters
and halls and rooms for public meetings, including light,
heat, and telephone.

(d) For payment of the following personnel:

1. Campaign managers.

2., Advertising agencies and publicity agents.
3. Stenographers and clerks.

4. Precinct workers.

5. Speakers.

6. Entertainers.

(e) For the preparing, printing, and posting of
billboards, signs and posters.

(f) For the preparing, printing, and distribution of
literature by direct mail, including postage, throwaways,
and handbills.
