In regard to the above mentioned subject, I would 1ike to comment:

I did not make any allegations or accusations against Mr. Steve Wittman.
I merely answered questions that were asked of me by a Los Angeles Times
Reporter, Richard Paddock.

I would Tike to make it very clear that I was approached by said
reporter on this subject; I did not seek him out. If the presence of
this publicity appears to be untimely, it is only because I was never
questioned about Mr. Wittman's previous activities before. Had I been
approached by either a reporter or a prosecutorial agency, i.e., the
City Attorney's office, I would have answered any questions truthfully
then also. I had no need or desire to go forth with any allegations or
accusations against Mr. Wittman.

In the last paragraph on the first page of your memorandum, you

mention that "an effort should be made to ascertain their truthfulness".

I agree. And, I see no reason why your office cannot follow up with an
in-depth investigation into this matter to determine whether Mr. Wittman's
previous actions were, in fact, violations of the City Code of Ethics
(Council Policy 000-4).

As I mentioned in a previous memorandum sent to your office on
September 4, 1979, I believe that a useful tool for this type of
investigation would be a 1ie detector. If both former and present
employees in the Sixth District Councilmanic office are interrogated
along with Deputy Mayor Tom Gade and Steve Wittman, I be11eve that
the truth will be self-evident.

If at all possible, I would like to request that such an investigation
be undertaken by your office.

Thank you in advance for your prompt attention to this matter.

ARGUMENT IN FAVOR OF PROPOSITION B

Ever get confused about government?

_Like an insurance policy, a basic document guiding city government ought to be in plain,
simple English so that we know exactly what it means.

That's what Proposition B is all about.

First, it would moderinze the language of Charter Sections 7 and 12 so that it conforms with
a recent court mandate that forbids longer than a 30-day residence requirement to run for office.

Second, the charter currently calls all members of the council, whether male or female,
councilman. So, this amendment would simply refer to councilmen or councilwomen as members

of the council.

_ Third, since an independent citizens' commission now reviews council salaries, the compensa-
tion provision is obsolete and should be removed. That's how you, the voters, want it.

The modifications as proposed will have no impact on the conduct of city affairs.

ARGUMENT IN FAVOR OF PROPOSITION C

California law forbids political activity by public employees on taxpayers' time.
Essentially, that has been the posture as well of our own City Charter.

In 1976, however, the California Legislature adopted a new code governing this type of activity
and among its requirements were that local provisions be precisely the same.

That makes sense because why have two sets of regulations meant to regulate the same thing.
One thing we don't need is more red tape.

The proposed charter change simply modifies existing charter language to conform to pro-
visions of state law.

The measure has absolutely no impact on the constitutionally guaranteed rights of public
employees to participate in political activity on their own time. The proposal just brings us into
conformance with the state’s provisions.

Vote YES on Proposition C to modernize the charter and clear up any confusion.

For the purpose of electing members of the Board of Education, the San Diego Unified School
District shall be divided into five (5) districts as nearly equal in registered voter population as
practicable. For the first primary and regular election held under this section, as amended, the
boundaries of such election districts shall be established by the Board of Education as such
Board existed on the effective date of the amendment to this section. Thereafter, the boundaries
of such election districts shall be subject to alteration and change under the provisions of this
section. The Board of Education, by resolution, may change and alter the boundaries of the
election districts and in the resolution may describe the new boundaries by reference to a map
on file in the office of the City Clerk; a metes and bounds description of the new beundaries
need not be contained in said resolution.

ARGUMENT IN FAVOR OF PROPOSITION D
Charter Section 66 is another one of these government sections that tend to confuse the
average citizen.
That's why it is important to pass Proposition D.

The Charter section contains an obsolete residency requirement, which has been outlawed by
the courts, and fails to state the time at which members of the San Diego Unified School District
Board shall take office.

In addition, language about compensation is obsolete because the California Education Code
regulates matters of board pay.

The proposed charter amendment rectifies these deficiencies.

The proposed language drops the obsolete residency requirement. It also specifically defines
the terms of board members.

As you are aware the City, like the County, is extremely cost conscious in all matters
of operations, purchased services and other expenditures.

In order to comply with the spirit of our Council's posture on economical operations
for the City as regards the conduct of elections, it is the policy of this office

to direct that only those procedures or services be provided that are actually required
to ensure legal City elections.

We are aware that the Registrar's Office has received unfavorable press in the past,
especially for the "long” time to produce election results. It is a matter of record
that the time interval for producing returns was shortened for the November, 1978,
election by a procedure for early ballot pick-up which was approved by the State and
County and successfully employed. However, there was an added cost to the County for
implementing this procedure. For City elections it is considered that such a procedure
is not cost-effective and, therefore, shall not be used.

For any planned procedures that could have an unfavorable fiscal impact on City elections,
we would ask that it be submitted to this office as a proposal for which we would seek
Council approval.

Your continued cooperation in assisting this office and the City on election matters
is greatly appreciated.
