The Reverend Dr. Billy Graham,
vital 48-year-old evangelist, will
pull no punches. He started in Los
Angeles in 1949 and drew 3,000
people. Today Billy calculates he
has preached to more than 60 mil-
lion persons. He is a major world
force for a better moral climate. His
magazine Decision, has a circula-
tion of almost 2 million, making it
one of the largest selling monthlies
in the religious field.
