HOW A DREAM CAME TRUE

T he fo//ou ing story by Mrs. Besty J. Lane, is reprinted from the March

\ugust F. (Bud) Hook is 2 busy man.
\s the owner of a constantly expanding
hain of retail drugstores in Indiana, he
1as little time to dream. But in 1966, the
rear in which Hook Drugs, Inc., opened
ts ninety-eighth store, Bud Hook did
{ream—and he saw his dream come true.

On August 26, 1966, Hook Drugs,
nc., opened a “historical drugstore and
>harmacy museum” to the first day’s
Aisitors to the 1966 Indiana State Fair, in
he Hoosier capital. Authentic down to the
ast wood shaving in the spittoon boxes,
his is a replica of a late-nineteenth-century
irugstore of the 1880’ or 90’s. One of
he most complete rcproductlons of a drug-
tore of the period, it has ornate wood
3xtures which alone arc valued at $50,000.

Many items are even offered for sale,
such as tobaccos, old-fashioned candies,
oaps and toiletries. During the 1966 State
Fair, 130,000 Hoosiers—over one-tenth
»f all Fair visitors—visited the pharmacy
nuseum.

For years, Bud Hook had toyed with the
dea of building an old-time pharmacy.
Shortly after the Indiana State Fair
Board asked him to put a store on its
srounds, he purchased an old store in

Dedicated to The History of Indian:
Sesquicentennial and the Progress o
Retail Pharmacy in Indiana

This old State Fair Poster reprint
is symbolic of the carefree life and
times near the turn of the century
when 19-year-old John A. Hook
established his first drugstore in
Indiarapolis. John promised to
offer the best possible quality, es-
tablished brand names and lowest
possible prices. His store was, ap-
propriately enough, called Hook’s
Economy Drugstore.

John ‘A. Hook had many com-
petitors. It was the era of the pat-
ent medicine and self medication
and the corner drugstore was be-
coming an American institution.
He competed, however, not only
with other drugstores, but with the
street corner medicine man, hot
stove experts, family “grannies,”
diplomaless doctors, and another
growmg institution, the mail order
business.

But John Hook was an enter-
prising young man and he gave
honest values, gained a community
reput:ltmn for mt»’mt" and pro-

tablets that suggested dosages c
one for a man and two for a hors

Perhaps, as some suggest, thes
were the good old days. Certainly
things cost less. On examinatior
however, they did little and wei
not the bargains they appeare
to be.

Today, the drugstore of Joh
A. Hook has grown into one of tt
largest drug chains in the U.S
though only operating in Indian
Hook stores now number over 13.
Thousands of Hoosier families :
hundreds of cities and towns hax
come to regard Hook’s as the d«
pendable place to shop and to hax
their prescriptions filled.

The growth of Hook’s sin
1900 is a tribute to our Americe
free enterprise system and to
group of men who over the yea
have been dedicated to the san
virtues that made the first Hoc
store flourish and grow—qualit
integrity, service, lowest possib
gric:s, established brand name






‘he Indiana State Board of Health during
‘he annual State Fair. If it ever becomes
1ecessary to vacate the Fairgrounds, Hook
#ill relocate the pharmacy permanently,
iomewhere in Indianapolis. In the mean-
ime, the pharmacy museum is open seven
lays a week from noon to 6:00 p.m. and
{uring the hours of some special events
wxhich are held at the Fairgrounds.

A company committee headed by Hook’s
(then a vice president) president, Norman
P. Reeves, was appointed by Bud Hook to
slan the restoration and remodel the build-
ng. Hook’s Assistant Vice President in
:harge of Public Relations, James M.
Rogers, did much of the legwork in track-
ng down authentic furnishings and equip-
nent, poking through old stores and offices
n small towns throughout southern Indi-
wna. He also visited Connecticut, New York
City, and Chicago in the course of his
>harmaceutical detective work. He was in
:harge of the store’s design and of chan-
1eling all of the massive effort that went
nto the finished product, Reeves made the
sig discovery of locating the Cambridge
City fixtures and calling all the shots
furing the progress of their restoration.
Assisting Reeves and Rogers on the com-
nittee were Edward J. F. Roesch, senior
rice-president; William G. Clayton;
fames A. Richter; and Frederick W, Ed-
vards, a registered pharmacist and buyer
»f cosmetics, who accompanied Rogers on
he eastern search and loaned several items
‘rom his personal collection.

Rogers’ prize find was a sponge basket
n the musty attic of a former doctor’s
sffice, located above a seventy-five-year-old
store in Vincennes, Indiana. At the time
1e obtained the basket, he did not know
t had been used for sponges—he dis-
covered this when thumbing through an

o

the American Association of State and
Local History, and the Indiana Sesqui-
centennial Commission as the most im-
portant corporate contribution to the
Indiana Sesquicentennial observance.

