| am writing to you concerning some exciting developments in the child care area and to ask
for your help in meeting seme guicelines which could make your county eligible for federal
funds. First, | will outline what's happening in Sacramento in the legislative arena and then
tell you about federal grants which have been earmarked for California.

LOCAL CHILD CARE AND DEVELOPMENT PLANNING:

In 1990, CSAC sponsored AB 1853, by Assembly Member Jackie Speier, which was approved
by the California State Legislature but was vetoed by Governor Deukmejian. In summary, the
bill would have created the California Child Care Partnership Council to develop a
comprehensive state-local child care system using public and private collaboration at the
local level. AB 1853 would have requested each Board of Supervisors to complete one of
several specified options to establish a local child care planning body and to prepare a
countywide, community-based child care plan for report to the Council. The bill would have
encouraged local plans to meet prescribed requirements in developing community-based
child care plans. It also declared its intention to provide funding for the provisions of the bill
in its future budget act. -

Assembly Member Jackie Speier recently introduced AB 2141, a bill substantially similar to
AB 1853. The new bill contains technical changes from the language in AB 1853 and two
substantive changes. First, there will be a requirement for County Boards of Supervisors and
County Boards of Education to cooperate in the appointment of the local child care planning
body. Second, county planning councils will be given the opportunity to establish priorities
for the distribution of new federal child care funds within their counties. Attached is the
current version of the bill. Amendments are expected by mid April.

Due to the (quick) requirements to obtain the federal funding by September 1, when funds
will be released, much of AB 2141 will be administratively implemented before it is signed into
law.

FEDERAL FUNDS:

The 1990 federal child care package established two new grant programs: (1) A Child Care
and Development Block Grant (CCDBG) to help pay for child care expenses for low-income
families and to improve the quality of child care services; and (2) a child care entitlement
program for working poor families under Title IV of the Social Security Act JOBS Program.
Total funds available for California for Fiscal Year 1891-82 are approximately $110,000,000.
The majority of these, probably 70-80%, will be available for planning by local child care
planning bodies. Funds will be allocated to counties based upon a formula developed in
1980 by the Legislature and the State Department of Education. The formula takes into
account population, AFDC population, and the degree to which state and federal funds are
currently meeting the needs of low-income children. Draft regulations for the CCDBG have
not yet been written.

Attached is a summary of major elements of the Federal Child Care grants copied from an
analysis prepared by the National Conference of State Legislatures.

NOTE: TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE! CSAC recommends that you immediately appoint a
liaison to meet with a counterpart from the County Board of Education to bring back an
action plan expeditiously to both boards for the appointment of a local planning body. Even
though many important administrative matters remain unresolved, planning bodies must be
established, and plans must be submitted to the State Council by July 28, 1891. Failurz to
meet this deadline will result in available funds allocated based upon plans developed by the
State Depaiiment of Education, which is the lead state agency.

We will provide you with additional information as it becomes available. Once sufficient
information becomes available, CSAC will sponsor a seminar to provide assistance to local
planners in complying with AB 2141, and in planning for Federal Child Care funds.

BACKGROUND

1990 Federal child Care legislation established two new block
grant programs (please see attachment A):

o A Child Care and Development Block Grant to help pay for
child care expenses for low-income families and to
improve the quality of child care services; and

o a child care entitlement program for working families
subject to Title IV of the Social Security Act JOBS
Program.

California will receive approximately $110 million of child care
block grant funds for fiscal year 91-92. Funds will be allocated
to counties based on a formula which takes into account
population, AFDC population, and the degree to which state and
federal funds are currently meeting the child care needs of low
income families. Preliminary research by my office indicates that
San Diego county would receive approximately $4-5 million for
fiscal year 91-92.

AB 2141, the proposed implementation bill for receipt and
allocation of federal child care funds, would require County
Boards of Supervisors and County Departments of Education to
cooperate in the establishment of a local child care and
development planning council. Furthermore the bill would require
that the planning councils have the opportunity to establish
needs and priorities for the distribution of these new federal
child care funds within their counties.

The State Departments of Education and Social Services in
conjunction with other entities, including Governor Wilson's
office and CSAC are currently working on various administrative
matters relating to receipt and subsequent allocation of the
federal child care funds e.g. which state agency will administer
the funds.

