Dear Commissioners: . 
-I ~oul~ilikgi~ ~xpres; my opposition to the Encinitas Transit Center as proposed by the 
North County Transit Development Board. The City of Encinitas has repeatedly opposed 
the bus transfer facility portion of this transit center, and I support that position. 


Section 30212.5 of the Coastal Act requires that public facilities shall be distributed 
throughout an area to mitigate against impacts, overcrowding or overuse by the public. The 
transit center is proposed for a very small site, approximately three blocks from Moonlight 
Beach and within a block of the town center. The site has traditionally been used for 
parking to support the nearby coastal uses. Vulcan Avenue is one of two north-south 
arterials west of Interstate 5. Adding the bus trips to this particular intersection will not 
only significantly impact parking in the area, it will also significantly disrupt the flow of 
traffic on Vulcan Avenue. This will in turn, impact the public's ability to reach the coast 
via Vulcan Avenue at D and E Streets. 


The City of Encinitas has repeatedly worked with the North County Transit Development 
Board to resolve the issues of_ additional traffic and parking demands on this key area of 
town. NerD has not modified the design or intensity of the Transit Center to meet these 
concerns. I am very supportive of transit service and reducing the reliance upon single 
occupancy vehicles, but this is not an appropriate design or location for a major bus transfer 
station. 
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Please do not approve the Encinitas Transit Center as proposed: I respectfully request that 
you direct NerD to develop a project design that will reduce conflicts with existing traffic 
and parking needs. Thank you for your time and consideration.

I understand that your Commissioners considered a request from the North San Diego 
County Transit District for a Coastal Permit for the Encinitas Transit Center at your 
meeting in Long Beach on October 14, 1993. It is my further understanding that after 
considerable discussion, the Commissioners agreed to continue this item to a later meeting. 


The purpose of my letter is to inform you of key actions the Board of Supervisors have 
taken on this project. A summary of these actions is given below: 


• The Encinitas Transit Center has been included in our Transportation 
Improvement Program (TIP) since April 25, 1989. The Board has committed 
$1.3 million of County funds to this project with the North County Transit 
District providing the balance of the funding ($1.5 million). 


• On March 13, 1990, the Board entered into an Agreement with the City of 
Encinitas and the North County Transit District to design and construct a 
transit center at D Street and Vulcan Avenue in the City of Encinitas. Under 
the terms of this Agreement, the facility is to include a bus element and a rail 
element. 


• On July 13, 1993, the Board voted to include the Encinitas Transit Center in 
the County's FY 1993-94 to FY 2000-01 Regional Transportation 
Improvement Program. Additionally, we instructed out staff to finalize the 
design and manage the construction of this project.
