It is the responsibility of the dean of each college to set deadlines within the college that will allow time for
the college review and ensure that the deadline can be met for submission of proposals for the university-
wide review.

Even if all goes well with a proposal, at least a year will elapse between the time a proposal is submitted and
its appearance in the catalog. New courses may not be offered until they have appeared in the catalog
unless, in exceptional instances, approval to do so is obtained in writing from the Office of the Provost.

Minor catalog changes which are of an editorial rather than substantive nature require only the approval of
the Assistant Vice President, Academic Services. All other changes require preparation of a formal proposal
to be submitted through the appropriate channels.
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
