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The MTC Scholarship Program
· Purpose 
The goal of the MTC Scholarship Program is to encourage promising students from foreign countries to continue their Chinese studies in Taiwan and increase the flow of international culture.

<The Mandarin Training Center (MTC), established in 1956, is affiliated with National Taiwan Normal University and is Taiwan’s oldest and best-known Chinese language institute. In cooperation with the Graduate Institute of Teaching Chinese as a Second Language, the MTC is also recognized as one of the world's leading research and teaching institutions.The MTC will provide each American university student who receives the MTC Scholarship with a full tuition and registration fee waiver. 

· Benefits
School tuition and registration fees are waived. Each year has four terms (Mar. 1-May 31 / Jun. 1-Aug. 31 /Sep. 1-Nov. 30/  Dec. 1-Feb. 28). The duration of the scholarship is for one term to a maximum of four consecutive terms.

After the first term, continued receipt of scholarships will be determined by attendance and grades during the previous term.

· Eligible Students
Outstanding students from American colleges and universities who have studied or are currently studying Mandarin Chinese are eligible for the scholarship. Each university may recommend no more than two students.

Qualifications For Applicants 
Applicants must meet the following requirements: 
(1) Students must be recommended by their Chinese instructor or dean.

(2) Students must have an outstanding academic record and be of good character.

(3) Students cannot be recipients of any other scholarships from other Taiwan government agencies (such as Taiwan Scholarship, Language Scholarship, Regular Scholarship and Sister City Scholarship).
(4) Students cannot currently be attending NTNU as exchange students.

(5) Students cannot currently be studying in Taiwan.

· Scholarship Application

Application Materials:

(1) One Letter of Recommendation from a Chinese instructor（use the MTC recommendation form）

(2) MTC application form
(3) High school or university diploma (photocopy)
(4) Transcripts or equivalent of academic record (original only)
(5) Health Certificate from within the past 6 months (original only)
(6) Financial Statement showing at least US$2,500 within the past 3 months (original only)
(7) HIV Test Results from within the past 6 months (original)


How to apply:

Each American university can recommend a maximum of two outstanding students.

· Scholarship Loss or Forfeiture
(1) Students must maintain an 80% or above monthly grade average.
(2) If students miss more than 10 hours of class per month (excluding serious illness, injury or emergencies), they will not be eligible to receive scholarship for the following term.

· Important Things to Remember
Announcement:
      After the MTC selects the scholarship recipients, the MTC will notify them and their schools approximately 15 working   days after the deadline date. If the application packet lacks any documents, they must be submitted as soon as possible or before the deadline.

Registration:
(1) Scholarship recipients should bring their scholarship admissions letters to registration. Scholarship recipients do not need to pay tuition.
(2) Non-scholarship recipients should bring their general admissions letters and pay their own school expenses if they still wish to attend classes at the MTC.

Continuing Applicants Procedure: 

(1) 7 days before registration and tuition payment for continuing students: Continuing their scholarship is contingent upon their academic record and attendance record. The Scholarship Division of the MTC will notify all students of their eligibility to continue the scholarship. 
(2) Date of registration for continuing students (approximately 15 days before the first day of class): Registration dates for continuing scholarship students are the same as for regular continuing students. Scholarship recipients do not need to pay tuition；those who fail to meet scholarship requirements who choose to continue their studies will be required to pay their own tuition.
