This lecture intends to debunk the popular and romantic, and albeit mistaken myth that Chinese characters represent meaning directly, either as pictures (pictographs) or as graphs indicating ideas (ideographs).  Despite appearance to the contrary, the Chinese writing system is primarily a phonetic one, circuitous and non-transparent it may be. 
The lecture will present various arguments that support this theory.
