Basic facts: The part of speech of if

© If we have the courage, we can change things.

if
© | wonder {whether } we have the courage.
© * Whether we have the courage, we can change things.

@ * We have the courage, we can change things.

Comp ‘ Feature

if
{whether } +Q
if + Cond
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Conditional Inversion

Counterfactuals

© If we had the courage, we could change things.
@ Had we the courage, we could change things.

@ * If had we the courage, we could change things.
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
