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(NOTE:  The items in the GAP are now arranged so that should you wish to forward information to students, we will have a student interest set and an faculty advisors interest set of items. This division is purely arbitrary and may have no basis other than pure fantasy.  Some advisers have asked for this as they send the information to their graduate advisees.)

California State University Programs--Reminders

The 2004 Southern California Forum for Diversity in Graduate Education to be held at the Channel Islands campus on April 3 is designed to provide information to underrepresented students with graduate study opportunities.  We will have a recruitment table and will give prospective students information regarding our programs.  If you have handouts or other recruitment materials, please send them to us, unless you have done so already.  So far over 300 SDSU students have signed up to attend the Forum. The California Pre-Doctoral Program offers graduate students who are interested in doctoral programs the opportunity to explore doctoral study with the guidance of an SDSU faculty mentor.  All details of this scholarship program can be found on www.CalState.edu/predoc.  Applications are made through the Graduate Division and Research, Janet Rodgers (jrodgers@mail.sdsu.edu).  Our deadline for applications for the scholarship is April 9. We will review and recommend recipients to the CSU. This program is designed to serve underrepresented students.

The Forgivable Loan/Doctoral Incentive Program is designed for underrepresented students; it provides financial assistance to doctoral students who are interested in teaching careers in the CSU.  Loans of up to $10,000 per year up to a total of $30,000 within 5 years are available. If the recipient is hired at a CSU campus as a tenure track faculty member for each year of service 20% of the loan is forgiven. This program also requires a faculty mentor who will sponsor the student. Our deadline for applications was March 5, however we will accept applications until March 12. Red ID

Cristina Sanchez, Graduate Evaluator, is offering a demonstration for graduate advisors in regards to using the Private Kiosk (Look up web application) to view student Red ID's.  Red IDs are randomly generated nine-digit numbers that will take the place of the students’ social security numbers for the following transactions: accessing the SDSU Web Portal, registering for classes, meal plans, using library services, using Blackboard, communicating with Human Resources, accessing SIMS/R, and all student services. 

Cristina will schedule two demonstrations. The first will be held on Monday, March 22 at 10 a.m. in LL4450, and the second will be held on Tuesday, March 23 at 2 p.m. in LL4450. If neither of these times is convenient for you, please call Cristina at 44136 to make an appointment.  She will be available during Spring Break March 15 to 19. March 22 is the week the new system goes into effect.

Red IDs will be assigned for new applicants. Admissions will provide students their Red ID in their acknowledgement and admission letters. 

Effective immediately, students, faculty and staff are able to retrieve their personal Red ID on SDSU's web site (www.sdsu.edu/RedID) by providing their SSN, Last Name & First Name.  Furthermore, those with existing Web Portal accounts may retrieve and subsequently use their Red ID when they log in.  The SDSU Card Office will distribute new cards with the Red ID on March 22nd on the north side of the Library.  Students with meal plans will be able to pick up their cards early at the Card Office beginning March 8. This will ensure that they will not experience any disruption in meal service once they return from spring break. 

Unclassified Graduate Student Admission for Fall 2004

New student admissions will be restricted such that students wanting to come into the university as unclassified will be required to take courses through Open University.  We will not admit unclassified graduate students for Fall 2004.  Exceptions to this include new postbaccalaureate teacher credential students and interns (classified and conditionally classified, as well as new postbaccalaureates seeking professional level II Clearance). Also exempted are faculty and staff who are taking work-related courses on a semester-by-semester basis, CSU student visitors, and exchange students.

Students who are presently in the unclassified category will be allowed to enroll in Fall 2004.  They will be sent a letter encouraging them to apply to a degree program, an advanced certificate program, or a credential program at the beginning of the semester.  They will not be allowed to enroll as unclassified in courses beginning in the Spring 2005 semester.  If they wish to take classes in Spring 2005 and have not been accepted in a program, certificate, or credential program, they will need to enroll through Open University.

In the past, when a student graduates with a degree, they have been placed in the unclassified category.  Their enrollment will no longer be extended in this way. When they graduate, they must apply for readmission or take course work through Open University.

If a student is dismissed from a program due to academic or professional reasons, they may finish the semester if they have enrolled.  If this decision is made between semesters, their enrollment will be canceled for the coming semester.

APRIL 1ST


Final day for submission of thesis without risk:  This means your thesis will be reviewed in time for you to make any corrections and obtain final clearance for submitting your thesis to Montezuma Publishing before the MAY 13TH  noon deadline.  Bring the thesis to the Graduate Division (CH 3320) to obtain a Thesis Clearance form prior to submission to the Thesis Review Service.   Thesis must be formatted and the signature page completed.

APRIL 2ND


Thesis will be accepted on an at-risk basis. By submitting your completed thesis for review to Graduate and Research Affairs on or after this date you are not guaranteed that your thesis will be reviewed in time to be turned into Montezuma Publishing by the noon deadline of MAY 13TH.

MAY 13TH –Noon deadline
For depositing thesis cleared by the Thesis Reviewer to Montezuma Publishing assuring Spring graduation.

When submitting approved Doctoral Dissertations to the Graduate Division for SPRING 2004 graduation, the Joint University's deadlines apply.

MAY 18TH –Noon deadline

Final day to submit thesis to Graduate and Research Affairs without having to enroll in Thesis

Graduate Student Demographics

Where do they come from? A total of 1614 (82.5%) of our graduate students come from California schools; 182 (9.4%) are Other U.S.; and 159 (8.1 %) are International.  We graduated 1830 masters students in 2002/03; 715 (39.2%) were male, 1115 (60.9%) were female; 388 (21.2%) were non-white identified; 787 (43.0%) were white; 224 (12.2%) were not stated/other; 431 (23.6%) were international.   We graduated 40 doctoral students in 2002/03; 18 (45.0%) were male, 22 (55.0%) were female; ten (25%) were non-white identified.

Homeland Security A Concentration in Interdisciplinary Studies

The Homeland Security program will be offered through the Interdisciplinary Studies program at the graduate level.  Florencia Davis (42643) is the pre-advisor for students seeking this concentration in Interdisciplinary Studies.  To fast track this program, we will use the Interdisciplinary Studies program as a temporary home until such time as the proposed degree can be developed fully and routed through the process of review to gain status as an on-campus degree program.

Request for Letter of Degree Completion

Upon student request, the Graduate Division will provide a letter verifying completion of degree requirements for students who have completed ALL degree requirements (including an application for graduation) prior to the end of the term in which they will be awarded the degree. After award of the degree, letters will not be written, as proof of the degree may be obtained from ordering transcripts. This request form is available at http://gra.sdsu.edu/Graduate/Studentsvcs/forms.html#letter. You may also write a letter of completion, however, please include a qualifying statement indicating that the degree is formally awarded after the final review and approval of the Graduate Division.

Thesis Committee Forms Processing

Of the 337 students enrolling in 799A this fall, 266 (79%) submitted their Thesis Committee Forms for approval during the three-week add/drop period. Since we no longer want students to add 799A after the add/drop deadline, graduate advisers should be diligent about advancing students to candidacy and requiring students to complete the thesis committee form. the semester prior to intended enrollment in 799A. 

Tuition Waivers
 
The major purpose of tuition waivers is to attract outstanding out-of-state/international students who would not otherwise come to SDSU. The tuition waiver should be an incentive tool we use for this purpose.  We urge you to use the tuition waiver as an incentive to attract outstanding students and are authorizing you to promise the waiver at recruitment to truly outstanding students.
