Registration Holds
The types of holds we set on students for registration include the following:

G-Hold

When a student is admitted provisionally meaning we did not have a transcript verifying completion of the undergraduate degree at admission and we have not received the transcript showing the posting of their undergraduate degree in their first term.
E-Hold

This hold is set when the student applies to graduate with their master’s or doctoral degree.  To continue taking courses, they must reapply for admission to a certificate, credential, or other master’s/doctoral degree or cancel their graduation application.

GD-Hold

This hold applies to students who were admitted conditionally and the deadline for completion of the conditions has passed.  To change this status, the student must have the department submit a Change of Status form classifying them and stating that their conditions have been met. Conditions are imposed by the department.
