Qualification Guidelines

· California resident

· Enrolled full-time in a classified graduate program 

· Maintain a 3.00 GPA 

· Economically disadvantaged 

· Underrepresented in the respective disciplines 

· Must show a minimum of $1000 in financial need as determined by the Office of Financial Aid & Scholarships 

· Completion of a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA)

· A brief essay is also required
