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Tuition Waiver Update

1)  We have heard back from only 5 departments regarding confirmation of their NRTWs and returning only 3 waivers.  The deadline to notify Ann has passed.  We can only assume that all your students are therefore continuing.  We are asking you to keep track of the students so that when we turn to the automatic system, you are not confused and are confident in the appropriateness of your selections.  Otherwise we will have to continue monitoring the waivers ourselves and that has proven to be cumbersome at best.  Please ensure you have checked all your students for appropriate advancement in their programs, for petitions should they be required, that GPAs are in good standing, and that a GA or TA position is secured for each. 

2)  Regarding ATFs and STCs, the student contracts for TA, GA and SA positions, please ensure you are paying attention as these are completed.  We have already had to decline several of these due to obvious concerns such as a) the contract itself printed incompletely, missing sections, b) the student was not attending SDSU, c) GPA was not above 2.85 for a GA or above 3.0 for a TA, d, the student had maxed out his/her number of appointments and no petition was included with the contract.

Thesis will be accepted on an at-risk basis. By submitting your completed thesis for review to Graduate and Research Affairs at risk you are not guaranteed that your thesis will be reviewed in time to be submitted to Montezuma Publishing by the noon deadline on December 19, 2008.
December 19TH – Noon deadline
For depositing thesis cleared by the Thesis Reviewer to Montezuma Publishing assuring Fall 2008 

graduation.  NOTE: If you do not meet this deadline, you will need to reapply for Spring 2009 graduation.
When submitting approved Doctoral Dissertations to the Graduate Division for Fall 2008 graduation, the Joint University's deadlines apply.

December 31st – Noon deadline

Final day to submit thesis to Division of Graduate Affairs without having to enroll in Thesis 799B the following semester. You will still need to reapply for Spring 2009 graduation if you do not meet the December 19th deadline listed above.

The Sally Casanova California Pre-Doctoral Program is designed to increase the diversity of the pool of potential university faculty by supporting the doctoral aspirations of individuals who are:

Current upper division or graduate students in the CSU

Economically and educationally disadvantaged

U.S. citizens or permanent residents

Leaders of tomorrow

The program offers graduate students who are interested in doctoral programs the opportunity to explore doctoral study with a cash award of $2000 to the student and $1000 to the faculty mentor. This money can be used for travel expenses to prospective universities, conferences, taking the GRE, attending seminars, subscriptions to publications etc.   
Students who receive this award also are given the opportunity to participate in one of UC’s summer research internship programs during the summer of 2010.  Funding for the summer research internship covers 8-10 week period generally beginning sometime in June and ending in August.  The award amount is agreed upon between the institution and the Pre-Doctoral Program Office.  Funding generally covers housing, meals, transportation, and program participation costs that are deemed reasonable for the institution.  A separate stipend is also awarded to the scholar, dependent upon available budget

The Chancellors Doctoral Incentive Program is a program designed for underrepresented students; it provides financial assistance to doctoral students who are interested in teaching careers in the CSU.  You may apply for this loan regardless of where you will be obtaining your doctoral degree.  Loans of up to $10,000 per year up to a total of $30,000 within 5 years are available at a very low interest rate. If the recipient is hired at a CSU campus as a tenure track faculty member for each year of service 20% of the loan is forgiven. This program also requires a faculty mentor who will sponsor the student. The deadline for SDSU applications is February 27, 2009. If you are a current SDSU faculty lecturer seeking a doctoral degree you are also able to apply.
The application is now ready to access online! Here is a step by step guide to take you there:

· Log on to the CDIP website: www.calstate.edu/hr/cdip/index.shtml
· Click on “Applicant Information” in the left bar

· Use the shortcuts at the top of the page to navigate through the various parts of the online overview of the program, and see the sample qualification and motivation statements and sample collaborative plans of support, OR just scroll through the pages

· Use the link in the upper right hand corner to download the application as a .pdf file.

You may want to print out several hard copies of the application to review it with students who come to your office inquiring about the program.  Encourage students to fill out the application online, then print it out to sign it.  Notice that both the student AND the faculty advisor will be signing the bottom of the application form.
