2. THIS MATERIAL IS NOT FOR USE IN HUMAN SUBJECTS. 

3. The MATERIAL will be used for teaching or not-for-profit research purposes only. Intellectual property rights of the MATERIAL shall remain wholly owned by the PROVIDER.

a) The RECIPIENT institution may use the MATERIAL for its internal noncommercial research purposes only.  The Material will not be used for any commercial purpose or for the direct benefit of any for-profit institution. Accordingly and without limitation, the RECIPIENT is not permitted under this Material Transfer Agreement to use any Material to test compounds for any commercial purpose or for the direct benefit of any for-profit institution or use the Material for the production of products for any commercial purpose or for the direct benefit of any for-profit institution. 


b) The MATERIAL, and any progeny or derivatives may not be transferred by the RECIPIENT to any third parties.

c) The MATERIAL, and any progeny or derivatives thereof, are owned solely by the PROVIDER. Any new derivatives derived hereunder which constitute distinct, patentable line(s), shall be disclosed by RECIPEINT within thirty (30) days of receipt of newly developed and patentable line(s). RECIPIENT shall retain full rights to use such new line(s) for non-profit, non-commercial research purposes. Any mice or cell lines carrying the deletion, allele, or transgene in the original MATERIAL and derived from the original MATERIAL will be considered a derivative and subject to this Agreement, even if said mice or cell lines have been bred or otherwise modified to have other special properties
4.  The MATERIAL will not be further distributed to others who are not under the RECIPIENT SCIENTIST’s direct supervision without the PROVIDER’s written consent. The RECIPIENT shall refer any request for the MATERIAL to the PROVIDER. To the extent supplies are available, the PROVIDER or the PROVIDER SCIENTIST agree to make the MATERIAL available, under a separate Material Transfer Agreement for the Transfer of Organisms to other scientists for teaching or not-for-profit research purposes only. 

5. The RECIPIENT agrees to acknowledge the source of the MATERIAL in any publications reporting its use. 

6. Any MATERIAL delivered pursuant to this Agreement is understood to be experimental in nature and may have hazardous properties. THE PROVIDER MAKES NO REPRESENTATIONS AND EXTENDS NO WARRANTIES OF ANY KIND, EITHER EXPRESSED OR IMPLIED. THERE ARE NO EXPRESS OR IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, OR THAT THE USE OF THE MATERIAL WILL NOT INFRINGE ANY PATENT, COPYRIGHT, TRADEMARK, OR OTHER PROPRIETARY RIGHTS. Unless prohibited by law, RECIPIENT assumes all liability for claims for damages against it by third parties which may arise from RECIPIENT’s use, storage or disposal of the MATERIAL except that, to the extent permitted by law, the PROVIDER shall be liable to the RECIPIENT when the damage is caused by the gross negligence or willful misconduct of the PROVIDER. 

7. The RECIPIENT agrees to use the MATERIAL in compliance with all applicable statutes and regulations. 

8. The RECIPIENT acknowledges that the MATERIAL is or may be the subject of a patent application. Except as provided in this Agreement, no express or implied licenses or other rights are provided to the RECIPIENT under any patents, patent applications, trade secrets or other proprietary rights of the PROVIDER, including any altered forms of the MATERIAL made by the PROVIDER. In particular, no express or implied licenses or other rights are provided to use the MATERIAL or any related patents of the PROVIDER for COMMERCIAL PURPOSES.

The PROVIDER, RECIPIENT and RECIPIENT SCIENTIST must sign both copies of this letter and return one signed copy to the PROVIDER. The PROVIDER will then send the MATERIAL.
