Letter of Introduction

Purpose: To provide your English teacher with an introduction to: who you are, how you

write, and your experiences as a reader.

Task: Write a letter of introduction. The letter should include 3 paragraphs as follows:

1. General Introduction. Tell me a little bit about you. Here, you may include
your: likes/ dislikes, hobbies, siblings, favorites, pet peeves, and anything else
you think I should know about you.

2. Thoughts about entering 9™ grade. In this section, describe: your first
impressions, your hopes, your concerns, and also your goals.

3. Your background as a reader. Describe yourself as a reader. You may include:
when and how you learned to read, the first book you remember, favorite books
and those you couldn’t stand, and some of your experiences with reading, in
school and out of school. Also describe what type of a reader you are now: what
challenges you face; what you like to read, where you read; any recent favorite

books; any negative reading experiences, etc..

Finish your letter with a concluding statement that brings it to a close.

Format

Your letter should be composed in the format of a personal letter, like this:

Letters
should be neatly written (you may type; this is not required unless your writing is
illegible). Be sure to follow the directions closely. Also remember that your REGISTER
should be formal (in language meant to be read by your teacher, which may be different
from the language you might use to address a friend).
