PROPOSALS DUE JANUARY 23, 2012
As part of SDSU’s ongoing efforts to expand faculty involvement in international research and education projects that benefit students through increased international and study abroad opportunities, the Office of International Programs (OIP) will again offer modest grants. The maximum award will be $2,500 per recipient. A faculty committee will review all proposals. Travel may commence as early as March 1, 2012, and should be concluded prior to the start of the Fall 2013 semester. Another request for proposals will be issued during Fall 2012.
Priority will be given to proposals that address certain areas. They are, in order of priority:
1. Proposals that develop international experiences for students by schools, departments or programs requiring study abroad, or by departments that demonstrate concretely that they are moving toward requiring study abroad.

2. Proposals that develop semester (including summer) study abroad programs and travel study programs through the College of Extended Studies.

3. Proposals that target groups of students going to a particular location or region, especially where SDSU already has an existing program.
4. Proposals submitted by groups of faculty members, especially from different disciplines.*
5. Proposals to develop student exchange proposals that build on existing exchange programs.


In addition to traditional study abroad and exchange programs, OIP strongly encourages those proposals establishing international internships and international research experiences for students.


Proposals that combine elements of the priority areas will be given special consideration.

It should be noted that traveling to a foreign university or institute only to develop a cooperative agreement is not a priority. The emphasis should be on the development of a program that involves SDSU students and that will produce measurable results. A cooperative agreement may or may not be needed to facilitate that effort. 
Faculty members are encouraged to work with the College of Extended Studies in the development of short term summer and travel-study programs. 
 

*Programs involving multiple faculty members must submit a single proposal; additional instructions are provided on the current proposal template.
Proposal Guidelines:
1. A faculty member may be a PI, Co-PI, or recipient of funds for only one proposal submitted for this competition.
2. Programs involving multiple faculty members must submit a single proposal. Individual faculty members may apply for up to $2,500 each. The role, responsibilities, budget and dates of travel for each faculty participant must be clearly defined.
3. All proposals must use the current proposal template, available at the OIP office or on the web site http://oip.sdsu.edu. Proposals may contain additional pages of explanation if needed; the total application should not exceed five pages.
4. Proposals should state clearly how this project will result in increased participation by SDSU students in international activities or enhance international learning environments for students.

· Is this proposal from a program requiring an international experience?

· Why is the site proposed valuable for the university?

· Which SDSU students will benefit?

· What will be SDSU students' activities, including course work, international internships, field research, etc.?

· What will be the role of the faculty leader in promoting and supporting these activities?

· What prior experiences have you had that are likely to contribute to success in this project?

· How will students earn credit for this international experience? 
5. All proposals must contain a detailed budget. See the current proposal template for specific instructions. Only SDSU faculty members can be supported by these funds. Funds cannot be used to support students or international visitors.

6. Proposals should be submitted in a double-sided format to save paper.
7. Funds awarded to a faculty member may only be used for the activities specified in the proposal and during the time limits specified. 

Faculty members are encouraged to review reports filed by previous recipients of travel grants at their chosen destination before submitting a new proposal: http://oip.sdsu.edu/grant/tgr.htm
Proposals that are not in the proper format or are incomplete will be returned for revision. Late proposals will not be accepted. Funding will be awarded on a competitive basis through a peer review process; decisions will be announced in late March.

Comments from the deans are due to OIP by January 30, 2012, and should focus on the following:
· Is the proposal from a program requiring an international experience?

· Are the proposed program's possibilities clearly defined and realistic?
· Is there a high likelihood that students in the department will be interested in studying in the proposed subject area at a foreign university, specifically at the destination being proposed?
· Is the department interested in exploring programs at that destination?
· Is anyone else in the department proposing to travel to that destination?
· Is the proposed budget realistic, under grant guidelines?
· If additional funds are needed, will the department be able to provide funds?
Upon returning to SDSU, faculty will be expected to promote and support programs that develop from their activities abroad, submit a brief report and make a short presentation to relevant faculty and students about opportunities for SDSU students to participate in international experiences. All grant recipients, whether their project involves their own foreign travel or not, will be expected to provide a written report summarizing their project. The reports will be posted on the OIP website.
