The survey was based on a la;l\ sa.,pling of more than 7,000 f""'ilies who , on an 
eXperimental 'basil< , haW! been getting suoh cash help in New Jersey and Penna . Right 
acros" the b~rd, !'lost family headS stressed the point that the cash help acted as an 
incontive to better lives, includinc "'ore re!TIUn6Ntive work. 


The 'i"'flortan.::e of thill survey i9 greatly enhanced by the fact that the experi­
mental plan 19 so olose to the national program proposed by President Nixon . Both 
the g"overn"';E'nt_financed experi"",nt and the presidential program are based on the ex_ 
pectation thBt the receipt of a minimum living floor will do something positive to I!. 
person's .thinkinf/ and actinr . The e:.cpectetion is that the ''>IeHare mental1tY"--1oIhat_ 
ever tolat onay be exaCtly-_will be replaced by a sense of greeter personal worth, and 
thie in turn , will lead to ~reater efforts at personal and economic self-improvement . 


1,e feel that, in "'ost instances, this reasoning is sound . For the most part , 
people do respond positively to:> good and progressive stimuli. ThiS i5 an inborn 
tnit in nIlIn , which has a more than huroan origin, and 10Ihich lies behind Nlnkind's . 
ceaseless strug~le to rouse al'ld r~ise itself . It is \;i58 government policy to balle 
actions on this profound and hopeful fact . Furthermore, a wise use of such ~timuli 
>lill only reinforce the age. old. sound conclUSion that a nan's return must, in the end 
1;e based primarily upon his 1oIork and service to society .
