The San Diego branch of the N.A,A.C . P. has recently 1n8t1-


tuted a new concept in identifying skills - for various industries 


in San Diego, 
• 


Th is concept involves the application of a model matching 


skills of employees on a computerized basis . 


The first attempt wil l address itself to the problem of 


utilization of Black skills in the current labor market. 


Coupled. with skills information from the unemployed Black 


workers, the Skills Bank will be able to determine the extent 


of unemployment and underemployment among Black people in South-


cast San Diego . 


The computerized job and skill match i ng system will readily 


provide da t a to help insure that Black workers are aware of and 


are able to find appropriate johs. 


While this project uses the Black community as the pilot 


basis, it could easily be adapted to obtain the same kind of re-


suIts for other ethnic areas. 


We have subln itt cd our proposal to the County and Ci ty of 


San Diego for fu nd i ng of tile projec t budget fOT one year. 


Once the concept has been implemented, it 1s expected it
