What
do you think the youth of York
should be doing?” he aslted them.

Suggestions Heard
Some ¢l the answ:rs were:

—"“Try to get people on the side-
lines into the group.”

—*Don’t let it stop. We've gone
ot once and demonstrated— it

shouldn’t stop now.” (About 25 of
the youths indicated they had par-
ticipat:d in the demwnstration.)

—"By having more demonstra-
tions more people will think about
what we're demonstrating abcut”

—"Consult other Negro youths
in the community—get them to
respict themselves."

—Make peaple aware there is
a problem. Show them we want
things changad.”

—Make the best of cur educa-
tion—now while we're in school or
take extra courses if we're out.”

Brown told them that in theip
movement for equal righte they
are “trying to males pzople grow—
mt just breaking down barriers.”

An old Pullman porier, a friend
of Ella's, had recommended the railroad
Job for i, He had told her that the war
was snaiching away railroad men so fst
that if 1 could pass for 21, he coukd et
me on. | knew that several Mew Haven
trains ran between Boston and Mew York.
Secrelly, for years, | had wanted 1o visit
Mew York City. Right there since | had
been in Roxbury, 1 had heard so mich
raving about “The Big Apple,” as it was
called, by various kinds ol people who
traveled & lot, by musicians, merchani-
Taurine saitors, chauffeurs for white Tami-
lies, salesmen and different hustiers,

Anyvay, at the railroad-personnel hir-
ing office down on Dover Street, a tired-
acting. grayheaded, old while clerk Bot
down to the crucial pain, “Age™ When
I todd him “Twenty-one,” he never lifted
his exes up from his pencil, And | knew
I had it made,

The dining-car crew 10dd me hefiore we
left Boston that their favorie spot in
Mew York was a place called Small's
Paradise. The cooks took me up to Hars
dem with them, in a cab, Wihite Mew York
passed by like a scenario, then almost
abruptly, when we left Central Park t
the upper end, at 110k Street, the peg-
ple's complexion changed 0 Megroes.
It was about five-thirty in the afternoon,

Busy Sevemth Avenue ran along in
front of Small's Paradise. Mo Megro place
of business had ever impressed me so
much, Around the big, quuriw-_-.-loukini
circulur bar probably were 30 or A0 mien,
or mostly men, and several wormen,
drinking and talking,

From then on, every layover night in
Harlem, | explored new places, | first got
8 room at the Harlem YMCA because
it was less than a block from Small's
Paradise. Then | got a room, cheaper,
af a rooming house where most of the
railroad men staved. | hung in Small's
and the Braddock bar so much that Lhe
bartenders began 1o pour my
favorite brand of i1, when they saw ine,
And the sleady customers in both places,
the husthers in Small's and the musicinns
and entertainers in the Braddock, began
to call me “Red,” the nickname that my
red conk made natueal, | know,

My mnssical friends were of the caliber
of Duke Ellinglon's great drummer,
Sonny Greer, and that great personality
with the violin, Ray Nance, Ray’s the one
who sang that wild “scay™ Slyle, that

afternoon rush-hour erowd, and many
people simply stopped in their tracks 10
walch me pass. The drape and the cut of
a w0t suit showed to the best advanizge
if you were tall, remember—and 1 was
owver six feet. My conk was fire-red. by
knob-toed, orange-colored kickup’™
shoes were the Cadillacs of shoes in those
days. (They made these ridicaboues aivles
for sake only in the ack ghettos where
inorant Megroes like me would pay the
hig-name price.) And  then, bebwesn
gmall's Paradise, the Braddock Hotel,
and other places, a8 much as my 0 or
525 would let me, with my increasing
murmber of friends 1 drank liquor, smoked
marijuana, and got & few hours’ skeep
before the Yamkee Clipper rolked agkin,

Wikat did me in was that when some
passenper wrole the Mew Haven line a
mad letier, the conductors backed it up,
telling how miny werbal complaints
they'd had, and how many warnings I'd
been glven. 1 didn't care, Me quitting
the railrosd was in my mimed only A&
matter of time anyway. And 1 kvew that
the way the Army Was snniching up any-
oaly who wis Wirm and phie to walk, all
the jobs | could want were going begging.
Rack in New York, stony hroke, 1 wenl
over to Small's Faradise. One of the bar-
renders called me aside and said that if
| went downstairs right sway to the office,
1 might be able to replace 8 day waiter
who was about to go indo the Ammy.

Ed Small and his brother, Charlie, had
seen me in the place 50 much that it made
it pretty casy. They also knew 1 was a
railroad maon, which, for a waiter, wad
the best kind of recommendation. It
was in 1941, just past my 1 Tth birthday,

With Smail's practically in the cenfer
of everything happening, waiting tables
there was Seventh Heaven seven times
over! Charlie Small had tokd me not 0
be fate | Why, what wis he talking aboutT
1 was so anxious o be there, 1'd arrive
an hour eorly! Inside of a week 1 don't
know who liked me most, ihe cooks of
the barienders. And the customers, who
had seen me among them around the
bbar, recognizing me now in the waiter's
jacket, were surprised, pleased. and they
couldn’t hayve been more friendly, Reoog-
nizing that by MNew york terms 1 still was
just a hick, they began to gchool me.
Every day 1 fistened mapily to ong or
gevern]l of the CUstDMETS who felt like
walking—these seasoned, mature hus-
tlers—andd it all added tonmy “egducation.”
Particularly, my cars absorbed  like
sponges when somme of them in & rare
hurst of confidence, or & litthe beyond his
usual mumber of drinks, would tell me
winshde” things about the particular form
of hustling that he pursuesd,

Plain-clothes delectives were quietly
jdenified to me, by 4 il B wink, K-
ing the law people in the arca was cie-
mientary for the hustlers, and, like them,
i time, 1 would learn (o sense almost Lhe
presence of any police and agenl types
And added to the civilian ones then in

1542, each of the military SETVICES tad
civilian-dressed “eyes”™ and “enrs,”
Every day, ail of my tips—as high a3
§10 a day—] would gamble on the num-
bers, and dream of what 1 would do and
buy a3 soon as 1 Phit.” Ihe stragght num-
ber chances of hitting were B thousand-
to-one, but your chances could be in-
creased by what was calked **combinat-
ing.”" For example, six cents would put
one penny on each of the sin possible
combinations of three digits. Take the
mumber 840, say. L ombinated,” it would
cover B40, 304, 048, 40R, 480 and OB4.

