In order to motivate students to expand their reading, both at school and at
home, opportunities must be provided for students to do quantity reading.
Students given the opportunity to practice, master, and extend their reading
skills will discover that reading can serve as a means of relaxation, a source
of pleasure, and as a process to pursue additional educational and personal
interests.
Quantitative reading focuses on the amount of reading done and types of books
read. In order to increase student quantity reading, the school must provide
adequate time and reading resources. Most importantly, teachers must encolJrage
and motivate students to read and, respond to a wide variety of written materials.
Listed below are some sample activities designed to motivate secondary students
to read taken from the California State Department of Education publication,
Handbook for Planning an Effective Reading Program, 1979.-
1. Establish daily sessions of sustained silent reading.


2. Make sure that libraries and classrooms contain a variety of high quality
and current reading materials.


3. Develop activities that encourage students to share their interests,
recommend books to one another, and learn from one another.


4. Make sure that parents, teachers, and other role models show enthusiasm
for reading and that they read to students as wel1: as encouragestlJdents
to read independently.


S. Hold book fairs, young authors' conf e'rences, and other school or regional
gatherings related to reading.


6. Develop school assignments that include reading and discussions of reading
with family members at home.


7. Integrate the library program with classroom instruction.

ITEMS OF mFORMATION


The following two items are of general interest to all administrators.
Specific details will be provided in the future for those administrators
who are directly ilIVolved with each item.


Elementary School Reading Program
The Board of Education has adopted the Houghton-Mifflin Reading Program (K-6)
as the single set of read:Lng teJl:tmaterials to be used by the district.
The school year 1984-85 will be the first year of districtwide implementation.


During the current year. selected sites will use the Houghton-Mifflin series
to determine the most effective means for adapting the adopted materials for
use by special populations; i.e., special education. LEP, AGP. and gifted.
Participating sites have been notified.


Secondary School Advanced Placement Program
The district has for many years offered high school courses which prepare
students to take the Advanced Placement (AP) examinations. However, with
the 1983-84 school year the district will begin inauguration of a more
formalizedAP program. To enable sites to offer appropriate courses, the
1983-84 edit~on of the Digest of the Secondary School Curriculum will
contain course descriptions and code numbers for AP courses in the following
general subject a:-eas;


Art
English
Foreign Language
Mathematics
Music
Science
Socia! Studies


Schools should move as soon as possible to offer as many AP courses as are
appropriate to the needs of students and availability of prepared teachers.
English courses may be converted immediately to AP courses.
Plans are currently underway to provide teachers with appropriate inservice
education to conduct AP courses.

Significant Changes in Personnel and Procedures


Significant changes have been and are being made in personnel, policies, and
procedures affecting instructional programs for LEP students.

Personnel

including ESL, primary language, and sheltered English, without regard to
the languages spoken by the resource personnel.


• The amount of instructional aide time assigned to elementary school sites
has been increased to provide aides in support of ESL as well as primary
language components of instruction.

Policies
• Principals of ntas 'at which there are LEP students are responsible for prOVision
of all components of instruction for these students.


• ESL instruction for all LEP students and sheltered English instruction for
Indochinese LEP students is provided by classroom teachers.
The assignment of instructional aides is to assist those teachers who are directly
'responsible for instruction. Aides serve under the supervision of designated
teachers,


• Primary language instruction is provided by bil1ngu:ol classroom teachers who are
fluent in English as well as an aptlrotlriateother language.


These teachers are assigned to f11l positions within normal. site staffing only
WeD; their demonstrated proficiency in English warrants; otherwise, they are
employed above regular staffing formulas.
When the number of LEP students who speak a specific language is too small to
warrant employment of bilingual teachers w.!.thinnormal staffing formulas.
or when a bilingual teacher is not available for eDl!'loyment,appropriate
bilingual instructional aides are used.
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Primary language instructional aides assist in the direct instruction to
students
This instruction is supervised by designated teachers. who are responaibile
for the planning and effective implementation of instruction. At the
elementary school level. this responsibility may be given to self-contained
classroom teachers. or the school·may organize to deploy students to·teachers
designated for the responsibility.
~ Funds available to schools for the employment of instructional aides are to


be used to provide appropriately equivalent support to ESL as well as
primary language instruction.


Procedures
a Each central resource teacher will be assigned to serve designated sites.


--Resource ~eachers will visit sites according to a published schedule.
--Sites may request additional service by call~ng the Second Lanuage


Education Office, 569-9640.
Because only half of the central resource teachers will have been selected
and assigned by the start of school in September, provision of full service
may be delayed for several months.)


• During the opening three weeks of the fall semester sites will be prOVided
assistance in assessing entering potential LEP students.
--The leader of the classification team will develop a schedule of visitation


to sites and will notify each site of that schedule.
--Sites with special needs may request service by calling the Second


Language Education Office 569-9640.
Sites will continue to be responsible for maintaining appropriate records
and submitting appropriate. reports on LEP students •


• The State Department of Education has modified the criteria to be used in
reclassifying (exiting) LEP students. Among the changes is the requirement
that candidates for reclass1fic;ation must score between the 31st and 36th
percen~ile on a standardized measure of achievemen~ in the basic skills.
Complece district guidelines for reclassification will be published as soon
as they are developed •..
