We understand you have been on leave from your former school; therefore,

we are offering you an opportunity to try a school that is quite different,
one which will provide you with the program and the help you need to earn
that important high school diploma.

Garfield Independent Learning Center is an accredited four-year high school
which has been provided by our Board of Education. This school offers
studente an alternative form of education which is totally individualized.
Each student works at his/her own pace and credits are granted whenever
completed. The program is an ongoing one (no semesters) making it possible
for you to complete work faster. ALl your records will be evaluated very
carefully and if you have failed much work, you need only to make up the
part you failed.

The High School Completion Program provides an opportunity for exempt

youths under 18 and adults who have not completed work for their high

school diploma. Classes meet Monday through Thursday from 3:00 to 5:00 PM.
We offer classes in English, Soctal Studies, Math, Graphic Arts and Ceramics.
Science and Business classes will be added soon.

This description has been brief. If you would like to find out more about
enrolling in the Center, just call the new Garfield Independent Learning
Center at 4487 Oregon Street —-- 282-7672. The school enroliment will be
ethnically balanced with students coming from all over the etty.

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The Garfield Independent Learning Center is a small high school which tries to
maintain a school population of approximately 500 students in the regular day
program (8-3), 125 in the late aftermoon program (3:30 - 5:30 - M - 8.}, and

50 students in the new Contracted Independent Sutdy Program. An attempt is made
to work closely with each young adult, giving each an opportunity to help in the
planning of his/her educational, personal, and career needs. Opportunities - for
success are provided and students who have never been successful in large schools
often become motivated to do a quantity of school work for the first time in a
school which offers them an alternative form of education.

PURPOSE
Students have been transferred from comprehensive high schools to Garfield

Independent Learming Center for mamy reasons:

L. They have not earmed enough credits; ani%hey

a. are from out of town and have work in progress;

3. have heal®h problems and cannot attend regular school;
4. ave unmotivated;

5. have a strong dislike for schooling of any type;

6. are disenchanted with comprehensive schools;

7. are on exemption from comprehensive schools;

8. are working full-time and need an independent study program.
DESCRIPTION

Garfield functions as a counseling oriented institution as compare to the
subject matter orientation of the typical high school The ineoming student
meets a counselor, and together they discuss the student's past performance
and problems at the former school; together they plan a program suitable to
the student's needs.

The school offers a completely individualized multilevel program for students
in grades nine through twelve. Assignments in classes are based upon the
individual ability, needs, and interests of each student. The program ie based
on small successes, and no failing grades are given. The student is given as
much time as is needed to complete his work. There are no semesgters, and work
18 carried over into the next school year until it is completed.

Most courses taught in the comprehensive school are also taught at Garfield.

m

The important difference ie in the way the courses are taught. At Garfield
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the students and the teacher plan a program. The student then works at his/her own -
pace to complete the requirements discussed. The minimum for students is a four
class load unless they are working or attending classes at a Regional Occupational
Center or at the Community College.

Garfield, at the present time, maintains a population of 500 students. The ethnic
representation of the enrollment is 92 Spanish surmame, 159 Black, and 249 White
and other.

The school population is characterized by the wide range of ability of its
students, and it is unique in the diversity of the personal problems that are
characteristic of many of the students. Garfield is not a neighborhood school.

It draws students from practically every junior and semior high school in the eity.
Marny students have rejected the rigidity, competitiveness, and large size of

the comprehensive high schools and are seeking another form of education,

one which will help them complete their requirements for a high school diploma.

PERSONS INVOLVED

The staff at Garfield is a competent staff made up with a balance of beginning
and experience teachers. The turnover of staff is infrequent, and there are
many requests for placements from teachers in other schools. Provisions are
made to help all new teachers learn about the alternative form of education.
Teachers in the program are creative and resourceful. No one teacher uses the
same system with students. Each has to adapt the curriculum to suit the needs
of the students enrolled. There are presently 23 teachers, one librarian,

one tnschool resource teacher, four counselors, and two administrators.

STATUS REPORT

The program at the Garfield Independent Learming Center is based on the
success ful program offered for years at Snyder High School The qlternative
form of education initially offered at Snyder Continuation High School did
provide another form of education that met the needs of dienchanted young
adults in the city of San Diego, California. Students attending the school
for at least one semester showed success as measured by their higher grades
received after being transferred into the alternmative program. They were also
provided with the opportunity to complete their requirved work in less time
than was needed had they remained in the comprehensive high. school.

