Comments on District Report No. 345, Effective
Factors Of Student Achievement In Minority-Isolated
Schools, dated February 22, 1983.


On February 22, 1983, the School District issued preliminary
findings on Effective Factors Of Student Achievement In Minority-
Isolated Schools. The report identified 28 factors which appeared
to differentiate high-performing minority-isolated schools from
low-performing minority-isolated schools. The report carefully
pointed out that the preliminary nature of the study did not
justify drawing cause-and-eff ect conclusions from the data.


Among other recommendations, the report called for further
examination of the data and development of an analysis design
wh ich would "ref ine and sharpen the focus of the study", as well
as an investigation of "interaction patterns among the factors".


Plaintiffs agree strongly with the need for caution in
applying these tentative findings until cause-and-effect relation-
ships have been established between the factors and student
performance. In addition, the analysis should also determine how
much of the variation in performance is due to each factor or
combinations of factors.


Until cause-and-effect relationships, and the strengths of
those relationships, are determined, actions based upon the
study may be inappropriate and ineffective. For example, it may
turn out that most of the difference in performance between the
high-performing schools and the low-performing schools is the
result of high aChieving students being drawn to magnet programs
in high-performing schools while high achieving students are
leaving low-performing schools to participate in VEEP. Very
little of the difference may be the result of more classroom
visits by principals in the high-performing schools. If this is
true, little improvement may result from more classroom visits
by principals in low-performing schools. This is not an argument

against more visits to classrooms by principals, but rather for
efforts which will maximize gains, and against raising false
expectations. It could be· frustrating, wasteful, and possibly
demoralizing, for schools to expend a great deal of energy on
factors which have little effect.


The study raises other questions. Why are 88% of the
identified weaknesses found in grades 4, 5 and 6? Test'results
in general show minority students performing at or near national
norms in the First Grade, but falling behind as they progress
through school. Why is this so? Also, why is the performance of
minority students significantly higher in mathematics than in
language and reading?


The report notes that sophisticated statistical techniques
were not used because the unit of study was the school, resulting
in a small sample size, and the data involved many estimates.


Plaintiffs recommend a design be developed which treats
each school as a sample, with the sample size composed of the
several hundred students enrolled in the school. This would
permit the application of statistical techniques which could
generate significant results, leading to possible conclusions
concerning cause-and-effect relationships.


Some of the data needed for this analysis would be test
data separated into several categories: minority and non-minority;
resident and non-resident, (in magnet schools); VEEP and non-VEEP
students. In the past plaintiffs have requested test results
separated into these categories in order to perform some of this
analysis, but we have been unable to obtain it because of its
cost. The Court has also expressed and interest in such data and
has re~uested a report from the School District on what it would
cost to produce it.


In conclusion, plaintiffs strongly endorse the recommendations
in the report for further study, with emphasis on a more refined
design using data which will establish cause-and-effect relation-
ships, thus permitting effectively focused action to improve
individual student achievement in low-performing shools.

, This draft proposal is being submitted to the Integration
Task Force by the Subcommittee on Magnet Schools. It is based
upon an initial review of the materials provided by the Integra-
tion Task Force on November 1, background information from Chair-
person Judy MacDonald, a discussion with Judge Orfield, and a
discussion among the subcommittee members, Kenneth Majer and
Marie Widman.


This proposed plan is in compliance with the guidelines
discussed at the November 1 meeting of the Integration Task
Force:


(1) Review the court order;


• (2) Review the school district response to the court order;


(3) Review recommendations of last year I s Integration Task
Force report; and,


(4) Review recommendations of last year's Integration Task
Force and analyze what is going on this year.


Problem


• We believe that the appropriate role for the Integration
Task Force is to help Judge Orfield in his task of monitoring and
evaluating the Integration plan for the San Diego Unified School
District. If we are to be an effective Task Force, it seems
reasonable that we should present information to the judge to
help him make whatever decisions are necessary to execute his
responsibility. As we understand it, Judge Orfield has the
decision to either (1) continue in the role as enforcer of the
Integration Plan; or· (2) conclude that the Lnt eqrat i on Plan (or a
portion of it) is doing fine and that his attention should turn
to other areas of the Plan or toward other issues of quality
education in San Diego.•

appeared in the November 21, 1982 San Diego County edition of the
Los Angeles Times, "Waiting for Integration."

We further see that while there have been great efforts by
the Integration Task Force in the past, the evaluation of the
integration efforts in San Diego has been largely opinion. This
is true in spite of massive data that has been collected <such as
increased racial balance figures, the statistics on the voluntary
busing program, etc.). As opinion, however, any evaluation
conclusions have not yielded a clear judgment about the success
or lack of success of the program.


, "But while the voluntary plan was good enough to
prevent the court order from ordering busing,
critics contend that it never spelled out
precisely what it would accomplish.


n ••• there are no clear, specific objectives and
a plan to fulfill those objectives. The school
board bought the viewpoint of the attorney that
if you spelled out the objectives too clearly--
and didn't deliver--the plaintiffs would argue we
didn't fulfill the plan.


I "But even without such goals, the plaintiffs and
the Integration Task Force criticized the school
district for moving too slowly to implement the
voluntary plan ..•"


The Integration Task Force seems to be in the untenable
position of having criticized the school district without having
clear criteria against which success can be measured. Not only
is this an uncomfortable position for the Task Force, it does not
hetV the judge come to definitive conclusions.


• Proposed Plan


We propose to spend our efforts this year devising specific,
measurable outcomes that will yield precise criteria for gauging
the success of the Magnet School portion of the Integration Plan.
The result will be clear, objective indicators of success or
nonsuccess to enable Judge Orfield to make conclusive decisions
about this portion of the Integration Plan.•

Becuase this is an ambitious task, the scope of this year's


work would llQt include gathering data to evaluate the Magnet
School Program. Rather, it would be limited to devising the
method for making this judgment in the future.
