recognition of a $2.5 million gift from Helen K. Copley,
chairperson of the Copley Press and publisher of The San
Diego Union-Tribune, whose support helped retire the
remaining debt on the hall's renovation.

October 1990 Yoav Talmi appointed Musi;: Director of the San Diego
Symphony Orchestra.
1993 Further renovations and a state-of-the-art acoustical shell,

made possible through a gift from Dr. Irwin and Joan
Jacobs, transform Copley Symphony Hall into one of the
‘finest performance spaces in the West.

January 1994 Naxos record company signs Yoav Talmi and the San Diego
Symphony Orchestra to record completc, non-operatic
orchestral works of Hector Berlioz on several compact
discs. First disc, recorded in January, features seven Berlioz
Overtures.

October 1994 First Naxos recording of Berlioz Overtures released on
October 1st, coinciding with 1994-95 Gala Opening Night
performance. :

San Diego Symphony Orchestra record-breaking season
subscriptions total more than $1 million as the 1994-95
Winter Season opens--more than all subscription revenue
durmg entire 1993-94 season.
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1995 As the Naxos recording contract continues with two new
Berlioz CD's recorded, the San Diego Symphony Orchestra
plays to national acclaim as regional writers including the
Los Angeles Times sing the praises of Yoav Talmi and the
outstanding musicianship of the orchestra players.

Three new series including the Classic Encounters Rush
Hour Concerts, the Great Performers series and the

Beethoven in Escondido festival sell out.

Ticket sales continue to soar--by another 30 percent.



1996: The San Diego Symphony is mired in a Chapter 7 bankruptcy, pushed by the then-
mayor and the board. Attempts to change the level of bankruptcy to a Chapter 11, which

would save the library, instruments and, possibly, the hall, continue breaking down.

1997: Local businessman Larry Robinson offers a plan including a contribution of two
million dollars to pay off some creditors and to save the assets, including Symphony Hall.
This allowed the bankruptcy level to be raised to a Chapter 11, and to allow a newborn
Board to plan a recurrence of the concerts. However, wrangling among varied groups,
including the previous and the new boards, continued, and no plans were effectively

formulated.

1998: The previous board retires, plans are prepared to restitute the orchestra and its
seasons, and the court approves these in mid-June. Jung Ho Pak leads the first summer
“pops” at the end of July, to everyone’s great relief. In October, Pak, as Artistic Director,

begins the 1998-99 season at Symphony Hall.

1999; Pak continucs the winter season, with Catherine Comet and Stanislaw
Skrowacevski as guests. Tom Gerdom leaves as acting manager at the beginning of the
summer season. Despite bad weather, the summer season is financially successful, and

Pak opens the 1999-2000 season in Octobet.

2000: Attendance continues as a nagging problem for the winter series. In March,
Douglas Gearhart is hired as the new executive director. His reputation was of a man
who had successfully turned around several other financially-stressed orchestras. Pak
ends the season with the Beethoven Ninth, to good reviews but sparse attendance. Good
summer attendance did not quite compensate for the winter season’s disappointing

figures. The U-T started to push for the creation of an endowment.

2001: Yoav Talmi returns as a successful guest conductor, and Jung Ho Pak resigns.

The summer season earns a large profit, probably based on a series of guest rock



performers. Advance sales for the winter season, featuring probable candidates for the

musical directorship exceeded $900,000.

2002: The incredible, overwhelming, Jacobs gift is announced in January, creating a
large endowment and also supplying funds for continued expenses, completely changing
the tenor of everyone’s feelings and ideas about the orchestra. Doug Gearhart resigns as
executive director and Ward Gill is hired to replace him. The series of guest conductors
continues into the next season, one of whom, Jahja Ling, impressed the orchestra and the

audience with a performance of the Mahler Fifth Symphony.
