As Model Cities start its second action year , people look back and sum up
what the programs had done for the betterment of the community.

A GUIDE TO UNDERSTANDING
BROADCAST LICENSE APPLICATIONS

Every three years America's broadcasters a-
pp]y for renewal of the licenses to operate
their radio and television stations. Every
three years the broadcasters must ascertain
the '_'tastes, needs, and desires" of the Co-
mmunities which they serve and must propose
to the Federal Commnications Commision a
program serve to meet these requirements.
This process has been going on for 43 years.
Yet, even today, most people are totally
unaware that promises are being made on
their behalf and most community leaders
have never seen the statements that broad-

castes make concerning their proposed ser-
vice to the community. f s

The renewal of broadcast licenses by the
Federal Communications Commision is largely
automatic. Broadcasters are rarely, if
ever, called to account concerning their
program proposals. At best they may be -+
quest}oned about some minor technical in-
fraction or failure to complete application
fom§ properly. In fact, the.FCC has no
machinery for evaluating program propos—
als and does not pretend to do so.

Now.the.time has come for the Public to ew~
ercise its power and make the stations re—

alize that we are the Public and that they

must deal with our needs, tastes, and de-
sires.

A substantial Israeli pullback from the Suez
Canal is being sought by the U.S., Israeli news-
papers and broadcast statiors said. The na-
tional radio station said U.S. Assistant Secre- |
tary of State Joseph J. Sisco had suggested an |
Israeli withdrawal of ‘‘tens of kilometers” in
talks with Prime Minister Meir. Newspapers
put the proposed figure at 30 miles. Sisco also
was said to have urged the Israeli leadership to
drop its opposition to a token Egyptian army
force crossing the canal.

In announcing that the U.S. would vote to
admit Communist China to the world body next
month, Secretary of State Rogers said the
Nixon administration belleved the interests of |
world peace would best be served by UN mem-
bership for both Peking and Taiwan. But Rog-
ers also cited ‘‘the realities of the world
today,” and noted that Red China ‘‘represents
about one-fourth of the people on the surface of
the earth.” As Rogers announced the new pol-
icy, the Senate approved a bipartisan resolu-
tion praising Nixon for setting up his planned
trip to mainland China.

Rogers said the U.S, had checked other

UN members and found that “any action to

 deprive (Taiwan) of its representation

would meet strong opposition in the Gen-

| eral Assembly.” But some analysts say

Washington won’t fight very hard on Tai-
wan’s behalf. g

Taiwan indicated acceptance of the new
U.S. policy, but said it will fight for both its
General Assembly seat and for its membership

| on the Security Council. Peking, meanwhile, is-
sued a joint communique with Algeria de-
nouncing any two-China policy and calling for
withdrawal of all U.S. forces from Taiwan and
the Formosa straits. The communique was ll-:
sued after a 12-day visit to Peking by Algeria’s |
foreign minister. !

Congressional reaction generally was favor-
able. But Sen. Dominick (R., Colo.) called the
announcement a ‘“‘tragic mistake’’ and sald
nothing has happened to change the previous
U.S. position that Peking doesn’t deserve UN
membership. Another Republican, Sen. Tower
of Texas, said he regrets that Nixon finds it

| necessary to support Peking’s admission.

Moscow called a Red summit meeting in the ‘
Crimea and with all but one of its East Euro-|
pean allies present condemned “right-wing and |
left-wing opportunism,” an apparent attack on |
Red China. Tass, the official Soviet news }
agency, said the Communist leaders called for
the “rallying (of) all progressive forces in the
anti-imperialist struggle.” Observers said the
surprise meeting was triggered by President
Nixon’s announced plan to visit Peking. Only
Rumania was absent from the conference.

The San Diego Model Cities Headquarters has
announced that it will move to permanent
quarters at 2138 Logan Avenue.

Henry A. Cunningham, program administrative
director, said the facility change was
approved by City Council July 29.

He said the new location was selected by city
representatives and Model Neighborhood
residents, "which is in keeping with the pro-
gram's objectives to maximize the resident's
involvement with the federally funded program."
"The new headquarters is located in the Model
Neighborhood area, rather than at City Hall, to
enable community residents to better identify
with the program."

"Hopefully," Cunningham stated, "the new
location will invite more citizen participation
by improving access."

Funding for the lease and renovation of the new

He regained the ball and threw to first in
time to make the second out.

He was
tagged out by the pitcher who had covered home
plate while the catcher was running the Im-
perial Beach rumner back to third.

Naturally,
our Southeastern team feels this was an
unfair decision.

In an attempt to correct this and perhaps
future injustices of this nature, memebers of
our community contacted those in the chain
of command of the Pony League organization,
including their head man in Washington, Penn-
sylvania. Charles Reed of NAACP telephoned
Mr. Gillespie and received a response saying
he could not go against the decision of the
protest committee.

"The program is known a "8(a)" because it is
authorized under Section 8(a) of the Small
Business Act of 1953. In addition to assisting
small firms, some of them newly organized, it
also provides employment in areas where Jobs
are badly needed," Kleppe said.

Under the program SBA enters into contracts
with other Federal agencies for supplies and
services and awards these contracts to smal]l
disadvantaged firms. These firms are also
eligible for management and technical help.
Kleppe pointed out that while the program is
operated primarily for disadvantaged entre-
preneurs, this is not done at the expense of
other small businessmen.

"As significant as the 8(a) contracts are,"

he said, "they represent only a very small
percentage of the total government procurement
budget."

The American Stock Exchange is expected to
