Councilmanic candidates for the City
of San Diego squared off at the Oct. 8
BCA General Dinner Meeting at Vacation
Village, and the primary issue was once
again centered on policies of growth.

Maureen O’Connor, incumbent from
District 2, began by reaffirming her sup-
port for city policies which are intended
“to control the timing and location of city
growth.” She stated that she was not in
favor of no growth. “A no growth philos-
ophy is not feasible. Anyone who depicts
city policies as “no growth” is being
untruthful.”

Councilwoman O’'Connor indicated her
intention to strive for greater certainty for
developers, to more definitely determine
where and how builders can build in San
Diego. She voiced her dismay at the

constant string of delays and red tape
encountered in the development review
process.

O’'Connor did not believe that it was
realistic to blame most of the economic
downturn in the building industry on city
government, but cited state legislation
induced by proposition 20 and the
Friends of Mammoth Decision, as well as
rising costs in building materials, as pri-
mary reasons for problems in the hous-
ing industry not initiated by the City.

“I think our differences are honest,”
stated O’'Connor in reference to her
views and those of many developers.

Lou Ridgeway, challenger to Miss
O'Connor, cited statistics revealing the
dramatic downturn in the construction
economy in San Diego. The self-em-

ployed electrical equipment
manufacturer's representative felt that
high taxes, crime, lack of new industry,
and his opponent’s “absenteeism’” were
primary factors in the campaign.

Ridgeway believed that a freeze
should be made on homeowner taxes,
that Lindbergh Field should be retained
with a re-routing of the landing strip (as
opposed to his opponent's support for a
site in Otay Mesa), and that it should be
the right of the voter to determine
whether or not Lindbergh Field should be
moved in the first place.

Incumbent councilman Leon Williams
of District 4 focused on the growth issue
in terms of what costs are incurred by the
city for new development. “It costs a lot
of money to provide urban services,”






said Williams, but that the city budget,
which was already $12 million in deficit
for this coming fiscal year, had to be bal-
anced. He cited a study which indicated
that urban sprawl cost city budgets
enormous amounts just in terms of the
energy which is wasted annually.

Williams indicated his commitment to a
“more responsive citizenry interest” that
is now represented before council meet-
ings than with previous city councils. “I
am extremely interested in working with
all factions of the City,” said Williams.

Jesse Albritten, operator of his own
income tax preparation agency for the
past 15 years, insisted that his opponent
in the 4th District was as responsible for
urban sprawl as anyone else because of
the high cost of housing created by city
policies. He felt that one of the chief prob-
lems of the city “was the lack of ability to
attract new industry into our area.” He
felt that there was not one decent shop-
ping center in councilman Williams' dis-
trict, nor enough low income, affordable
housing.

“It's time for you businessmen to reaf-
firm your pledge to free enterprise,” said
Albritten.

Racing for the 6th District councilmanic
seat vacated by incumbent Bob Martinet,
challenger Tom Gade noted that he was
“dedicated to San Diego.” Having
worked as a civil engineer with CalTrans
in past years, he felt that current city
growth policies were in error, that “popu-
lation in San Diego is going to increase
... we're talking about how we are going
to accomodate that growth.”

Gade felt that crime and job creation
were the most important issues in the
campaign, as well as housing. “We need
a balance, a mix of housing” close-in as
well as in the suburbs. “We need to real-
ize we have people who don’'t want to live
in-town,” said Gade. He also indicated

his staunch opposition to binding
arbitration.

Ray Lussa, a marketing director for
Pacific Property Exchange, believed that
high crime and housing costs were key
issues in the campaign. Lussa supports a
program similar to one initiated in San
Carlos, in which police officers go door to
door in each precinct and advise resi-
dents of ways in which they can prevent
burglaries. He also felt that offenders
should receive definite punishment. “A
perpetrator must feel that when he gets
caught, he will go to jail.”

Lussa also noted the dramatic rise in
housing costs, with an average selling
price in San Diego now of $42,000. The
problem is that one needs an average
income of $17,000 to make payments,
and San Diego’s average income is only
$12,500 per year. “We are destroying
upward mobility” says Lussa.

In the final race for District 8, incum-
bent Jess Haro, appointed by the Coun-
cil last spring over several candidates,
believed that control over the cost of
government and the cost of public serv-
ices “is the common thread that runs
through my work as a councilman.” Haro
believed that unrestricted development
would lead to a larger tax rate, and that
“we need to move aggressively to reno-
vate the downtown area” of San Diego.

