Dear Leon:

The word of the day seems to be competitiveness. Leaders
in the public and private sectors use it for a wide variety
of purposes. Almost uniformly it engenders a feeling that
the United States is no longer the predominant economic force
in the world which it once was. One of the current dilemmas
in dealing with becoming more competitive is a lack of definition
to the term.

It is apparent that counties have an important role
to play in improving the United States' position in relation
to other countries. I believe we, as county officials, must
carve out what that role is to be. To accomplish that task
and help NACo develop a work plan around the "competitiveness"
issue, I have asked Vice President Chuck Williams to chair
a task force on the subject. He has enthusiatically agreed
to do so. Leon, I would like you to serve as a member of
the group. (Attached is a list of other persons I have asked
to serve.) Your experience and expertise as both a county
official and leader would be most valuable in our effort.

This assignment should not require an inordinate amount
of your time. We feel that much of the work can be done in
writing and by phone with the NACo staff providing appropriate
background work. Probably there will be three/four meetings
of the group in the coming year.

Chuck has set the date of the first meeting for Thursday,
May 14. It will be in the NACo offices. Attached is a draft
paper to generate thought, focus and discussion for that meeting.

Definition of "Competitive"

The definition for "competitive" seems to be in the eye of
the beholder. 1Initial observation raises the following
terms as "synonymous" with competitive. It is incumbent
upon us to clarify and be certain of our (NACo's)
interpretation. To tailor an appropriate program/policy we
have to be concise.

"Competitive" synonyms: The framework seems to be a general
feeling that the United States is a developed country in a
developing world economy. That position is forcing a change
in our own economic circumstances. We now see new issues
before us, negative trade balance, foreign work forces which
appear to be more "productive," displaced workers in AREAS
of traditional high employment, fierce inter and intra state
competition for economic development.

The forms of changing our conditions appear too myriad.
Generally they take the form of areas of focus or things we
could do to become more competitive. Those which receive
the most frequent mention are:

- establish trade regulations

- rebuild our infrastructure to entice development

- refocus rural economy

- establish new relationships with organized labor

- move public functions to the private sector

- retrain our employment force






- train our un(under) employed

- create disincentives to welfare

- create more jobs

- substantially improve the education of our young
- revise our federal/state/local tax policy

Each of these solutions, and almost any other, have an
impact upon county government.

Scope of the Work

NACo already has in place a policy process related to most
definitions of "competitive." In some cases we do not. 1In
some cases we have an education program in many we do not.
In all cases we do not have a clear/concise definition or
focus to the issue and possible solutions.

Product

As an association we need to determine our specific areas of
attention and target a response. The response should
probably address at least the following: education;
communication; legislation. In all cases there is required
more information gathering, analysis, goals, strategy, and
specific products.

Timing

Depending upon the selected direction, the sense of timing
becomes more or less critical. Several elements seem to
jump out.

The legislative conference should be the time to
announce the focus, participants and work schedule for
the task force.

The annual conference should be the time to key in on
policy issues, some educational effort and a
membership status report.

The ongoing effort should be built into the existing
structure of the association steering committees,
affiliates, work program, etc. This as compared to an
ongoing separate effort.





Additionally

What can a county or county official do? NGA has said
education is their bailiwick and they will address it.

Should NACo carve out an area that is "ours?" If so, what
would it, could it, should it, be?

wWhat should we take on jointly with other groups, public
and/or private?

Document what we are already doing with our programs,
legislation, policy.

Is there a relationship between this whole subject area and
our Corporate Sponsor Program?

Purpose

To establish guidelines for expenses incurred during official travel and
procedures for claiming expense reimburesment. These administrative guidelines
are promulgated by the Executive Director as interim regulations until such
time as the Board of Directors adopts rules governing travel.

1.1 Authorization

Prior approval for out-of-state travel must be obtained from
the SAFE Board before any individual incurs an expense for
which reimbursement is to be claimed.

1.2 Transportation

1.2.1 A1l air travel paid with SAFE funds shall be in the most
economical class.

1.2.2 A1l transportation costs incurred while in the service
of SAFE shall be reimbursed at actual cost.

1.2.3 Carrier services, including taxicabs and vehicle rental
(including storage of rental vehicle), shall be
reimbursed at actual cost.

1.2.4 Baggage transfer shall be reimbursed at actual cost.

1.2.5 Storage of private vehicle shall be reimbursed at actual
cost.

1.3 Lodging
1.3.1 Lodging shall be reimbursed at actual cost.
Accommodations shall be moderate and reasonably priced
business class facilities.

1.3.2 Government or commercial rate discounts shall be used
where available.

1.4 Meals
1.4.1 Meals shall be reimbursed at actual cost not to exceed
$35.00 per day.
1.4.2 Alcohol beverages shall not be reimbursed.

1.4.3 No reimbursement shall be made for breakfast unless such
travel commences from office or place of residence prior
to 7:00 a.m. or such travel is completed by return to