1883 wholesale drug catalog. An acid bath
and a little reshaping were all the basket
required. Rogers also purchased an eighty-
year-old candy case, another cherished find,
in Sandborn, Indiana.

Hook’s covered the exterior glass walls
of the Board of Health building with
wood pancling, retained the colonial-style
small-paned windows across the front,
and painted the entire exterior in white
and colonial gray. The street side of the
store features green-and-white-striped
awnings above the windows, gaslights,
evergreens in wooden tubs, and a large
gold-painted mortar and pestle. A list of
common drugs and their prices as sold
by John A. Hook in the early 1900
appears on one side of the building. John
A. Hook was the founder of the firm
and father of the present president. A
reproduction of the early Hook signs,
carved from a three-inch poplar board,
covered with gold leaf, and mounted on
black sand, hangs over the front door.

The interior of the pharmacy museum is
divided into two rooms, with the larger
room doubling as the salesroom. The win-
dow displays that front each room contain
large show globes—red, green, and blue
—and antique chemical bottles,. Wooden
rails back the window displays.

Inside, exquisite French show jars sit
on a shelf above the front door. One gold
bottle with black lettering (designated
“Magnesia”) is reputedly worth $500.

It is known that most of the ash and
walnut counters and wall shelves from

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A museum of old American pharmacy artifacts both sold and used in

drugstores from 1816 to the present are on display. There are special displays

of rare and historical bottles and flasks, tobacco tins and smoking relics,
shaving instruments, dental hygiene, first aid, and cosmetics.

the Cambridge City pharmacy were made
in 1852. After they were delivered to the
store’s original owner, the story goes, he
removed some of the glass, “dirtied” the
wood, and attempted to make them look
well used. His customers had stopped com-
ing in, for they preferred less elegant
surroundings. The Cambridge City fixtures
were used until 1961—last by Rolla B.
Grigsby—and only one counter needed
refinishing.

Displayed in the pharmacy is a bill of
lading, dated 1858, for a stcamboat ship-
ment of stock to Cincinnati for the Cam-
bridge City store. It included a bale of
carpeting, two boxes of drugs, a box of
hair preparation, stove blacking, and chalk.

Highly prized porcelain pulls on wall
drawers still retain the names of their
original contents, such as cascarilla, car-
yophyll, and camwood. Many of the an-
tique bottles on the wall shelves are par-
tially filled with the herbs and drugs that
were in them when purchased by Hook.
(These are not sold, of course.)

Almost all of the glass cabinet doors are
original, but several of the unique carved
glass panels that top each wall cabinet had
to be restored. These eye-catching panels
are lettered in gold leaf, with mother-of-
pearl inlay. Each panel advertises a former

y

“specialty of the house,” such as Allen’s
Lung Balsam, Hostetter’s Stomach Bitters,
or Perry Davis’ Great Family Vegetable
Pain Killer, the “Medicine of the Ages.”
The glass doors on one wall cabinet are
made of finely etched and frosted plate
glass.

Hook bought many of the items in the
museuin from Sydney Blumberg, well-
known Connecticut collector and dealer
in pharmaceutical antiques. A porcelain
Grape Kola dispenser, several ointment
jars, the entire collection of glass-labeled
apothecary bottles, show globes, and in-
teresting cigar signs were purchased from
Mr. Blumberg.

The nickel-plated hard-core base-burner
(stove) that stands in the middle of the
salesroom was a constant conversation piece
for State Fair visitors. Few seemed to mind
that its “fire” came from a bed of artificial
coals lit by an electric light, glowing red
through the mica window-panes. Rogers
obtained the stove after a publicity article
regarding his search appeared in a local
paper. Within a few days, he had over a
hundred telephone calls and letters. This
particular stove had been in storage for
twenty years and was in perfect condition.
He found it four blocks away from Hook’s
office.

From Bloomington, Illinois, our recently acquired 1875 soda fountain,
though not in use during the Fair, does provide an i di

for our famous chocolate sodas served during the rest of the year.

PRINTED IN U.S.A.
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A large, semicircular prescription booth
at the back of the main room was also an
important part of the Cambridge City
store. Ornately carved, it has three glass
panels, two of etched plate glass and one
of clear ghass. Behind this panel, Hook has
placed a sizable jar of leeches—yes, real,
live leeches.

The small room of the museum contains
glass-enclosed displays of antique mortars
and pestles, original cameras and fountain
pens, surgical and dental instruments, and
nineteenth-century posters and newspaper
advertisements. One case displays four of
the now-coveted amber cod liver oil bot-
tles (in the shape of fish) which were made
for Eli Lilly and Company around 1920.
An old wooden cabinet, at the top of which
is carved “Eli Lilly & Company,” hangs
on one wall and is filled with Lilly drugs
of the pharmacy’s era. Many of the bottles
and instruments on display in the museum
were loaned to Hook’s by William Bindley,
of Terre Haute, Indiana, President of E.
H. Bindley and Company, Inc., wholesale
druggists, Mr. Bindley has spent years col-
lecting pharmaceutical memorabilia.