BACKGROUND (cont'd):

Even though many important administrative matters are unresolved,
it is my understanding that most of AB 2141 will be implemented
before it is signed into law. This is due to the fact that
federal child care funds will be released by September, 1991 and
the State moving expeditiously to acquire and allocate them.

CSAC is alerting all counties to at least have planning councils
and plans for allocating new federal child care funds ready for
submission to the State by July 29, 1991. Therefore, to prevent
plans to allocate these funds to San Diego county being developed
solely by the State and to ensure that San Diego county receives
its fair share of funds, I am requesting your support of the
aforementioned recommendations.

SUBJECT: SB 526 (KILLEA) -- OFFSETS: COUNTIES: FINES: COLLECTION
AB 1823 (BENTLEY) -- PAYMENT OF FINES

SB 526 would authorize the State Controller to offset any amount due a county
based on an outstanding warrant for failure to pay any fine, penalty, or
assessment, against any amount to be refunded a person under the Personal Income
Tax Law. AB 1823 would require the Controller to offset amounts due against
tax refunds and prizes awarded by the California State Lottery Commission. Both
bills address the growing problem of outstanding warrants, and the loss of
revenue to local agencies and the State from unpaid fines, penalties, and
assessments.

On February 19, 1991 (40), the Board approved a set of recommendations by
Supervisor Golding to improve the rate of collections while reducing the number
of outstanding warrants. One recommendation was for the Chief Administrative
Officer and County Counsel to work with the Municipal Courts to determine the
County’s ability to intercept income tax refunds from persons with outstanding
warrants. SB 526 and AB 1823 both provide the necessary authority for the
interception of income tax refunds.

In accordance with Board Policy M-2, and by copy of this memorandum, I have
requested the County’s Sacramento Representative to inform appropriate members
of the Legislature and the Administration that the County supports AB 1823, and
supports and seeks an amendment to SB 526.

Support and Seek Amendment

The issue of outstanding warrants is a prob]em in many areas
of the state. In San Diego County, “there is a backlog of
approximately 655,000 outstanding warrants. SB 526 addresses
this problem by authorizing the Controller to intercept state
income tax refunds from persons with outstanding warrants.

SB 526 provides for the following:

. Authorizes counties to request the Controller to
intercept tax refunds from persons with outstanding
warrants.

. Authorizes the Controller to prescribe the

standards and procedures for counties to claim
offsets from persons with outstanding warrants.

. Authorizes the courts to order a defendant upon
whom a fine, penalty, or assessment is imposed,
to provide his or her social security number in
order to assist collection efforts.

The current process, with respect to outstanding warrants, is
cumbersome and requires a county to obtain a civil judgement
or court order before the Controller can legally intercept a
tax refund. SB 526 would simplify the process by providing
counties another option to pursue collection efforts from
persons with outstanding warrants who owe fines, penalties,
or assessments.

Support

The issue of outstanding warrants is a problem in many areas
of the state. In San Diego County, there is a backlog of
approximately 655,000 outstanding warrants. AB 1823 addresses
this problem by requiring the Controller to intercept income
tax refunds and prizes awarded by the California State Lottery
Commission from persons with outstanding warrants.

AB 1823 provides for the following:

. Permits counties to annually submit to the
Controller a 1list of persons with outstanding
warrants for which fines or other amounts of money
are owing. The social security number for these
persons may also be submitted.

. Requires the Department of Motor Vehicles,
commencing January 1, 1993, to obtain the social
security number of each person applying for a
driver’s license.

. Requires the Controller to offset any amount due
a county that is from an outstanding warrant for
payment of any fine, penalty, or assessment,
against any amount to be refunded a person or
entity under the Personal Income Tax Law.

The current process, with respect to outstanding warrants, is
cumbersome and requires a county to obtain a civil judgement
or court order before the Controller can legally intercept a
tax refund.

AB 2141, as amended, Speier. Child care: partnership for child care.

(1) Existing law requires the Governor to appoint an advisory
committee to assist the State Department of Education in developing a
state plan for child development programs, as specified.

This bill would repeal this provision and would, instead, require the
California Child Care Partnership Council to assist the department, as
specified. The bill also would require the Chi evelopment Program
Advisory Committee to continue to serve until June 30, 1992, or until all
members of the council are appointed, whichever occurs first.

(2) Existing law provides for the licensure and regulation of child
day care facilities.