The daity small army of “runmners”
each got 10 percent of the money they
turied in, along with the bet alipa, 1o their
meonirodlers.” (And il you hit, you gave
{he runner & 10 percent Lip.) A controfler
might have ns many A% 50 runners works
ing Tor him, amd the controller got 3 per-
cent of what be wirmed over 1o the
hankers,” wheo paid off the hits, paid off
the police, and, off the balance, got rich.

I should stress that Small's wasn'l any
haven for criminate. 1 dwell upon hustlers
hecase it was their world {hat Fascinaied
me. Actually, for the night-life crowd,
most of which the hustbers regarded as
“gquare,” Small's was one of the two
or three most decorous night spots that
Harlem had. 1t was formally recom-
mended by the New york City Polics
Department to white people who wold
ask where was safe to go in Harlem.

From time to tine I'd have Sophia
corme over from Boston o see me, She
woubd comie in on A jate-afternoon train,
and eome 10 Small’s and 1'd introduce
her around until 1 pot off. We woukd
rake it to the Braddock Haotel bar, where
sle would nearly have a fit with meeting
some of the “ngmse™ musicians who now
would greet me like an old friend. “Hey,
Red—who have we got here ™ And they
would make on over hec. They wouldn't
let me even think about paying for the
drinks 1 ordered.

Omee, when | called Sophia i Boston,
shie sounded funny, She said she couldn't
get away antil the following weekend
She told me that she had just married
come well-to-dn Boston white fellow, He
wat in the scrvice. She wenl on o sy
ahe didn’t mean for it to change a thing
petween us. | tokd her it made me no
difference.

When 1 had been around Harlkem long
enough 1o show signs of permanenes, it
was incvitable that 1 was going o get a
nickname that would identify me beyond
aty confusion with twa other red conked
and well-known “ Reds” who were around
1 hasl ivet themn both, Qne was »51. Louis
Red,” a professional armed robbee, When
| was senf to prison, he was doing some
e For trying Lo stick up & dining-car
stewnrd om a train between Mew Yorkand
Philadelphin. The other one was "' Chicrgo
Red.” 1o a speakeasy where 1 was a
waiter lnter om, e was he Tunniest dish-
washer on this parth, and we became
good buddies. Now he's making his living
being funny s & nationally known siage
and nightelub comedian. {1 don't see any
reason why old “Chicago Red” would
rmind me telling that be i wRedd Foxx,™)
Anyway, hefore long, it happencd, Dif-
Ferent peopke, knowing | was from Michi-
gan, would ask me what city. Since most
Mew Yorkers neves had heard of hick-
pan Lansing, 1 woukld =y “Detroit.”
Gradually, 1 began being called * Detroit
Red™—and it spread, and stuck.

Malcolm X

One afiernoon in early 1943, before
the regular six-o'clock Small’s hustling
crowd had gathered, this real Georgia-
looking black soldier sat drinking at one
of my tables by himself. He booked dumb
and pitiful, and it was because of that
why 1 did one of the dumbest things 1
ever did in those vears, The next drink
that 1 served this seddier, 1| bent over chose
wiping the table, and asked him if he
wanted a woman.

I kmew better. It wasn't only Small's
Paradise law, it was every tavern's law,
at beast il it wanted to stay in business,
not b0 get involved with anything that
could be interpreted as impairing the
morals of servicemen, or any kind of
hustling off them. Big trouble had been
caused by this for dozens of places, some
even well-known places had been put
off limits by the military, and some even
had lost their state or city licenses,

And 1 had suckered mysell right into
the hands of one of thoss military “spies.”
Why, this black tool of the white man
said he sure would like a woman, so
gratefully; he even had a dumb Georgia
accent ! And I gave him the phone num-
ber of ane of my best frieads among the
prostifutes at the rooming house where
I lived. 1 gave the fellow a half bour 10
have gotten there, and then | telephoned
I expected what the woman said to me,
that no one like that had been there,

I didn't even go back out o the bar,
1 just went straight to Charlie Small's

-
office, 1 just did something, Charlie,”
I maid, “1 don’t know why I did it —*

And 1 told him what 1'd done.

Charlie looked at me. 1 wish you
hadn't done that, Red," We both knew
what e meant.

When the West Indian plain-clothes
detective, Charlie Barts, came in, | was
waiting. When we gol to the 115th Street
precinet, it was busy with police in und-
Tform., I reflected that two things were in
miy favor: I'd never given the police any
trouble, and wien that black spy soldier
had tried to tip me, | had waved it away
and teld him | was just doing him a
favor. 1 saw some other detectives side-
maouthing with Charlie Barts, and | think
that when these factors were discussed,
they sort of agreed that Charlie Barts
should just scare me.

Even more bitter to take than the just
getting fired, they barred me out of
Small’s. | could understand. Even if |
wasn't actunlly what was called “hot,”
I automatically was going to be under
surveillance now; the brothers had to
profect their business. | wasn't a qualilied
hustler as vet, but | surely had become
schooded in their code, | was broke and
o My own again, 18 years old.