Students supported the method of imstruction used in the altermative form of
education offered at Smyder Continuation HIgh School. Rank order of importance
was as follows: working at own rate, credits earned when ®lork is completed,
making up credits faster, individualized instruction, no required homework,
able to graduate early, smaller classes, and no competition.

The alternative program offered at the Garfield Independent Learming Center
needs to continue to offer:

1. An individualized instructional program;

2. An opportunity for students to set their own pace for completion
of credits;
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3. Smaller classes;
4. A method of making up credits faster;
5. The possibility for early graduation for students requesting it;
6. Intensive counseling;
7. An opportunity for creative teaching;
8. Inservice education for prospective teachers involved in alternative
forms of education;
9. An opportunity for students to obtain an accredited diploma;
L0. Opportunities to combine work and school;
11. Satellite programs in the district where students can spend some
time in the community;
12. Year-round group counseling as a part of its guidance program;
131 Opportuni%ies for all students and staff members to participate
in evaluating the alternative form of education as often as needed
and at least once every year;

14. A reading efficiency program geared to the needs of its student body;

15. Opportunities for staff members to explore the use of group instruction
for special interest courses. :

LATE AFTERNOON PROGRAM

Purpose

In the fall of 1976, an opportunity was provided for students at Garfield
and all other high schools to set their own pace for completion of credits.

DESCRIPTION

Late afternoon classes were offered M - Th. from 3:30 to 5:30 p.m. Ungraded
classes in English, Soctial Studies, Art, Reading, Math, Science, and Spanish
were made available to students behind in credits, to students making up "F's"
in required courses, to students who had been exempted from regular comprehensive
Junitor and senior high schools, and to young adults close to graduation.

Many of the students are also on Garfield's waiting list for the regular day
program. Many of these students become motivated enough to add more classes
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to their programs. These are the same students who were "turned out"
and who now find success in a small, individualized program.

STUDENTS INVOLVED

Enrollment in the late afternoon program is through application and proof of
exemption from the regular comprehensive high school. It is on q "first
come - first served" bases, but new classes are started as money 18 made
available through the office of Continuing Education.

PERSONNEL INVOLVED:

Staff members (7) are selected from the regular day program and they teach
o%=ean hourly. basee. Each program designed is similar to programs offered
during the day with all materials being shared. Counselors have arranged
their schedules to provide one day each to meet the needs of students

M - Th wntil 5:30. An administrative intern is also on campus until 5:30 .

CONTRACTED INDEPENDENT STUDY PROGRAM

PURPOSFE,

»

Another program which gets underway in February ,1978 is a program designed
for young secondary students now on exemption, suspension, or expulsion.

DESCRIPTION

The Contracted Independent Study Program at Garfield: O.R.A.C.L.E.
(Operation Restart: A Contracted Learning Experience.) This program is
designed to help students over L6 years of age who are now on exemption,
suspension, or eapulsion, O.R.A.C.L.E. is a program which brings high school
to the student - at home, at work, or in the community. It is a program

of individualized learning through independent study.

PERSONS INVOLVED

One teacher has hecn designated teacher supervisor of the program. This
teacher will bé assisted by five teacher aides who have background in English,
Soctal Studies, Math and Science. Each teacher assistant will be assigned
ten students.

STUDENTS INVOLVED

Students, 16 yrs. or older, presently on exemption have been contacted by mail.
ALl interested students are to contact the teacher supervisor at Garfield.
An attempt will made to provide a unique program for 50 students.

The school population is characterized by
a wide range of abilities and diversity of personal problems that are charac-
teristic of many of the students. Garfield is not a neighborhood school. It
draws students from practically every junior and senior high school in the
city. Many students have rejected the rigidity, competitiveness, and large
size of the comprehensive high school and are seeking another form of educa-
tion, one which will help them complete their requirements for a high school
diploma.

Garfield functions as a counseling-oriented high school as compared to the
subject-matter orientation of the typical high school. The incoming student
meets a counselor, and together they discuss the student's past performance
and problems encountered at the former school; together they plan a program
suitable to the student's need.

The center offers a completely individualized multi-1evel program for students
in grades nine through twelve. Assignments in classes are based upon individual
ability, needs, and interests of each student. The program is based on small

successes. The student then works at his/her own pace to complete the re-
quirements discussed. No failing grades are given.