Haro, echoing many of Mayor Wilson's
positions, believed that in terms of public
services, “we need to learn how to de-
liver the same services at fewer dollars.”
He cited his adamant opposition to bind-
ing arbitration, and believed that in deal-
ing with the crime rate it was unwise to
merely add numbers of police officers as
a solution to the problem. “We need to
check the cost-effectiveness of each
proposal,” said Haro.

John Flowers, contesting Haro for the
8th District seat and an attorney actively

involved with Common Cause, believed
that major land use decisions at the city
were erroneously made “on an emo-
tional, rather than on a rational basis.”
Flowers called for “a fair, logical ap-
proach to decision making at the
council.”

He felt that there were not sufficient
guidelines regarding development review
and approval in the political arena. He
believed that red tape was a major deter-
rent to rational development processes.
Flowers called for analysis of all projects
on an equitably balanced review of fiscal,
economic, and environmental impacts
collectively.

Flowers criticized his opponent for
even considering the possibility of re-
viewing a city-wide income tax as a
means for covering the city budget de-
ficit. He stated his unequivocal opposi-
tion to such a review, and believed that
"most people would support cutting serv-
ices before raising taxes.”

While the debate had its moments of
natural enmity, Len Frank of Pardee aptly
noted, “although we do differ on many
issues, it's good that we can still get to-
gether and discuss the issues in a rea-
sonable way.”
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ering of certain fees, encouraging re-
development and remodeling of existing
homes.

Williams also suggested an unusual al-
ternative. “‘We ought to subsidize people
to live close in to town, even the well-to-
do.” The reason for recommending a
subsidy for wealthier people is that large
acres of land are not being utilized in
areas such as Williams’ district “because
currently, there are no incentives for
people to live there.” "It would be
cheaper to subsidize the rich in south-
east San Diego, than it would to subsi-
dize the poor in La Jolla.”

County Supervisor Dick Brown took
issue with the comments of Gilbert
Ferguson of CEEED, feeling that “they
do not meet the objectives of the sym-
posium.” Brown recognized the fact that
the County’s population could very well
be doubled by the turn of the century,
“but | am concerned about the way we
go about planning it.” Brown felt that it
was erroneous for builders to put too
much emphasis on government regula-
tion as being the chief cause for the high
cost of housing in the region. The essen-
tial cost factor, according to Brown, was
labor. “The chief obstacle to leveling
housing costs,” said the supervisor, “is a
lack of management acting like man-
agement at the bargaining table. What
you have done is priced yourself out of
the market place.”

Brown's feeling was that communities
should develop their own master en-
vironmental development plans as soon
~ as possible. “Ideally, then, a builder

could come in with his project, and once
it is checked against the master plans, if
it is in conformance to those plans, he
should get all of his permits right over the
counter.”

The final panel discussion of the day

centered on the possibility for “practical
problems and potential solutions” to the
housing crisis. Phil Walling of the Con-
struction Industry Advancement Fund
cited figures which indicated that while
significant, labor costs to housing were
“not as great a factor as it may initially
appear.” “Managed growth sounds good
to the person who is secure in his own
home,” said Walling. He called for
greater consideration of the economic
impacts of developments in government

review, and for clarification by govern-
ment as to what is meant by “availability
of adequate public services” required for
developments.

Don Nasland, President of Nasland
Engineering, noted that a primary cost to
housing, land, needed to be more ade-
quately addressed.

He cited figures showing that in an
area such as Mira Mesa, land costs

ernment review of development pro-
jects, and for time restrictions to
be placed on government review of
projects. ‘It is time that the hos-
tility existing between the development
industry and government officials be
broken down,” said Grissom.

Howard Burke, President of the San
Diego Board of Realtors noted that en-
vironmentalists and planners have gone
too far in demanding the"perfect” hous-
ing concept for San Diego. “In order to
appreciate some of the things that are
free in life, such as clear skies and clean
water, we are going to have to face up to
the reality of having some ink spill, some
sewer smell.” Further, Burke stated the
need for accurate communication: “If
we're going to have ‘controlled growth’,
then let's call it that and not something
else. If it's ‘managed growth’, then let's

call it that and get on with the job.”

Thomas Carter, from San Diego Fed-
eral Savings and Loan Assaociation, gave
a review of the causes for currently high
interest rates on lending, but sounded a
cautiously optimistic note by stating that
in his opinion, interest rates should not
rise above 9% over the next two years.
While this figure is high, noted Carter, the
available supply of money is also greater
than in recent years.