An old wall telephone, a tobacco-plug
slicer, flypaper (now well used) hanging
from the ceiling, and wooden chairs and
a checkerboard add atmosphere and au-
thenticity to the store. Hook is particularly
proud of John A. Hook’s framed pharmacy
degree hanging on the wall behind the
prescription counter, His father graduated
from the Cincinnati College of Pharmacy
in 1899,

Employees of Hook’s old-fashioned
drugstore are still reeling from their State
Fair rush. They know now that before
Fair-time this year they will have to order
enough barrels of old-fashioned stick can-
dies and boxes of maple sugar patties, wild
cherry slugs, cinnamon drops, licorice, and
““peach stones” to pacify most of the ju-
venile population of the state of Indiana.
Meanwhile, the pharmacy museum enjoys
a steady flow of visitors, day after day. It
stands as a monument to pharmacy of years
gone by.

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TORNADO
INFORMATION

WHERE TORNADOES CAN OCCUR:
Any place in the United States at any time of the year. They happen most frequently in the midwestern,
southern, and central States from March through September.

HOW OFTEN DO THEY OCCUR:
The average number of days with tornadoes per year, based on records of recent years, ranged from 41
in Texas to less than 1 per year in States of the Northeast and Far West.

HOW TO RECOGNIZE A TORNADO:
Usually a funnel-shaped cloud, spinning rapidly, and extending toward the earth from the base of a
thundercloud. When close by, it sounds like the roar of hundreds of airplanes.

TORNADO “WEATHER™:
Hot, sticky days with southerly winds and a threatening, ominous sky. However, many such days occur
without tornadoes.

CLOUDS:
Familiar thunderstorm clouds are present. An hour or two before a tornado, topsy-turvy clouds appear
sometimes bulging down instead of up. The clouds often have a greenish-black color.

PRECIPITATION:
Rain, frequently hail, preceding the tornado, with a heavy downpour after it has passed.

TIME OF DAY:
Mostly between 3 and 7 p.m, but tornadoes have occurred at all hours.

DIRECTION OF TRAVEL:
In most cases they move from a westerly direction, usually from the southwest.

LENGTH OF PATH:
Usually 10 to 40 miles (the average length is 13 miles). but they may move forward for 300 miles.

WIDTH OF PATH:
The average width is about 250 yards, but they have cut swaths over a mile in width.

SPEED OF TRAVEL:
25 to 40 miles per hour average, but they have varied from stationary to 68 miles per hour.

WIND SPEED:
Estimated more than 300 miles per hour within the tornado.

CAUSES OF DESTRUCTION:
(1) Violent winds which uproot trees, destroy buildings, and which create a serious hazard from objects
blown through the air.

(2) Differences in air pressure which can lift people and automobiles and can cause buildings to collapse.

Safety Rules

When a tornado approaches, your immediate action may mean
life or death.

KEEP LISTENING

Local Action—IF SEVERE WEATHER CONDITIONS DEVELOP turn
on your radio or television for information.

In the City of Indianapolis, the Air Raid Sirens will be activated to alert the public. THERE WILL BE

~, A THREE MINUTE STEADY BLAST OF ALL SIRENS INDICATING A STORM WITH TORNADO
POSSIBILITIES IS APPROACHING THE AREA. This signal has one significance: TURN ON YOUR
RADIO OR TELEVISION FOR FURTHER INSTRUCTIONS. This does not mean that a tornado has
been sighted in our area, but does indicate a possiblity. Your radio and televison stations will give you
more complete information.

IN CITIES OR TOWNS

Seek inside shelter, preferably in a tornado cellar, underground excavation, or a steel-framed or
reinforced concrete building of substantial construction. STAY AWAY FROM WINDOWS!

INDIANAPOLIS AND MARION COUNTY CIVIL DEFENSE

In office buildings—stand in an interior hallway on a lower floor, preferably in the basement.

In factories—On receiving a tornado warning, post a lookout. Workers should move quickly to sec-
tions of the plant offering the greatest protection in accordance with advance plans.

In homes—the corner of the basement toward the tornado usually offers the greatest safety. In a
house with no basement, take cover under heavy furniture in the center part of the house. Keep some
windows open, but stay away from them!

IN SCHOOLS

Go to storm cellar or underground excavation if available. If there is no storm cellar but building is
of reinforced construction, stay inside, away from windows. Whenever possible, go to an interior hall-
way on the lowest floor. AVOID AUDITORIUMS AND GYMNASIUMS with large poorly supported
roofs.

If a building is not of reinforced construction, go quickly to a nearby reinforced building, or to a
ravine or open ditch and lie flat.

IN OPEN COUNTRY

Move away from the tornado’s path at a right angle. If there is no time to escape, lie flat in the
nearest depression, such as a ditch or ravine.