This bill would create the California Child Care Partnership Council,
as specified. It would impose a number of duties on the council,
including, but not limited to, adoption of guidelines prior to December
31, 1992, for, and provision of information, training, and technical
assistance to, local communities in preparation of their community child
care plans, evaluation of the effectiveness of those provisions, and
submission of a biennial evaluation to the
Governor and Legislature no later than December 31 of each even-numbered
year commencing in 1994. It would require the council to assist the
state lead agency in developing a state plan for the administration of
federal Child Care and Development Block Grant funds.

The bill would require the council to establish its own rules and
procedures and to select an executive director, who would be exempt from
civil service requirements.

The bill would request each board of supervisors to complete one of
several specified options regarding the establishment of a local child
care planning body and the preparation of a countywide, community-based
child ?are plan by December 31, 1992, and to report that action to the
council.

This bill would encourage local jurisdictions to make efforts to
ensure that the community child care plan meets prescribed requirements.

(g) Child care needs statewide are diverse and complex; no single
approach fits all communities.

It is expected that California will receive approximately $110
million of the child care block grant funds for fiscal year 1991-
92. Preliminary estimates indicate that San Diego County could be
eligible to receive approximately $4-5 million. Although
legislation is not required, several bills have been introduced in
the Legislature that address the allocation of the federal child
care funds. A summary of the current bills under consideration and
their status (as of the docket date of this report) is provided as
Attachment C of this report.

The urgency to prepare a response, stems from the concern that the
Child Care and Development Block Grant (CCDBG) funds will be
released 1in September, 1991, Even though many important
administrative matters remain unresolved, CSAC is alerting all
counties to have planning bodies established and plans for
allocating new federal child care funds ready for submission to the
California Child Care Partnership Council by July 29, 1991.

AB 2141 and the Child Care Planning Council Role

AB 2141 is the most comprehensive of the proposed bills. The bill
encourages the county boards of supervisors and county departments
of education to cooperate in the establishment of a local child
care and development council. The bill recommends the planning
councils develop local priorities for distribution of federal and
state funds as they become available. The child care planning
councils should 1list their priorities for state and 1local
activities to improve the quality of child care. Local priorities
would be reviewed and updated every two years. The child care
planning councils would be responsible for preparing a
comprehensive, countywide community child care plan of the present
and future child care needs which maximizes parental responsibility
and parental choice and describes the relationships of the local
child care programs. The language of the reporting relationship
states that the local Child Care Planning Council should submit the
proposed plan to the California Child Care Partnership Council, the
State Department of Education, the Office of Child Development and
Education and the State Department of Social Services.

The Resolution Establishing the Child Care Planning Council

The Chief Administrative Officer recommends that the Board of
Supervisors and the County Board of Education adopt the resolution
establishing the Child Care Planning Council. The resolution,
Attachment A, is developed in the spirit of compliance with the
standards delineated in the Child Care and Development Block Grant
(CCDBG) and AB 2141 to initiate local child care planning. The
resolution, if adopted, will provide the vehicle for the County to
expedite the development of the 1local priorities for the
distribution of Federal and State funds as they become available
and to prepare a comprehensive, countywide, child care plan.

As directed by the Board of Supervisors, in addition to the San
Diego County Office of Education, the Chief Administrative Officer
consulted the Commission on Children and Youth Child Care and
Development Committee, and County Supervisors Association of
California's Child Care Task Force in developing the plan to
establish a Child Care Planning Council.

. The Commission on Children and Youth Child Care and
Development Committee met May 8, 1991, to consult with
the Chief Administrative Office. In addition, the
Commission on Children and Youth adopted a position paper
on California's Implementation of the Federal Child Care
Block Grant Funding at its April 19, 1991 meeting. Both
the Committee recommendations and the Commission position
paper (included in this report, Attachment D) were
considered in the development of the Chief Administrative
Officer's report and recommendations.

. The Chief Administrative Office consulted with staff of
the County Supervisors Association of California's Child
Care Task Force. The Task Force meets approximately
twice a year and was not able to convene a special
meeting to confer on this item. CSAC is the sponsor of
the proposed legislation, AB 2141.