_Sa.rrutu.. “Pretty Boy,” one of the
pimps, proved to be my friend in need,
He put word on the “wire"” for me to
come over bo his place. | went; | never
had been there, His place seemed to me
a small palace; his women really kept him
in style. While we talked, about what

kind of n hustle should | best pet imo,
Sammy had the best marijuana 1°d ever
uwsed. Peddling reefers, Sammy and |
pretly soon agreed, was the best thing.
Both Sammy and | knew some merchant
seamen, and others, who could supply me
with loose marijuana, Amd musicians,
among whom | had so many good con-
Lacts, were the heaviest consistent cate-
gory market for reefers—and then they
also were for the heavier narcoticssif 1
lnter wanted to graduate to peddling
them. | had the advantage that | had
been around long enough 1o either knaow,
or spol on sighi, most regalar detectives
and cops, though not the narcotics people.
Sammy staked me, about §20,

1 sodd recfers like a wild man. Every
day | cleared al least thirty or forty
dollars. 1 felt, for the first time in my life,
that great feeling of free ! Suddenly, now,
I was the peer of other smosth young
husthers around.

The narcotics-squad detectives didn't
take long to pick up that 1 was selling,
and different ones of them would il me
onee in a while. One moming, though,
I camie in and found my room ransacked,
It was then that | began carrying a little
23 automatic. | carried it stuck right
down the center of my back, pressed
under my bell. Someone had tobd me
that the cops never hit there when they
Eave you any rootine patting-gown, 1
sold less than | had before  because,
malnly, being cnreful consurmed so much
time, It was on the wire, finally, that the
narcotics squad of Harlem had me on its

“special lis.” Mow was when, every other
day or so, and usually in some public
place, some of them would come up, and
fash the badge lo scarch me, But | would
tell them right off, loud enough for others
to hear me, people standing about, that |
didn't have anything on me, and 1 didn't
wanl o get anything “planted” on me,
and then they wouldn't, because Harlem
alfready thought litte enough of the law,
and they did have to be canelul that some
crowd of Megroes, flguring they had
witnessed a “frame,” could set off even
a ruce riot.

A Boston draft board, after | didn't
respond af Ela's, had contacted her, and
then had contacted their New York
counterpart, and, n care of Samowy, |
reccived Uncle Sam's **Greetings."” | had
about 10 days o go before | was to show
up ot the induction center. And 1 went
right to work, bknew | wasn'l even abons
to get hooked into any Armiy]

The Army “intelligence” soldiers, those
black spies in civilian clothes that hung
arcund in dilferent places with iheir ears
open for the white man downtown, oh,
yes, | knew right where o start dropping
the ward! | started dropping it around
that 1 was frantic 1o join—the Japamess
Army. When 1 sensed, knew, that 1 hkad
the direct ears of some of the “spies™
I would talk, and oct, high and crazy
I'd snatch out, and read lowdly, my
Grestings—to make certain they got who
1 was, and when I'd report downtown.

And the day 1| went down there—well,
I costumed like a model. With my wild
oot suit and the yellow knob-toe shoes,
and | frizeled my hair up Into a crozy
rediish bush of conk,

Let me tell you—when | went in skip-
ping and tipping, and thrust my tattered

Grestings at the receplion desk’s white
soldier—""Crazy-0), Daddy-0), pol me
moving, | cant wait to get in that
brown" —why I will bet you that sobdier
hasn't recovered from me per, They had
their wire from uptosm on me, all right—
I coubd tell from his expression when his
glance at my Greetings confirmed the
name o him,

“Kill up crackers™

But they still put me in the line. And
I had meanwhile siced up the siteation
In that big starting room were maybe S0
or 50 other planned inductees. The room
hndl faflen vacuum-guiet, with me runiving
my mouth a mile a minute, talking noth-
ing but slang. | was going to fight on all
Fromts; 1 was going 1o be a general, man,
before 1 got done, and such talk as that,

Most of them in there were white, of
course. The ender-looking ones appeared
ready 1o run from me. Some others had
on that vinegary “here's the worst kind
of nigger™ look. And a few were amused
at ibe “Harlem jigaboo™ archiype.

Also amused were some of the rooni’s
maybe 10 or 12 Megroes. But the stony-
faced rest of them looked as though if
they were about to sign up 1o go off kill-
ing somebody, they would have liked to
start killing me right there.

¥ u see, why 1 made these Megroes
really s mad was they were these inte-
gration-type Megroes, And what | was
doing was confirming white people’s
image of Megroes right there among some
of the white people that they were so
anxious o gel integrated with, And they
knew those crackers probably would go
to their graves fighting integration, afler
the show 1 was putting on,

The line moved along. Preity soon,
siripped to my shorts, 1 was making my
enger-to-join comments in the medical
examination rooms—and everybody in
the white coats that | saw had 4-F in his
eves. | wenl all the way, though, which
was bonger than | had expected, before
they siphoned me ol One of the white
coats acrompanied me around a turning
hallway: | knew we were on the way to a
“headshrinker.”

1 mwst say this for that psychiairisd.
He tried to be objective and professional m
his manner. He sat there and doodled with
his blue pencil on a tablet, listening to me
spied to him probably three or four minutes
before he got a word in. His tack was
qubet questions, to get at why was [ so
anxiows. 1 kept jerking aroumd, backward,
ns though somebody could be listening. 1
knew | was golng to send him back 1o the
books to figure what kind of a case [ was.

Suddenly, 1 sprang up and peeped
under both doors, the one 1°d entered
amd another that probably was a choset,
And then 1 bent and whisperod fast In his
ear. “"Daddy-0, now you and me, we're
from up north here, so don’t you tell no-
body . . . 1 want to get sent down Souath.
Organize them nigger soldiers, you dig?
Sienl us some guns, and kill up crackers!™

A 4-F card came in the mail, and 1
never heard from the Army anymore.