As a result of a grant of funds from ESEA, Title II, Phase II Project which
provided the center with approximately $50,000, the Garfield staff is attempt-
ing to follow through with the student needs determined from the results of
the Ranking Survey given to a target population two years ago. The most im-
portant student needs in order of priority are as follows:

1. Students need to develop a more positive self-image.

2. Students need to work within a structure which allows them to pursue
individualized learning in all subject areas.

3. Students need to improve their achievement in reading.

4., Students need to become more aware of career and .occupational oppor-
tunities, and they need to become adequately prepared with skills
necessary to secure a worthwhile job.

5. Students need the assistance of a strong counseling program.

Funding of this project will mean that Garfield will serve as a demonstration
center for the other 290 continuation high schools in the State of California.
In addition, since the center offers students a successful alternative edu-
cational program, it will also serve as an exemplary program for all other
schools in the state seeking alternative programs in education. Since
September the school has hosted administrators, district counselors, head
counselors, high school counselors from our district, members of the State
Department of Education, and intern teachers from San Diego State University.
Visits from teachers from Sweetwater and from other cities in the state are
already being planned for January and February.

The center reached a population of 500 in less than one month's time and
found it necessary to open an extended-day program for high school and adult
students needing an alternative form of education. Four classes are now
available in the afternoon from 3:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m., Monday through
Thursday. All classes are well attended and plans are to expand the offer-
ings.

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THE TEEN MOTHER PROGRAM: AN OVERVIEW

The Teen Mother Program is an alternstive educational opportunity for the
pregoant minor. The program is founded by the State Departament of Education
28 a preventative measure sgainst the birth of handiecapped childred.
Experience and research show pregnant miuovs to be 2 high risk group with
regpect to problem pregnancy and child abuse. Because of this, the Teen
Mother Program provides the young mother with imstruction in prenatal cave,
autrition, general heaith and child development. Class instructiom in
these areas ineludes the use of community rescurces in the way of field
trips and guest speakers. Weakly classes im Childbirth Education (LaMaze)
are provided, and coaches ave encouraged to attend these classes with the
givis.

The Teen Mother Class also allows the girl to continue her regular acsdemic
program. Course work is dene on an individusl basis withia the group
setting. Because of the motivational nature of the class setting, girls
are able to make up deficient academic credits, while some accelerate and
possibly graduate esviy. On an average the girls earnm seven credits a
semester.

One of the distinctive characteristics of the Teen Mother Program is the
accepting and suppertive nature of the class envivomment. A great
emphasis i{s put on meeting the emotional needs of the girls during this
eriticael time. Caxe is taken that each girl feels free to make her own
decisions in regavd to her preguancy end child care. Careful decision-
making aad mutueal yesspect are emcouraged.

Teen Mother Classea sre cuvrently located at the Door of Hope, Garfield
Independent lesrning Cemter and the Bandini Site. SDUSD provides bus
transportation to and from the girl’'s home anid location. The clase
enrollment ratio is twenty girls to one teacher. In the case of a
walting 1ist, priority 1s determined by date of delivery.

The Teen Mother Program is administered under the Home Teacher Office

~ of the Guidaunce Seyvices/Physically Hsndicapped Department. Referrals

_ are mede through the district counseler assigned to thet office.
Contacts with the district counselor should be mede early in the

pregnancy to allow for careful decision-making and planming. Should the

girl choose to contimve with her pregnaney, the distriet counselor will

explain her educational opticns and possibly arrange for a visit ¢o a

Teen Mother Class. Should the girl choose to envoll in & Teen Mother Class,

the district coumselor will work with the school staff and fawily to

determine the best time and manmer of transfer. The district counselor

will continue to work with the girl durimg the -vogram and help facil-

~ itate her graduation plans or retw:u i. 2 zaguler gchool proram.

ATTENDANCE ?
Students are required to attend classes in order to make progress towards their goal of a high school diploma.
Students who fail to attend three classes in a row without a valid excuse will be dropped from the program.