Gilbert Ferguson, Executive Director of
CEEED in Orange County, sounded the
keynote at the symposium by indicating
that “the concept of the American Home
will undergo a drastic change in the next
ten years, and perhaps cause a drastic
change in our society and in our govern-
ment as well.”

Ferguson noted that the problem with
planners today is that they are causing
housing to be “gold plated” as never be-
fore, causing a boost in home prices
through the frequent imposition of new
regulations and building codes. “So now

we've come from building houses, to
building cities, to building gold plated
houses in the Garden of Eden that no
one can afford!”

Ferguson said that one cause of the
problem lies with the media. “The ig-
norance of the media is spread to the
ignorance of the people, which is in turn
spread to the ignorance of the politician,”
said Ferguson. “As developers, you are
using up land ten times faster in 1975
than you did in 1960 with park land dedi-
cations and so forth.” Ferguson noted
that this creates a shortage of buildable
land which “prematurely” pushes up the
value, and thus the cost, of remaining
land.

“I don’t understand people who say
we're paving over America, when only
2% of the total continental United States
is currently urbanized. In fact, it has been
stated that we could take the entire popu-
lation of the world and place it inside the
boundaries of our country, including
China, and we would find that our density
would still be less than what exists in
Europe today.”

“The way trends are going, it will be
impossible for our industry to build hous-
ing under these current conditions in the
next four to five years,” said Ferguson.

“We need to educate the public,”
stated Ferguson, “We can't educate the
government until the people are edu-
cated to the point where they understand
the problem. The more you do to educate
the public, the sooner you can bring the
pendulum of decision making back to the
center.”

In response to criticism by the de-
velopment industry towards government
regulations on housing, City Councilman
Leon Williams offered a variety of solu-
tions, including encouragement of city in-
centives for builders to develop in the
inner city, perhaps through awarding of
higher densities, participatior. by the city
in providing recreational amenities, low-

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Leon Williams Named Deputy Mayor
My First 30 Days in Office ¢ Charles Reid

In an historic action last month, the City Coun-
cil appointed Fourth District Councilman Leon L.
Williams as Deputy Mayor for 1974.

Councilman Williams, the first Black to serve on
San Diego’s Council, thus became the first Black to
win the coveted post of Deputy Mayor.

Under the City Charter, the Deputy Mayor is
~ required to act for the Mayor when the Mayor is

‘absent or unable to carry out his duties. He also is the
administrative head of the City Council Office, and
represents the full Council at community meetings
and special events.

In accepting the appointment, Councilman Wil-
liams told his colleagues that he was deeply honored
by their action, and that all the citizens of San Diego
—of every racial and ethnic background—shouid rec-
ognize the strides San Diego has made in human rela-
tions in a very short period of time.

The Councilman noted that few people thought
in early 1969 that the City Council would appoint a
black person to fill a vacancy of the City Council, but
he was appointed.

“’Later that year, few people thought the voters
of the entire city would ratify that action by election
of a black person to the Council, but | was elected,”
he said.

“’Although few people had, in subsequent years,
any real doubts that the Council would eventually
select a Black Deputy Mayor, your decision should be

regarded as another major step in our Council’s ef-
forts to bring about racial harmony in San Diego.”

Councilman Williams pledged that during his
term as Deputy Mayor he will actively seek means of
improving communication between citizens and their
elected officials.

One program announced by Mr. Williams in-
volves scheduling of a series of informal meetings of
the Council in each of the eight Council districts.

The Council would meet with participating citi-
zens and then hear questions and comments on mat-
ters of community concern.

Additionally, Councilman Williams said, there
appears to be significant support on the Council for
establishment of branch city offices in the various
districts.

Councilman Williams, who opened an outreach
office in Southeast San Diego recently with the assist-
ance of his wife, Martha, also said he will ask the
Council to adopt a formal program for such offices to
make it easier for citizens to bring their problems to
the attention of City officials.

Long active in community affairs, Councilman
Williams was appointed to the Council in January,
1969, from a field of 31 residents of the district who
sought the job. He won the right to continue in the
office in the November 1969 general election, and
was re-elected in 1971.

At the time of his appointment, Mr. Williams
was project director for the Neighborhood Youth
Corps, a program he helped initiate, and was acting
executive director of the Urban League of San Diego.

He earlier served as a supervising social worker
for the County Welfare Department and as principal
administrative assistant to the County Sheriff.