If the resolution is approved by both the Board of Supervisors and
the County Board of Education, the Chief Administrative Office, in
conjunction with the Office of Education, will maintain primary
responsibility for implementing the County's participation in the
Child Care Planning Council. A status report will be provided to
the Board of Supervisors in July 1991 and annually thereafter. The

San Diego County Commission on Children and Youth Child Care and
Development Committee, the State Department of Social Services
Community Care Licensing, and the State Ombudsman for Child Care
for San Diego and Imperial County will be used as resources.

The AB 2141 lLegislative Analysis

Attachment B of this report is a Legislative Analysis of the
proposed implementation bill, AB 2141. The Chief Administrative
Officer recommends that the Board of Supervisors support AB 2141
and seek amendments as presented in the Attachment B discussion.

AB 2141 could be the impetus to put in place a countywide,
community-based, coordinated child care system that maximizes
existing federal/state resources and expands the availability,
affordability and accessibility of quality child care. The federal
legislation encourages a high level of local input at the state
level. It provides assurance that the funding dollars will follow
the child instead of the program, i.e. parental choice. Although
these federal funds will only begin to respond to the child care
needs of the San Diego Region, it is critical that a coordinated,
collaborative effort utilize the federal/state funding for its
maximum potential. Local leadership will be sought by the
provision of this report to the organizations referenced, to
promote the implementation of quality child care measures.

LEGISLATIVE ANALYSIS

AB 2141 (as amended 5-6-91) - Child Care
Assembly member Speier

Requires the Governor to appoint a Child
Development Program Advisory Committee to
assist the State Department of Education in
developing a state plan for child development
programs.

(1) Would repeal this provision and require the
California Child Care Partnership Council (a
23-member Council appointed by the Governor,
legislative leadership, and the Superintendent
of Public Instruction) to assist the State
Department of Education in developing a state
plan for child development programs. The Child
Development Program Advisory Committee would
continue to serve until June 30, 1992, or until
all members of the council are appointed,
whichever occurs first.

(2) Would allocate new federal funds to the
counties based on community plans developed by
local Cchild Care Planning Councils. The local
Child Care Planning Councils would be
established by the county boards of supervisors
and the county boards of education. This bill
would encourage counties to ensure that
community child care plans meet prescribed
requirements.

(3) Would require the local Child Care Planning
Councils to submit proposed plans to the
California Child Care Partnership Council, the
State Department of Education, the Office of
Child Development and Education and the State
Department of Social Services.

(4) Would establish a minimum grant level for
each county. Above the minimum, county funding
would be based on a formula developed by the
State Department of Education which takes into
account county population of the children,
birth to 14 years of age, inclusive, and the
percentage of children in each county receiving
AFDC grants. The formula shall also consider
counties' current allocations from the State

Support AB 2141 and Seek Amendments

The Child Care and Development Block Grant
(CCDBG) for child care provides states with
federal funds to address the issues of
affordability, accessibility and quality. The
Child Care and Development Block Grant (CCDBG)
cannot generate sufficient revenue to solve all
the child care needs of San Diego County.
However, successful implementation of AB 2141
would help ensure efficient, maximum
utilization of this funding source with a
strong emphasis on local control. Local input
on the distribution of all Child Care and
Development Block Grant funding is critical.

SAN DIEGO COUNTY COMMISSION ON CHILDREN AND YOUTH
POSITION PAPER ON
CALIFORNIA’S IMPLEMENTATION OF THE

FEDERAL CHILD CARE AND DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT FUNDING

The Federal Child Care and Development Block Grant provides
California with a landmark opportunity to improve the quality,
affordability and accessibility of child care for low-income
families. During the next few months, California will be re-
quired to make critical decisions regarding the implementation of
the new federal funding programs and their coordination with the
state’s existing child care delivery systems.

The San Diego County Commission on Children and Youth recommends
that the following be considered by the State of California and
San Diego County when formulating policy for the Federal Child
Care and Development Block Grant Funding:

1. Designate the California Department of Education as the lead
agency for the Child Care Block Grant Program.

2. Utilize the existing Department of Education delivery system
to include, but not be limited to, current State funded providers
of child care and development services.

3. Recommend that the County Board of Supervisors assign to the
Child Care and Development Committee of the San Diego County
Commission on Children and Youth the responsibility for making
recommendations to the Board of Supervisors on the needs and
priorities for block grant funding and the RFP process. The Child
Care and Development Committee membership will include the child

care coordinators and a broad representation of regional child
care interests.

4. Employ accurate 1990 census data to ensure a fair and equita-
ble distribution formula for the block grant funds in California.