Because of my reputation around it
was easy for me to get into the numbers
racket—about the only bhustle left in
Harkem that hadn't fallen off in business,
My job now was to ride a bus across the
CGieorge Washington Bridge, where a fel-
low who was always waiting would hand
me a bag of numbers-betting slips. We
didn't speak. I'd cross the sireet and

catch the next bus back to Hardem, §
never knew who that fellow was. 1 never
knew who picked up the betting money
for the slips that 1 picked wp. In the
rackeis you don't ask questions. My boss,
his wife and their danghiter would be wait-
ing in o room when | would arrive, jusi
shorily before the day's first number wos
announced from downlown.

Our numbers-world ethics code was
that 1 should play with o runner of my
own outfit. That was how T began placing
bels with “West Indinn Archie.™ This
was one of Harlem's really bad MNegroes,
one of thoss former Dutch Schultz siromg-
arm men who were around. It was status
and class just to be known as a client of
Wiest Indinn Archie.

One afternoon West Indian Archie paid
mie $300 out of his pocket for a S-cent-
combination bet. | was planning to go oat
on & date. Later, when [ got 1o the apart-
ment of my friend Sammy, he told me
that West Indian Archie had been there,
looking for me. 1 couldn®t fAgure out why,
Anyway, Samimy and 1 sniffed some co-
caine io kill the time before 1 would go
out and pick up my date. Then there was
the knocking at the door. Samny, lying
on his bed in pajamas and a bathrobe,
enlled *“WhoT"

When West Indian Archie answered,
Sammy alidd under the bed that round,
iwo-gided shaving mirror with what litile
of the cocaine powder—aor crystals, actu-
ally—wns kelt, and | opened the door,

“Red=—1 want my momsey ™

“Man=—alial's the beslT"

West Indian Archie said he'd thought
1 was trying something when 1°d todd him
I'd hit a S0-cent-combination mumber,
But he'd gone on and paid me the $300
until he could double-check his actual

S1°1 give you until twelve o'clock to-
morrow to get that money back.” And
that mad, mean West Indian put his hand
hehind him and pulled open the door.
He backed out, niwd slammed it It was a
classic husther-code impaise, The 5300
wasn't the problem, T had maybe abowst
5200 of it. But once the wire had it, any
retreal by either of us was unthinkable,
The wire would be awaiting the report of
the big showdown, [ could see people
who knew me finding business elsewhere,
1 knew nobody wanted to be maybe
caught in a crossfire,

1 just stayed high for a few days, but
I was scared,

Some raw kid hustler in a bar, 1 had to
It in his mouth. He came back, pulling
a blade; | would have shot him, but some-
baoly grabbed him, As [ was known, and
they feared me, they pui him out, cursing
that he was poing to kill me.

Things were buikding up, closing in on
me. | wms trapped in cross lurns. West
Indian Archie gunning for me. The scared
kid hustler 1'd hit. The cops.

When 1 heard the car's horn, 1 was

five minues it would be surrounded.
Speaking publicly, sometimes I'd guess
which faces in the audience were FBI
ar other types of agemts. Both ithe
pudice and the FBI intently and persis-
tently visited and guestioned us. Mr.
Muhammad said, *1 do not fear them,
I have all that I need, the truth,”

And so, by 1961, our Mation of lslam
fourished. Mr. Muhammad evidenced
the depth of his trust in me In certain
areas he told me to make decisions myseif,
PBrother Mabeokm, 1 want you to become
vizll known,” Mr, Mubhammad said to
me), “But, Brother Malcolm, there is
somithing that you need to know, You
will grow to be hated when you be-
cmme well known, Because usually peo-
ple will get jealous of public figures.”
Nearly every day some pitack on *“te
Black Muslims" appeared in newspapers.
Increasingly, a focal target was something
I had said, or “Malcolm X" as an indi-
vidual “demagogue.”

Because as the Mation of Islam’s min-
ister in Mew York City in 1963, 1 was
trying to cope with the newspaper and
tedevision reporiers determined 1o defieat
Mr, Muhammad's leachings

The New York Times reported me to be,
mccording 1o a poll which the Timer had
made on college and university campuses,
“the-second-most-sought-after” speaker
al colleges and universities. The speaker
ahead of me, “most-sought-after,” was
Sen. Barry Goldwater.

The Honorable Elijah Mubammad,
each time 1 would go (o see him in
Chicago, or Phoenix, would warmr me
with his expressions of his approval and
confidence in me. He left me in charge of
the Mation of Islam’s affairs when he
made a pilgrimage to the Holy Chy,
Mecca, | would have hurded myself
between Mr, Muhammad and an assassin.

Mow as far back as 1961, | had heard
chance negative remarks concerning me,
or veiled negative implications, or 1 no-
ticed other early evidences of the envy
amd jealousy which Mr. Muhammad had

hammad's wings had let me pain—plus
the freedom that he had granted me to
take fiberties and do things on my own—
and stifl have remained as faithful and as
seifless a servant as | was. Yet | was very
hypessensitive to internal critics.