The picture of the rather hairy dude on the left is me! In January, 1978, I was selected to
develop and supervise a pilot program of contracted independent study. The program was designed
to carry the high school (9-12) education program to students in the home, or in the community.
It was not intended to be a tutorial program, in that we did not spend time with the student in

to be an alternative form of education for those students who were currently enrolled in other
school programs. ORACLE was designed to meet the needs of students on exemption. The pilot

program was so successful that it was funded for the 1978-79 school year on an expanded basis.
If I can borrow about 3 minutes of your time, I'd like to explain, in more detail, some of the

outstanding features of the program.

NO SCHOOL - If being cooped up in a classroom all day is not your idea of "making
whoopee," then forget it! We have NO school rooms. Your classroom is only as confined
as your imagination. You can study at the beach, the park, the desert, or wherever
YOU choose. When you need to meet with us for information or assistance, we'll meet

with you at MacDonald's, your home, the library, or wherever you choose!

NO COMPETITION - You compete with no one except yourself. 1In the regular school, everyone becomes a 10th-

grader at the same time in ‘September, and then magically (ready or not) they all become llth-graders in

June. (Some could have been ready in March!) 1In our program, you are an entire class by yourself.

YOU determine when you start and what you start, and YOU determine how fast and when you finish. If you can

complete what we determine to be 20 hours of work in 10 hours, that's great, because you don't have to wait
for anyone else to finish. YOU, ALONE, ARE THE ENTIRE CLASS! (You will, however, be expected to complete a minimum

of 5 hours work, per subject, per week.)

~ NO REPEAT OF WORK PASSED - Remember when you were in regular school and, let's say, you passed the first quarter
8 of your English class with a grade of "C." Now, during the second quarter, the surf was up and you didn't

get to school very often and, as a result, you received a grade of "F" for the semester. In regular school,
you had to repeat the entire semester, even though you had passed the first half! NOT WITH US YOU DON'T!
In our program all student records are carefully evaluated. You only repeat that portion of a class failed.

iiegztlpassed the first quarter, but failed the second, you Only repeat the second quarter to gain your SEMESTER

bells ring at 3:00 P.M. No notes to or calls from the attendance office. YOU choose when, where, and for how
long you are in "YOUR SCHOOL" each day!

INDIVIDUALIZED ATTENTION - Our total team consists of seven full-time Teacher Assistants (T.A.s) and myself.
?ach T.A. works with ten students. This means that you will get far more individual attention than you would
if attending a regular school. You won't be competing with 30 to 35 other students (per class) for help from
your teacher. We are as close as the telephone at any time, and will set up a schedule to meet with you as

often as you deem necessary.

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Statement of Philosophy

Garfield Independent Learning Center is a small high school
: which tries to maintain a school population of approximately
. 450 students. An attempt is made to work closely with each
" young adult, giving each the opportunity to help in the planning
of his/her educational, personal, and career needs.
Opportunities for success are provided and students who have
never been successful in large schools often become motivated
to do a quantity of school work for the first time in a school
which offers them an alternative form of education.

Students have been transferred from comprehensive high
schools to Garfield Independent Learning Center for many

insufficient credits;

from out of town and have work in progress;
health problems and cannot attend regular school;
lack motivation;

a strong dislike for schooling of any type;
disenchanted with comprehensive schools;
enrolled in a full-time academy of ballet and need an
independent program on a short-term basis.






Function

Garfield functions as a counseling oriented institution as
compared to the subject matter orientation of the typical high
school. The incoming student meets a counselor, and together
they discuss the student’s past performance and problems at the
former school; together they plan a program suitable to the
student’s needs.

The school offers a completely individualized multilevel
program for students in grades nine through twelve.
Assignments in classes are based upon the individual ability,
needs, and interests of each student. The program is based on

. small successes, and no failing grades are given. The student is
given as much time as needed to complete his/her work. There
are no semesters, and work in progress is carried into the next
school year until it is completed.

Most courses taught in the comprehensive school are also taught
at Carfield. The important difference is the way the courses are
taught. At Garfield, the students and the teacher plan 2
program. The student then works at his/her own pace to
complete the requirements agreed upon. The minimum for
students is a three class load unless they are working or
attending classes at a Regional Occupational Center or at the

Community College.

Work Regulations

Work Experience

EXPANSION OF ORACLE PROGRAM

As of this date, the ten spots in the ORACLE Program at Garfield Inde-
pendent Learning Center for students who are on long-term suspensions
and expulsions are filled. At the present time, there are four addi-
tional students who have been placed on long~term suspension and are
eligible for the ORACLE Program who are awaiting placement.