A native of Oklahoma, Councilman Williams
grew up in California. He is a graduate of San Diego
State University, with a degree in psychology, and
presently is involved in graduate studies at United
Stated International University.

Councilman Williams has been active in the Boy
Scouts, Southeast YMCA, National Association for

the Advancement of Colored People, Urban League,
Community Welfare Council, and National Council
of Christians and Jews.

BY-LAWS OF THE
SAN DIEGO COUNTY DEMOCRATIC
CENTRAL COMMITTEE
ARTICLE I - TITLE
SECTION l: This committee shall be properly identified as the:

SAN DIEGO COUNTY DEMOCRATIC CENTRAL COMMITTEE.

ARTICLE II - PURPOSE

SECTION 1: This committee shall serve as the official voice of the
Democratic Party of San Diego County, carrying out such duties as
are in conformity with the Election Code of the State of California.

SECTION 2: This committee shall accept the responsibility of pro-
viding leadership for: A) coordinating County-wide precinct efforts;
B) candidate development, C) voter education, D) voter registration
of Democrats, E) club development and-party liaison, F) financial
stability for the party's programs.

ARTICLE III - MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1: Regular members of this committee shall serve as qualified
by the Election Code of the State of California.

SECTION 2: Ex-officio members of this committee shall serve as
qualified by the Election Code of the State of California.

SECTION 3: Any member of the committee is authorized to appoint
an alternate if a member so desires.

SECTION 4: An alternate member must meet the same qualifications as
the member and may vote only in the absence of the member who appointed
him; and he is subject to the rules and regulations of this committee.

SECTION 5: Written notice of appointment and acceptance of an alternate
must be filed with the secretary of this committee.

SECTION 6: Associate members: A) When any regular member of this
committee is removed, and the alternate member of such regular member
is not appointed to replace said regular member, the alternate member
becomes an associate member of this committee with all rights of a
regular member except to vote.

B) Any person who has served as a former member of this com-
mittee as either a regular or ex-officio member, may serve as an
associate member of this committee.

C) Any person elected in the June Primary who is not a former
member may serve as an associate member.

D) Written notice of acceptance of associate membership must
be filed with the secretary of this committee.

E) An associate member must be registered to vote as & member
of the Democratic Party and must reside in San Diego County.

ARTICLE IV - VACANCIES

SECTION 1: Any member, ex-officio or alternate of this committee
shall be disqualified to serve for change in residence from the
District where elected or appointed.

SECTION 2: Misses more than three (3) consecutive regular meetings
unless ill or absent from the County.

SECTION 3: Affiliates with, or registers as a member of another
political party.

SECTION 4: Publicly advocates that the voter should not vote or
support the nominee of the party.

SECTION 5: Supports or avows preference for the candidate of
another party.

SECTION 6: If a member is present the alternate's presence is not
required,

SECTION 7: Vacancy that occurs for elected County Central Committee
members must first be declared open at one regular meeting, followed
by an election held at the next regular meeting, except when vacancy
exists at the organization meeting in January, in which case vacancy
shall be filled following adoption of By-Laws.

ARTICLE V - OFFICERS

SECTION 1: The elective officers of this committee shall be Chairman,
five Vice-Chairpersons, secretary and treasurer.

SECTION 2: The elective officers shall be selected if unchallenged,

viva-voce if more than one person is nominated for the office by secret

ballot, with a second balloting for a simple majority between the two
nominees who received the largest number of votes on the first ballot.

SECTION 3: Election of officers shall be held at the meeting called

by the County Clerk in January, directly following the June primary
election.

SECTION 4: Vacancies that occur in any elective office must first
be declared "open" at one regular meeting, followed by an election
held at the next regular meeting. A simple majority of the votes

cast by those members present, if a quorum has been established,
can elect.

ARTICLE VI - DUTIES

SECTION 1: The chairman of this committee shall serve as the official

spokesman of this committee, and as a major spokesman of the

Demo?ratic Party, serve in an ex-officio capacity on all standing and
special committees, except the nominating committee; call and conduct
all regular and executive board meetings,
are called; be authorized to co-sign all vouchers and bank checks as
one of three (3) persons so authorized; be authorized to create such

special committees as are needed, and to appoint the chairman of those

SECTION 2:  The vice chairpersonsof this committee shall rotate and
shall conduct all regular and executive board meetings in the absence
of the chairman; act, upon request, and if able to comply, as a
stand-in for the chairman at the public functions requiring official
party representation.