5. Develop a registration system for license-exempt providers by
expanding the Trustline Pilot Project currently operating in San
Diego, San Francisco, Alameda, Contra Costa and Santa Clara
Counties to provide parents with information on the background

and stability of exempt providers through a fingerprinting proc-
ess.





6. Provide continued child care assistance for the working poor
families who do not qualify for public assistance. Child care
assistance for families earning up to 75% of the state median
income provides these families with critically needed support and

maintains continuity of care for the child.

2 Monitor the State plan to ensure that only a reasonable
portion of the funds are used for administrative expenses.

The San Diego County Commission on Children and Youth Child Care
and Development Committee is composed of a broad representation
of child care and development professionals.

As you know, the new Federal Child Care and Development Block Grant provides
California with funding to expand its child care and development services. The
Advisory Committee is continuing to work with the Department of Education, the |

Department of Social Services and the Secretary of Child Development and

Education in preparation of local guidelines for the Federal Block Grant funding. |
It is our understanding that they will be sending formal notification to counties |
within the next week. In the meantime, here is an update and additional |

information on the local planning process.

We expect that a local planning process will be used to identify the priorities.
The planning process will require two central activities: establishing countywide

Chill Care Planning Councils and developing local priorities.

1, Child Care Planning Councils

Many counties already have child care or children's services councils. If the
existing council has similar representation, it nmay be designated as the Local
Planning Council.

2. Local Priorities

The letter which you will soon be receiving from the state will provide you with
specific instructions for identifying local priorities, and will outline the allocation
of funding to each county.

The distribution of funds by the lead agency will be based on priorities identified
by the local planning council. Funding will not be distributed directly to counties,
but to providers of child care services.

The allocation of funding amounts for each county will be determined by 2

form. » based on indicators of need for care, existing supply, and other county
data. Counties will be notified of their proportional amounts in order to prioritize
their local needs and plan realistic services. The Federal Block Grant requires
that the funding supplement, rather than supplant existing Federal, State, or local
government funding.

If a county chooses not to participate in the local planning process, federal
funding within the county will be determined by the state lead agency in
accordance with available needs data.

A deadline date has not been designated, however, we encourage the County
Boards of Supervisors and the County Superintendent of Schools to initiate or
continue discussions and to encourage widespread involvement in the planning
process.

Attached is a Jist of questions currently being asked, and the responses we are
currently giving, based on the information we have at this time. Remember that
there are still several unknowns and that this is only preliminary information.

Q. "Will counties be mandated to participate in the program?”

A. No, counties will not be mandated to participate. However, it is in the counties
best interest to be part of the planning process. If a county chooses not to
develop priorities, federal funding within the county will be determined by thc
state lead agency in accordance with available needs data.

Q. "Does the funding go directly to the counties?”

A. No. Funding will be distributed by the lead agency based on priorities
identified ' local planning councils. If a county's plan is acceptable, the state
will issue « ompetitive requests for applications in accordance with proposed
priorities. Funding will be awarded to child care providers based on the RFA
Process.

Q. "We are concerned with the added staff and financial burden to the counties.
Will counties receive additional administrative funding?"

A. At this time, there have been no funds directed to the counties for planning
and administrative costs in either of the two bills that address local involvement.
Neither Assembly Bill 2141 (Speier) which directs the local procedures on the
implementation of the Federal Block Grant, nor SB 500 (Morgan) which is the
general implementation bill for the Grant and includes a break down of the
federal funding at the state level.

Q. "We represent a community organization that provides child care, including
before and after school care, and feel the information we have collected is critical
for our county's local priorities. How can we be assured of broad-based
representation in our local planning?"

A. The Council composition will include a broad representation. Counties will be

encouraged to publicize the formatwn of the planning council and to solicit
nominations,

However, the best way to be certain your concerns are considered in the

priorities is to become involved right away. If you feel it is important for you to
participate, contact your County Superintendent of Schools and the County Board
of Supervisors. Perhaps you could make yourself available to be on the council or
to make your needs known to the local planning council. As with any state or

Educational and de
progress cannot be made when children are absent because of illness, when children ar
child care site with untreated infections or undiagnosed symptoms or with chronic 4
Child care programs serving any population, byt especially those serving children of low income
families must have on-going health components, Providers must know how to recognize, how to
manage, and how to refer children with unmet health needs.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
OF THE COUNTY OF SAN DIEGO ESTABLISHING THE
CHILD CARE PLANNING COUNCIL