Also, | could not help but hear some of
the hints and rumors and vicious gossip
that was going around, about the moaral
behavior of our leader. Just to hear these
stories, why, it made me spooky with
fesr! But the stories got worse and even
people owinide the Mation began to hear
them, | will only note, to be as brief as
possible on this and 1o indicate my own
reactions, ithat Mr, Muhammad is the
defendant in bwo paternity swits in Los
Angeles. [ don't know how those suits,
from two girks who once were his secre-
taries, are going to come out, but [ do
know that at the time I first heard theis
wicked speculations about his moral life,
1 could not ignore them

By late 1962, 2 number of Muslims
were leaving Mosque Mo, 2 in Chicago,
I learned that reliably—and the ugly
rumor was spreading swiftly there among
non-Muslims, as well. S0 some months
later | sat down and 1 wrote to Mr,
Muhammad what poison was being
spread about him. He had me to fly to

We embraced, as always: and almost
immedintely he took me outside, where
we began 1o walk by his swimming pool.
“Well, son,” he said, “what is on your
mind T Plainly, frankly, pulling no
punches, 1 told Mr. Mubammad what
was being said. And without waiting for
any response from him, mentioned Bible
passages about the sins of David, Moses,
and Moah and discussed with him about
how good deeds outweighed bad, and
about the fulfillment of prophecy,

“5on, I'm not surprised,” Elijah Mu-
hammad said, “You always have had
such 4 good understanding of proplecy,
and of spiritual things. You recognize
that's what all of this s—prophecy. You
have the kind of understanding that only
an ofd man has

“I'm David,” he said, "“"When you read
about ow Duvid took another man's
wife, I'm that David. You read about
MNoah, who got drunk, that’s me. You
read about Lot, who went and laid up

with his own daughiers. 1 have to fulfill
all of those things.”

I thought that when an epidemic i
about 10 hit somewhere, vou Inoculate
thai community’s people against ex-
posure, 0 that they are prepared to re-
sist the virus, | decided 1o el six other
sehected East Coust Muslim officials, |
never dreamed that the Chicage Muslim
officials were going to make it appear
that 1 was throwing gasoline on the fire
instead of water.

1 expected headlines momenturily. But
1 dihn"t expect the kind which came.

No one needs to be reminded that on
MNovember 12, 1963, President John F,
Kennedy was assassinated in Dallas, Tex.
Within hours after the assassination
every Muslim minisier received a direc-
tive from Mr, Mubhammad—to make no
remarks at all concerning the assassina-
tion. I had & previously schedubed speak-
ing engagement in New York at the Man-
hattan Center. It wasn't canceled, and
the gquestion-and-answer pericsd, some-
one asked me right off the bat, *What do
you think sbhou! President Kennedy's
assassination 7™

And I said without a second thought
what | honestly felt—that, as I saw it,
it was a case of “the chickens coming
home to roost.” 1 said that the hate in
white men had not stopped with the kill-
mg of defenseless black people, but that,
allowed to spread unchecked, it had
struck this country’s Chiel of State,
Bracx Muscms, Mavooiwm X1 Crickens
Coste Homn 7o Roosy, That was promptly
in headlines and on news broadcasts.
The next day, I went to Chicago, on my
monthly visit to Mr. Muhammad, *That
was A very bad statement,” he said. “The
country loved this man., The whole coun-
try B in moeming. That was very ill-
timed. A statement like that can make it
hard on Muslims in general. I'll have to
silence you for the next ninety days—so
that the Muslims everywhere can be dis-
associated from the blunder,™

I'was numb, But [ told Mr, Muhammad,
“Sir, I agree with you, and I submit,
one-hundred-percent.”

When [ got back to New York, pre
pared to tell my Mosque Mo, 7 assistants
that I had been suspended, or, in my case,
“silenced,” 1 learned that already they
had been informed. MNext, an announce-
ment was made that [ would be reinstated
within 90 days, il he submits,”

This made me suspicious for the first
time, | had completely submitted. But
Muslims were deliberately being given
the implication that | had rebelled. Thiree
days later the first word came to me that
members of Mosque Mo, 7 were being
told, "Il you knew what the Mindster did,
you'd go out and kill him yoursell,™ As
a one-lime hustler, 1 sensed that once
again [ had to keave town fasi.

I remembered Casgivs Clay, We met
first in 1962 at a Detroit rally for Elijah
Muhammad. Today he does not share my
feelings about Mr, Mubammad. But |
must always be grateful o him that just
at this time, when bhe was training in
Miami to fighi Sonny Liston, he invited
me, Betty and the children to come there,
as his guests, as a sixth-wedding anni-
versary present to Belly and me. Miami
was Betty's firsl vacation since we had
married. And our girls loved the heavy-
weight contender who romped and played
with them. I was in a state of emotional
shock, 1 made an error, 1 know now, in
not speaking out the full truth when
was first “suspended. ™

What was | going to do? Afier the
fight I returned 1o Mew York City, where

I had a large, direct personal following,
Ench day, more of the militant, “action”
brothers who had been with me in
Mosque MNo. 7 anncunced their auto-
matically irrevocable bieak from the
Mation of lslam to come with me,

The Hotel Theresa is at the comer of
125th Street and Tth Avenue, which
might be called one of the fuse boxes of
Harlem, | called a press conference and
made the announcement: 1 am going
to organize and lend o new mosgue in
Mew York City known as the Muslim
Maosque, Incorpornted, with temporry
headquarters in the Hotel Theresa, Tt will
be the working base for an action program
designed to eliminate the political op-
pression, the economic exploitation, and
the social degradation suffered daily by
twenly-two million Afro-Americans,™

There was one major thing more that
I needed to do. 1 ok a plane, to my
sster Ella, in Boston. “Ella,™ 1 said, “1
want to make the pilgrimage to Mecca.™
Ella said, “How much do you need ™

I couldn't get over what she did then,
I ebtained & visa to the Holy City and
I beft Mew York quictly.