SECTION 3: The treasurer of this committee shall have charge of the
collection and custody of all money belonging to the committee; shall
keep boeks and accounts; shall, at any time when required to do so by
the committee, make an exhibit of the condition of the treasury;
submit his books and vouchers for inspection and examination.

SECTION 4: All reports and permanent records of the treasurer shall
be kept at the office or headquarters of the committee and required to
report at each regular committee meeting.

SECTION 5: NO FINANCIAL OBLIGATION SHALL be incurred unless
sufficient money to cover same is ON DEPOSIT IN THE ACCOUNT OF THE
COMMITTEE without the prior approval of the committee.

SECTION 6: All checks sha.ll be signed by the treasurer and amnyone
of the following officers: Chairman, a vice chairperson, or secretary.

SECTION 7: The treasurer shall be an ex-officio member of the Finance
Committee. .

SECTION 8: The Parliamentarian of this committee shall serve in an
advisory capacity, at all meetings of the regular committee and the
executive board, on matters of parliamentary procedure.

ARTICLE VII - MEETINGS.

SECTION 1: Regular meetings of this committee shall be held on the
second 2nd) Tuesday of each month.

SECTION 2: Special meetings may be called by the chairman on petition
signed by no less than sixteen (16) members of this committee and be
limited to the agenda indicated in the call.

SECTION 3: Executive board meetings shall be called by the chairman
of this committee.

SECTION 4: The meeting of all sub-committees shall be called by the
chairman of the respective committee.

SECTION 5: Regular and executive board meetings shall be by written
call, posted no less than five (5) days prior to the meeting date.
Special meetings may be called viva-voce, or written.

SECTION 6: Quorum status shall be sixteen (16) members for regular
meetings. .Business conducted in the absence of a quorum shall be
subject to approval of the committee at its next regular meeting and
executive board meetings shall require a six (6) member quorum.

ARTICLE VIII - SUB-COMMITTEE

SECTION 1: The executive board shall consist of Chairman, five vice
chairpersons, secretary, treasurer and chairmen of the standing com-
mittees. (Each incumbent is an ex-officio member.)






SECTION 2: The executive committee shall be responsible fer the im-
plementation of policy as established by the committee. It shall be
responsible for the day to day decision-making function of this com-
mittee when the committee is not in session.

SECTION 3: The duties of the executive committee shall include, but
not be limited to having within its purview, all matters pertaining

to administration and policy which are not the province of this com-
mittee as a whole, reviewing and approving all committee reports and
resolutions, including budget, prior to submission to this committee.

SECTION 4: Each assembly caucus shall be responsible for maintaining
good public relations with party members residing within that assembly
district; maintaining a workable, cooperative liaison between this
committee and the Democratic Clubs chartered by this committee that
operates within each respective assembly district.

SECTION 5: The following committees shall be recognized as standing
committees of this committee: Club chartering; finance; voter regis-
resolutiqns & publicity; By-Laws & Constitution, and candidate recruitment.

SECTION 6: The chairman shall appoint the chairman of each standing
committee with such appointment subject to ratification by this committee.

SECTION 7: Each standing committee chairman shall appoint no less than
five (5) persons to serve on the committee making every effort to
select at least one (1) person from each assembly districe.

SECTION 8: Ad Hoc committee shall be created to serve a special
purpose and exist only long enough to complete their special assignment.

ARTICLE IX - RESOLUTIONS

SECTION 1: Resolutions to be acted on at the next regular meeting
shall normally be submitted in writing ten (10) days prior to the
meeting date, in order to allow mail distribution of copies to all
committee members.

SECTION 2: Resolutions not submitted in advance as specified in
Section 1 shall require majority approval of the executive board
before presentation on the floor.

ARTICLE X - RULES

SECTION 1: Robert's Rules of Order shall serve as a parliamentary
procedure guide.

SECTION 2: These By-Laws may be amended, if such changes are not

in conflict with the Election Code of the State of California by a
two-thirds (2/3) vote of members present at any regular meeting with
an established quorum if the intent to amend as first announced at the
previous regular meeting, and the intent was then restated in the
following meetings call.

SECTION 3: Proxies may not be used by either elected or ex-officio
members of this committee.

ARTICLE XI - DUES

SECTION 1: The annual dues of this committee shall be $24.00 for
regular, ex-officio, alternate and associate members.

SECTION 2: Any member appointed or elected during the year shall be
charged $2.00 for each month remaining.