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors and the San Diego.County Board
of Education intends to participate in local child c¢are planning
coordination and set priorities for use of the Child Care and
Development Block Grant funds (CCDBG):; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors has directed the Chief
Administrative Officer to coordinate with the San Diego Office of
Education to adopt a similar resolution by the San Diego County
Board of Education resolving its intent to coordinate with the
County in this effort, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors considers meeting the needs of
children and families a high priority:

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors declares
as follows:

3. A Child Care Planning Council, hereafter in this resolution
referred to as '"Council", shall be established, contingent
upon the adoption of the resolution by the San Diego County
Board of Education.

=3 "Child care" means all child care and development services,
including private for-profit, nonprofit, and public programs,
for all children, including children with special needs and
those from multilingual and multicultural backgrounds.

« 3 The function of the Child Care Planning Council shall be the
designation of priorities for the expansion of child care
programs for children of families eligible under the Federal
Block Grant Act and any other local Planning Council
responsibilities as specified in this Federal leglslatlon and
State implementing regulations and guidelines.

4% Every effort shall be made to ensure that the ethnic and
racial composition of the Child Care Planning Council is
reflective of the ethnic and racial distribution of the
persons and families in the County.

5. Council Composition

Council representatives shall be appointed by the Chief
Administrative Officer and the County Superintendent of
Schools. The Council shall consist of 26 members. The
initial term of appointment of all Council members shall be
through December 31, 1991. Subsequently, Council members may
be reappointed. The Council shall have membership

ESTABLISHMENT OF A CHILD CARE PLANNING COUNCIL AND APPLICATION FORM

On June 18, 1991, the County Board of Supervisors adopted a
resolution (copy attached) establishing a County Child Care
Planning Council. Although action on appointments to the Council
is conditional upon approval of a comparable resolution by the San
Diego County Board of Education on July 10, 1991, persons
interested in serving on the Council are asked to submit
applications now. The purpose of the Council ‘'is to develop a local
child care plan, designating priorities for the expansion of child
care programs for children of families eligible under the Federal
Block Grant Act. The State will consider the local plan in its
designation of priorities for the Child Care Block Grant Funds.

Enclosed is a copy of a Child Care Planning Council application.
Those interested in serving as a representative on the Council are
asked to complete the application form and return it no later than
noon, Thursday, July 11, 1991. Child Care Planning Council
representatives shall be appointed by the Chief Administrative
Officer and the County Superintendent of Schools in accordance with
the conditions specified in the resolution.

Due to the short timeframe for meeting the first year State
timeline, a tentative meeting schedule and planning process has
been developed by staff. It is anticipated that the Council will
meet at least three times over a three-week period during July 15
through August 1, 1991 (Tentative meeting dates are being planned
for Friday, July 19; Friday July 26; and Thursday, August 1, 1991
at 8:00 a.m.). Meetings could require an estimated two hours or
more, and an additional two hours at the second meeting to
accommodate a Public Hearing to receive public testimony on the
proposed child care plan.

BACKGROUND AND CHILD CARE PLANNING FACT SHEET

Background:

On April 23, 1991, the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief
Administrative Officer to:

. Return to the Board on May 21, 1991 with a plan for the
Board's consideration to establish a Regional Child Care
and Development Planning Council.

On May 21, 1991, the Board of Supervisors agenda included a report
from the Chief Administrative Officer recommending the establish-
ment of a 43-member Child Care Planning Council. The CAO
recommended this item be continued for discussion to the next Board
meeting. The discussion was held over for several weeks. In the
interim, another Board letter was drafted and presented at the June
11, 1991 Board meeting, with action recommended on the -items for

On June 18, 1991, the Board of Supervisors adopted the resolution
establishing the 26-member Child Care Planning Council.

Both
the University Heights Community Association ("UHCA”) and the University Heights Community Development
Corporation (“UHCDC”) are actively improving the quality of life for its residents, but they do so in different ways.

The UHCA is a “grass-roots” organization that handles the day to day issues facing the community. It has short term

goals and reacts to problems presented to the community. Some of the UHCA'’s past projects have included the public
improvements on Park Blvd., graffiti fighting committee. Ongoing projects are a monthly recyciing program, semi-
annual neighborhood clean up days and the development of an extensive Neighborhood Watch program.