As 3 Muslim from America, | was the
center of attention in Mecca, They asked
mie what nbout the Hajj had impressed me
the most, 1 salbd, “The brovherhood: The
people of all races, colors, from all over
the world coming together as omef 1 has
proved to me the power of the Cne God,™

I never would have bebieved possible—
it shocked me when 1 comsidered it—ihe
impact of the Mislim Wordd's influence
on my previous thinking. Many blacks
would cynically accuse me of “selling
out” the fight, to become an “integra-
tionist.” MNearly all whites would scoff and
Jeer. But 1 knew that there were a few who
would understand, who would sceept,
that in the land of Mubammsad apd Abra-
ham, I had been blessed with a new in-
sight into the religion of lslam

Before 1 left the Holy City 1| had an
audience with Prince Faisal, who encour-
aged me o bring the truth of Istam 1o
American Megroes, [ visited Migeria and
Ghana, where | talked with cabinst offi-
cers, intellectuals, ambassadors from the
rest of Afreea, and many others, Every-
where the reception for the militant
American Muslim MNegro was tremen-
dous. In Dukar the Senegalese at the air-
port stood in line to shake my hand and
ask for aulographs,

From Dakar, | flew to Algiers. It was
Tuesday, May 19, 1964—my birthday, It
was 30 vears since the scene of this book’s
beginning, with my mother pregnant with
me atanding on the porch in Mebraska, as
the Ku Khux Klan threatensd ber.

My next plane, a Pan American jet—it
wad Flight |15—anded in Mew York on
May 21 at 4:25 in the afternoon. As we
left the plane and filed toward Customs, |
saw the crowd—probably 50 or 60 report-
ers and photographers. Before any press
guerics could be made, [ told of the altern-
tion of my aititudes about white men who
prracticed rrue brotherhood, such as 1 had
seen during my recent pllgrimage expe-
rience among Muslims in the Holy Lamnd,

Over & hundred speaking invitations
were waiting for me, either at home, or at
the Muslim Mosque, Inc. In my busy
weeks abroad 1 had had some chance to
think about the basic types of white man
in America, and how they affected Negro
issues, o especially politics in this elec-
tion year, | had thought out what 1 was
going to say when | began appearing at
some of these speaking engagements,

They call me sometimes *“the angriest
Megro in America,” Well, the Bible says

there & a timwe For anger. I feel thot i
Megroes atinck white people, then those
white people should defend themselves,
with arms, il necessary, if the forces of
law are inadequate, And 1 feel that
Megroes, if white people attack themn,
should do exactly the same thing.

Johnson and Goldwater [ feel that as
lar as the American black man is con-
cemned, are both just about the same. It's
just a question of Jolnwon, the fox, or
Croldwater, the woll, “Conservatism” is
only meaning “Let’s keep the niggers in
their place,” and “Liberalism™ is meaning
“Let's keep the bnee-grows in their place,
but tell them we'll treat them a little bet-
ter. Let’s fool them more, with more
promises,” Since these are the choices, the
blnck man in America, [ think, only needs
o pick which one he chooses (o be eaten
by, bocawse they both will eat him

Goldwater, | respect, as o man, because
hespeaks out his corvictions, Troe convic-
tions spoken out are rarely heard today in
high-level politics, 1 think he's too intelli-
gent to have risked his unpopular stand
without conviction. He jsn't another lib-
eral just trying o phease both racists and
integrationists, smiling at one, and whis-
pering to e other. Goldwater Aatly tells
the black man he's not for the black man.
His polictes make the black-white Bswe
more clear-cut for the black man. So he
makes the black man recognize what e
has to do. The black man, If Gobdwater
wikiid win, would realize that he had 1o
fight harder : the Black iman would be more
positive in his demands, mone RERTEssive
in his protests, The Bsue would be more
quickly enjoined. While the black man
under the liberal “fox™ could keep on sit-
ting aroumd, begping and passive-resisting
for another 100 years, waiting for *“time”™
and for “good-will™ 1o solve his problem,

The black man m America, when he
awakens, when he becomes intelfectually
mature, when he becomes able to fhink
for himself, then be will be able to make
mone independent choives,

I weouldn't put myselfl in the position of
voting for either one, or of recommending
to any black man to do so, U'm just taik-
Ing about if America’s white voters dw in-
slall Gokdwater, the black people will at
least know what they are dealing with.
They woubld at least know they were
fighting an honesily growling wolf, rather
than a fox who could have them in his
stomach and hall-digesied before they
even know what 5 happening.

They have called Gobdwater n racist
and me a racist, Once | wasa racist—yes.
But now [ have turmed my direction away
from anything that's racist. 5o, some of
the followers of Elijah Muhammad would
atill consider it a first-rank honor to kill
me. Also 1 know that any day, any night,
I could die at the hands of some white
devil racists. Al the same time, however,
I can't think of any suhject involving
human beings today that you can divorce
from Lhe race issue, T will even go oo faras
to say that | dream that one day history
will look upon me as having been one of
the voices that perhaps helped to save
America from a grave, even posaibly faial
catastrophe. 1T the resder can understand
me, il then he can multiply me by the tens
of thousands, e will put down this life
story with at least n better picture than
he had of America’s black ghetioes,

More and worse riots will erupt. The
hlack man has seen the white man's un-
derbelly of guilty fear. But, il through
telling thes story of my life, 1 have brought
any light, if I have spread any truth then
all of the credit is doe to Allah, Only the
mistakes have boen mine.  THE END

Editorial

Toward "The Great Society"

Mow ihat enough time has passed for us to look back
on the election with some semse of perspective, il be-
comes increasingly clear thal & new era lies belore us—
il Americans have the intelligence, will, and dedication
10 deal with the challenges confronting them, The huge
mandale given o President Johnson marks the end of
one phase of o peaceful revolution that transformed
America and ihe beginning of o second phase that
may mean o still greater tramdormation—into what
the President has vaguely called *The Great Society.”