Onthe other had, the UHCDC has long term goals and is a proactive group. The UHCDC is a legal entity. According
to its bylaws, the UHCDC is a non-profit, public benefit corporation designed to develop our community to its fullest
potential in the following ways: (1) promoting the reinvestment of private and public capital in the community of
University Heights; (2) effecting public improvements and social services which benefit the general well being of the
community of University Heights; (3) providingtechnical assistance and information to community residentsregarding
the availability of government or private programs which relate to improvement or community welfare; (4) receiving
and administering funds from public or private community deterioration and neighborhood tensions; and (6)
defending human and civil rights and to eliminate prejudice and discrimination. In the past, UHCDC has acted asa
fiduciary agent for the UHCA and applies for grants for the UHCA. Currently, the CDC is working on improving the
median strips along Mission Avenue. A complete list of goals will be published in next months’s newsletter.

Asyoucansee,the UHCA andthe UHCDCare very different inthe way they operate, but ultimately, both organizations
contribute to the community insignificant ways.

e were pleased to welcome back Officer
Ken Hofer from th= San Diego Police
Department at the June meeting of the
University Heights Community Association.
Officer Hofer reported on a series of
crimes that has happened in our
neighborhood. The seriesis knownasthe
“Jamaican Switch” and it goes something
like this: an older black male approaches
an elderly person in a shopping center,
says he is from South Africa and is here
because he had to bury his brother. When
his brother died, he received a large
insurance claim. Since he doesn’t trust
American banks he must give the money
to charity. He is looking for a trusting
person to give the money to. A second
black male approaches and says he will
give themoneytoacharitable organization
if the elderly person will go to the bank
and draw out money to show that banks
can be trusted. When the withdrawal is
made, a switch occurs and the elderly
person is left with a worthless roll of
newspaper with a dollar bill wrapped
around it. Anyone havinginformationabout
the scam should contact Officer Hofer at
495-7895.

Next, Councilman John Hartley spoke to
the group about his last year and a half in
office. Some projects he isworking onare:
(D Establishing the “Heart of the City”
projectand the “Friends or Balboa Park” to
cleanupthe park where transientsliveand
(i) Joiningforceswith City Heightsresidents
to battle crime through-an anti-gang
recreation program, expanding the
Neighborhood Watch program and
working with young people; (iii) Putting
togethera complicated plantoexpand the
City’scourtandjailfacilities; (iv) Setting up
a “Safe Neighborhoods” program for
continued development of the Neighbor-
hood Watch program throughout his
district; (v) Crating a directory of services
and programs for children through the
“Mid-City for Youth” program; (vi)
Developing a “Drug Master Plan.”

Councilman Hartley also addressed some
oftheissuesthatare of concernto University
Heights residents. His responses are: (i)
The plans and specification have been
completed for the public improvements at
the intersection at Monroe and Park. This
will include replacing the trees on Park
Blvd. between Adams and Madison. (i)
We have not yet received funding for the
publicimprovements on Adams from Park
Blvd. to the Old Trolley Barn Park or for
Park Blvd. between Madison and Meade.
These improvements have been put on
“hold” for the time being. (iii) On July 1,
the City’stree trimming program will begin
again. (iv) Repair of the Hoffman Canyon
landscaping will begin on June 24. (v)
Funds for replacing the Vermont Street
pedestrian bridge are in the City’s 1992
budget. (vi) The proposal to widen Texas
Street between Madison and El Cajon
Blvd. has been abandoned. (vi) The sign
forthe Trolley Barn Park are readyand will
be installed June 20.

Joe Ferage was then introduced as
Councilman Ron Roberts’ aide. Residents
in Mr. Roberts’ district may call Joe if he
can be of assistance. No map is available
yet for the new district boundaries, so if
you don’t know which district you are in,
call either Ron Roberts or John Hartley.
Both offices will help you.

Former UHCA president Steve Fratesthen
spoke to us in his role as the Executive
Director of the San Diego Taxpayers
Association. He explained how the City’s
$1.2billionbudgetismadeandhowthose
funds will be distributed to various
agencies.

Finally, the UHCA presented out-going
University Heights Branch Librarian Lynn
Whitehouse with a certificate and a cake
in appreciation for her two and halfyears
of service in our community.