The first phase was largely wrought by Frankfin [,
Roosevell. 11 was the product of somewhat patchwork,
hit=er-miss, improvised programs, some of them mis-
guided, some of them failures. Its labor pains included
something approaching a class war, in which many
business leaders and much of the press were bitterly
ranged ngainst Roosevelt, who in tum could ory:
“They hate me, and | webcome their hatred.” His allies
were chielly the Dedgling unions, the hand-pressed
formers, and the unemployed “forgotien men.™ Mo
reasonable man would want to Hve through such a
hate-filled era again. But what it accomplished, in it
carious, groping way, was a sociefy that was neither
socialistic nor purely capitalistic, but one in which
both govermment amnd private enterprise managed to
find their most uselul roles. What is more, it worked.
The couniry entered upon the greatest business pros-
perity the workd had ever soen ; General Motor® annial
profit is pow about one third the size of Herben
Hoover's lnst federa] budger. Workers have enpoyed a
similar rise in their standards: Widespread ownership
of homes and cars is taken for granted, a8 B collcpe
education for the milliens, The social-welfare measures
that have developed, such as old-age pensions, un-
employment insurince and bank-deposit insurance,
have provided stabilizers against a recurrence  of
caastrophic depressions,

What Lyndon Johnsen's election marks is the final
accepinncs and approval of this empirical, piecemenl
revalution, mol only by the majority of the people but
by the powerful forces that once opposed it so bitterty.
The Henry Ford who waged a personal war agnins
Franklin Rocsevelt and the Mew Deal has been soe-
ceeded by the Henry Ford who supporied Lyndon
Johnson and The Great Socsety. The bigpedt businesses,
the most imporiant financiers, by and large, supported
Johnson for perfecly good pragmatic reasons: 11 was
good business, 8o did the presa. So did many genuine
conservatives. And the election showed that there is a
consensus 5o broad as 1o widen the center until only the
most extreme lefi and right cannaed conscientionsly joinit,

In rejecting Barry Goldwater's drastic proposals for
change, the American people endorsed both Johnson
aml the form thar American society bas developed
during the past generatbon, But the mandate given 1o
Johngon s not & mandate for him 1o st complacently
in the White House and congratulate himsell. It s a
mandate 1o keep the country moving Forward with
purpose and good judgment,

The problems facing us are siaggering—ihe war in
Vietnam goes from bad to worse; the Chinese Commu-

' 0 of nuclkear power is a deadly threat ; the
atlantic allis i badly split; the underdeveloped na-
tions drift along in poverty and disorder. Yet our
capacity to deal with these problems depends in large

part on whai we make of ourselves, what kind of
nation we offer s an example o the world.

In purely maverial terms, it i chear that the Amercan
ecanamy can provide all the surplus needed 1o pay for
whatever improvemenits in public healith, edwcation or
transponiation ibhe public welfire demands. And there
in clearly enough support for these broad goals for
them to be schieved in n careful, well-thoughi-owl
manner, without the need for ill-planned “crash™ legis-
lation, President Johmson would do well to create task
forces iruly representaiive of the American consensus
o determine the specific needs off owr society and the
best approaches to Tulfilling them. Let The Great
Saociely be clearly defined and wisely plnnned,

Far more than immediate legislation, what America
needs al the moment is & regeneration of it spirsi, &
redliscovery of national purpose. The campaign, with
its Irequent scousations of cormuption, incompelence
and irresponsibility, has left that spirit braised, thai
purpose unsure. “The absence of inspiring leadership is
devastatingly apparent in this country,™ said a letter
in the 'Mew York Merald Trifvme om post-election
day, “There is not one religions or political |ender
present (o caplure the imagination of American youth
and unite them in an extra-personal goal.” In the
smme vein another reader looked back over the VEar
sitice  John Kennedy’s death and chserved: *'What
President Kennedy realized was how doeply ingrained
in the American spirit 8 the myth of those pioneering
days when people were capable of disentangling them.
selves from thetr past and of Hving their lives in accond-
ance with the dictates of their hearts and conschenoes.
Whal is s0 cssentinlly missing from preseni-day society
Is the pense of novelty and adventure that characterized
the early days of the Republic. . . . Hence, the realiza-
tion of the necessity of space travel, the proclamaiion
ol m new birth of freedom for the Negro, the Peoce
Corps—however meritorious. ench was in its own
right—assumed n desper meaning agningt the larger
symholic design through which the spiritual yearnings
of the American people could be fulfilled.”

I i in this area—the intangible area of morak, of
exprit, of purpose, of ethics—thar the President canm
use his enormons mandate to help America rediscover
anid rededicate flscll, He must first reestablish the
public’s confidence in Washington's own standarnds of
homnesty and morality. Conflicts of interest in both
houses of Congress need public exposure and correc-
tion. The beginning that has been made i correcting
an inequitable tax system, which is a1 the heart of so
musch deterioration of personal moral standards, should
be followed by fuller and deeper tax reflorm. A system
which places a premium on half-truths and on clever
evazions should give way to one which tnxes all citizens
on the same basic principles, and keeps the maximuam
rates low enough 1o encournge initistive as well as hon-
esty. In this same moral area, the first Southerner 1o be
President in a century must continee (o speak out over
the heads of bigots to reach the receptive and nguiring
minds of the younger generation and teach the necessity
of equal rights for all Americanz.

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Risks Taken in Ousting Powell

. The House of Representatives may
come to regret its decision to expel Adam
Clayton Powell,

. Heaven knows, he doesn't belong
there helping write laws others must
obey while he flagrantly violates those
laws which do not serve his convenience
&nd pleasure. Eut nobody has yet con-
vinced his constituents in Harlem that
Adam Clayton Powell is a disgrace as a
member of the national legisiature,

+ His expulsion may have the bene-
ficial result of clearing up the question
of just how far Congress can go in dis-
ciplining its members. Powell's expulsion
is mot unprecedented; there have been
five others who have been dealt with in
gimilar fashion. But apparently none of
the others challenged the action. Powell
gays he will appeal to the courts, and
if he does there are some — including
Rep. Emanuel Celler, chairman of the
House Judiciary Committes — wha think
he will win.

" If the House's action against Powell is
overruled by the courts, there may

. develop a harmful clash berween the

legislative and judicial branches. That is
one of the risks the House took in voting
307-1186 to expel Powell,

There is the complicating factor that
Powell's constituents almost certainly
will re-elect him to the seat which he was
denied. If that happens, the question of

Powell's fimess to serve probably will

have to be argued all over again. De-
pending uwpon how committed the House
of Representatives is to keeping Powell
away from its chambers, this could re-
sult in a standoff between the House and
the voters of Harlem.

A demagogue like Powell should not
be given the opportunity to become a
martyr. The punishment recommended by
the Celler committee, and ignored by the
House, would have let Powell keep his
geat but he would have been stripped of
seniority and ordered to pay back $40,000
to the taxpayers, It seemed like a sensible
way to adequately punish Powell and
dull his claims to martyrdom.

But the House obvicusly was respond-
ing to public outrage at hanky-panky in
high places and was willing to take what-
ever risks may follow as a consequence
of its decislon. The action may not have
been totally wise in terms of averting
future trouble, but it was less objection-
ahle than would have been a slap on the
wrist that some were proposing.

“We wish 1o provide'n full

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On January 8, we wrole an editor-
fal commending our congressman,
Lionel Van Deerdin, for his drive to
unseat Rep. Adam Clayton Powell
We sald at the time that we thought
it reprehensible to have in Congress &
man who cannot even return to his
home district without going to jail.

At the same time, we urged that
while Americans try to understand
the attitude of Megroes about this
cage — an attitude, we said, that “is
deeply rooted in white America’s fail-
ure to provide equal justice to all
Americans,”

REP. VAN DEERLIN 'sent us a
telegram warmly thanking us for the
editorial. But if his recent actions are
gny indication, he apparently read
only those paragraphs in the ediforial
that praised him.

Mot only has he failed to under-
gtand the attitude of his Negro con-
stiluency in this case, but hiz behavior
has aggravated these attitudes, and
now he has stooped to trying to get
the job of a Negro antl-poverty work-
er, Harold Brown, because Mr, Brown
tried to criticize him aboat the Powell
case at & public meeting.

Negroes represent about 119 of
Mr, Van Deerlln's constituency, and
provided the margin that first enshled
him: to get elected to Congress. This
does not mean he ghould owe Negroes
—aor anyone else, for that matter—his
vote on a ‘public matter, nor that he
ghould be deterred by this from exer-
cising hiz own best judgment.

* But he does owe MNegroes, or any
olher constituent, the courtesy of dis-
cussion and explanation on any mat-
ter of comcern to them.

Rep. Van Deerlin has not done
this. He never discugsed the Fowell
case with hiz Negro constituents be-

fore he ralsed the issue. Since making

thiz a national cause celebre, and de-
spite repeated trips to San Diego, he
has failed to meet even once with the
Megro leadership on the Powell case.
His only mesting, on the subject, &
highly secret affair, was with a hand-
ful of Megro ministers, after which he
announced that the Negro community
gupported  him. Interestingly, last
week the Southeast (MNegro). . Minis-
terfal Assn. issued a statement de-

ploring his actions.

NOW we are convinced that Mr.
Van Deerlins actions a‘gajn!t Mr.
Powell were not raclally 'motlvated.
However, it Is obvious that a not-
inconsiderable part of his support has
racial undertones.

But, while Mr. Van Beerlin was
taking national bows on this issue,
never once did he issue a statement
firmly  dizavowing racist - suppori
Wever did he use his newly found na-
tional platform as an opportunity o
speak out against racism, to peint
out that the very opposition he has

had from Negroes on what should be
a clear-cut issue of governmental In-
tegrity s sad testimony to the failure
of the white majority 1o erase the blot
of bigotry and prejudice from Amer-
ica,

Mo wonder his Negro constliuents
felt alienated and betrayed by the
man they had supported steadfastly
through three elections, No wonder
this resentment finally boiled over last
week at a Community Action Counil
meeting attended by Mr. Van Deerlin.

The detalls on what actually trans-
pired are unclear, Mr, Brown says that
he and several others atlempted to
speals to their congressman on the
Powell issue and, when denied the op-
portunity, they merely left the hall,
followed by two-thirds of the audience.
Mr. Van Deerlin says they tried to in-
cite a riot.

In any event, he laft under police
guard, although whether this was nec-
ezsary because of the facts of the case
or his own groundles: fears is hard to
determine,

WE DO NOT conidone the behavior
of participants in this affair; inter-
rupting public meetings is discourte-
ous and deplorable. But a United
States Congressman should be able
to rise above this.

Instead, Mr. Van Deerlin began

: running off at the mouth—particular-

Iy apainst Mr, Brown, the director of
an anti-poverty neighborhood leader-
ship prozram. Bocagse of the ruckos,
Mr. Van Deerlin claimed the antl-pov-
erty program was “underwriting a
cotirze in riot and Insurrection.” In a
letteér to Sergeant Shriver, he demand-
ed Mr. Brovn be fired under the
Hatch Act,

Mow Mr. Brown was there as an
individual, not a government em-
ploye. From reports, he was only ome
of numepous protestors, and hnndi:f a
ringleaser. There is also a question
whether the Hatch Act, which lorbids
partlsan political activity, also for-
hide the right to express one’s opinion,
however mistaken.

But the izsue here really lsn't le-
gil—it is whether a congressman
should behave like a child and further
alienate a sensitlve constituency over
an incident for which his own behav-
jor wag largely responsible.

We can understand Mr. Van Deer-
lin's own sensitivity on the Powell is-
sue, which reportedly has cost him
considerable influence in Washington,
where many congressmen feel he has
placed them in an embarrassing posi-
tion on a delicate matter.

But salving his own wounds by
trying to get a critic’s job was cheap,
petty and vindietive. It hardly be-
comes @ congressman from whom
we've come to expect More meaning-
ful action,
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
