address he was informed by several male and female young adults that if 
he attempted to retrieve the dog he would be harmed. Coplin immediately 
radioed for police assistance. Three officers, R. Jackson, w. D.Kitts, 
and J. T. Shellabarger arrived and they were advised of the incident. 


An attempt was made to have the owner of the dog, Elliot Perry , 20 
years, to release the dog to the Animal Regulations man. Mr. Pe£_ry 
refused-striking Officer Kitts in the chest with his forearm and then flee­
i n g intoth~residence. Officer Shellabarger grabbed Elliot Perry's 
arm but ha~ to elease his hold when Linda Perry slammed the screen door

on him. the officers entered 'the residence and Officer Kitts ad-
vised Elliot Perry that he was under arrest. 


Linda Perry attempted to scratch and hit Officer Shellabarger. During 
the scuffle she ripped his tie from his shirt. Officer Kitts placed her 
under arrest and she fled to the kitchen area where she was apprehended 
by Officer Jackson and returned to the front room. She again became very 
aggressive and Officer Kitts fell to the floor with her. While on the 
floor Kitts tried to handcuf~ her while Officer Jackson held her ankles. 
She attempted to pull over a 75-gallon fish tank on Officer Kitts 
spilling some of the water out of the tank. Kitts, fearing that she 
would tip over the fish tank, gave her a short burst of mace with his 
free arm. His other arm was being pulled on by an unknown female. 
The mace hit Linda Perry on the right side of the face and hair but it 
did not seem to have any effect on her so Ki tts subdued her with stan­
dard police sleeper hold. 


In the meantime, Elliot Perry was holding off Officer Shellabarger and 
P. Coplin with his snarling, snapping German Shepard. They finally con­
vinced Elliot Perry that he should give up. Perry removed his dog from 
the residence and placed it in a holding compartment on the animal regu­
lations truck. Enroute to jail Perry was very passive and offered no 
resistance. He was arrested for 148 P.C. and 242 P.C. He is to appear 
in court on March 20, 1973 regarding these charges. 


When Linda Perry was removed from her residence to the police car, she 
yelled profanities causing the neighbors to come out of their residences. 
At the police station Linda Perry complained that she couldn't breathe 
and was gasping for air. She told Officer Kitts that she was having an 
asthma attack. Her condition at the police patio was witnessed by

Othe~present at 
the scheduled interview were Mr. George Story, Citizen's Assistance, 
Mr. John Lockwood, Assistant city Manager, Lt. Robert Williams, and 
myself. Mr. Lockwood was unable to stay for the interview and left 
shortly after the introduction of everyone present. 


At first the Perrys refused to be interviewed unless they were repre­
sented by Mrs. Leon Williams, wife of councilman Williams. Mrs. Williams 
arrived and after a fifteen minute private conference with Elliot Perry 
he decided to tell his story without Mrs. Williams presence. Each 
of the Perrys told their story and basically it was similar to the 
police officers' stories. The discrepancies noted were that Mr. Elliot 
Perry stated that he didn't remember striking the off i cer, then he 
changed his story stating that he did not hit anyone. 


Linda Perry denies attacking a police officer and claims she was doing 
nothing except talking when the officer grabbed her and threw her down.

Miss Perry said she suffered a damaged kidney, multiple bruises and 
strains and a burned mouth from the mace. She refuses to discuss her 
treatment by the hospital and will not release her hospital records to 
me. The force used b y the officers on Miss Perry appears to have been 
justified to effect the arrest. 


CONCLUSION: The complaint of excessive force is not sustained. The 
force used by the officers was necessary due to Miss Perry's violent 
resistance, and was not excessive. The two officers were attempting 
to bring Miss Perry under control and in doing so mace was used, a 
standard police sleeper hold and some pulling to break her release 
on the legs of a 75-gallon fish tank. When Miss Perry was brought 
under control no additional force was used. Miss Perry refuses to 
release any mediqal information to us regarding her alleged injuries. 
There was a question as to why three police officers were sent on a 
dog call. The reason for this was that t he animal regulations 
officer had been threatened by a group of persons and he informed the 
first officer at the scene that additional help should be summoned. 
This was proper and necessary as it appeared a conf~ontation was 
pending. Mr. Elliot Perry is scheduled for court on March 30, 1973 
to answer to charges of interferring with an officer's duties and 
battery. 


Miss Linda Perry has been issued a notify warrant for i nterferring 
wj th an officer~s duties, disturbing the peace, and having a dog r un 
at large. The Perrys were advised o f the results of the investigati on 
and they were not satisfied. 


RECOMMENDATION: It is recommended that the city review their ordinance 
on dogs running at large in the city. The city ordinance should be 
amended to give the animal regulations officers authority to issue 
citations to the owners of loose dogs. This authority is authorized 
in the County of San Diego but not t h e city.

Animal Regulations Officer P. Coplin and Police Officers R. Jackson, 
W. D. Kitts, and J. T. Shellabarger were interviewed separately regarding 
this in9ident. All of the officers gave basically the same version of 
their contact with the complainants, Elliot and Linda Perry. 


During the first week in February, 1973, County Animal Regulations re­
ceived information that several citizens had called the Mayor's Office 
and the newspaper's "Action Line" column regarding dogs running loose 
in the area of O'Meara street. 


On February 13, 1973, Animal Regulations Officer P. Coplin was specifi­
cally assigned to patrol the area of O'Meara Street for any stray dogs. 
On February 13, 1973 at approximately 1107 hours, he observed a loose 
dog at the corner of Goetschel and Amesbury Streets. Coplin called 
the dog and a man, later identified as Elliot Perry, who was standing 
in front of 604 O~Meara Street, also called the dog and cursed at the 
officer. The Animal Regulations Officer, P. Coplin, pursued the dog and 
it ran into the backyard at 604 O'Meara. When Coplin approached the 
Perry residence, he was cursed at by four or five persons who told him 
that if he tried to get the dog they would harm him. He radioed his 
office for police assistance. Before the arrival of police officers, 
a car with three males stopped and went up to the door at 604 O'Meara. 


Officers R. J. JACKSON and w. D. KITTS arrived and Coplin informed them 
that they probably would need some additional help because the number 
of persons that he observed in the immediate vicinity. Officer Jackson 
radioed for another unit to cover the address. Officers W. D. Kitts, 
R. Jackson, and P. Coplin went to the front porch at 604 O'Meara Street 
and contacted Mr. Elliot Perry. Perry cursed them and said no one was 
going to get his dog. They attempted to reason with him but he continued 
to shout profanities. Finally they convinced Perry to have someone 
bring the dog to the front door to see if the Animal Regulations Officer 
could identify it. An unidentified girl brought the dog to the door 
and it was identified as the dog that Coplin pursued. The third police 
officer, Shellabarger, arrived and he told three males that were 
standing by the front door to leave since they were not involved ~ The 
males complied.

At first Elliot and Linda Perry refused to be interviewed because they 
were not being represented by Mrs. Leon Williams. Robert and Cathy 
were present because they said they were witnesses during the arrests. 


Mrs. Williams arrived and after conversing with Mr. Elliot Perry for 
twenty minutes, he consented to be interviewed without Mrs. Williams 
presence. Elliot started his story but he was interrupted by the rest 
of the family and it was decided that cathy Perry tell her story first. 
Cathy said she was about two blocks away from home when she observed 
an animal regulations truck. The driver was following a dog that 
appeared to be her dog. When she. arrived home she asked her brother, 
Robert, if their dog was in the garage. Robert checked and the dog was 
missing. Cathy said she saw her dog run up and lie down at the edge of 
her yard. The dog catcher got out of his truck and approached the dog 
but the dog ran in back of her house.

Two more police officers arrived and they all walked up to the front 
porch. Robert, Elliot, and Linda went out on the porch and tried to 
talk to the officers. The officers asked for identification but no one 
had any at the time. The dog catcher told the officers that Robert was 
the one that called the dog up the hill. The officer asked if he had 
any identification because he looked young enough to be in school. 
Robert told the officer that he didn't have to have any identification 
and he shouldn't be in school because he is out of school and is eighteen 
years old.

· I am inforro~d that Assembly Bills 2682 and 2693 will be discussed at the forth­
coming League of California Cities Conference in San Francisco . I run enclosing 
for your information an analysis of this legislation prepared locally by Nr . Jim 
Gleason. 


Assembly Bill 2682 would substantially alter the legal relationships between the 
California Council on Criminal Justice and the regional criminal justice planning 
boards by declaring that local criminal justice planning programs exist pursuant 
to a mandate from units of local government rather than as "administrative exten­
sions of Cd.lifornia Council on Criminal Justice" 1-1hich is currently the CCCJ 
position. This legislation change will go far in insuring that criminal justice 
planning begins at the local rather than the state level . 


Assembly Bill 2693 changes the composition, pmwrs, duties and administration of 
the California Council on Criminal Justice in manners which tend to increase its 
responsiveness to units of local government . Specifically, Assembly Bill 2693 
increases the mandatory representation from units of local government from t t e 
existing four to ten members . It also requires that the annual State Bloc Grant 
received by the CCCJ pursuant to the federal anti- crime program will be distributed 
on the basis of a planning area's percentage of the state population. 


These are both favorable changes when analyzed from a local vieYrpoint . I urge 
you to support this legislation.

ASSEr'lBLY BILLS 2693 and 2682 


On September 16, 1971, I sent a memo to the City Mana~er and the 
Chief Administrative Officer with copies to the Sheriff, the Chief 
of Police, and others wh o are concerned with criminal justice 
planning . Attached to that memo was an ~nalysis of Assembly Bill 
2693 which would make various chan3es in organizat ion, members~ip, 
powers, duties, and administration of the California Council on 
Criminal Justice. The principal points made in that analysis had 
to do with re~ional control over the regional plan, local memb e~ship 
on the CCCJ, and the basis for allocating funds to the regions. 


On September 16, 1971, Assemblyman Robert W. Crown , Chairman of the 
Assembly Select Committee on the Administration of Justice , sent the 
attached memorandur~ to all Regional Crimina l Justice Planning Board 
Chairmen and Directors. This memorandum was to advise of amend~ents 
to Assembly Bills 269 3 and 2682. It also advises that thi s leg~sla­
tion vJi ll be heard before the Assembly Criminal Justice Commit tee on 
September 21st. We have since been advised that this heari~~ will be 


·held on September 28th. This permits time ·to respond to the Assembly 
Committee regarding the bills and the amendments. 


It is my opinion that AB 2693, as amended, overcomes all of the 
obje~tions that I outlined in my previous analysis wi t h the exception 
of specifically naming Chief Administrative Officers and City 
Managers as the additional local government representatives. Worth 
noting is the fact that the allocation formula in Section 13813 of 
AB 269 3 has been altered favorably to insure that the distribution 
of the annual state bloc grant will be on the basis of oouulati on 
\vi th additional funds to areas of "economic all ~ high crime inci dence 
or to projects to reduce specific crimes''. This overcomes our prior 
objection to the three factor formula that tended to penalize San 
Die go by considerinG county crime rate which , as you know, is 30th 
out of the state's 58 counties . 


Assembly Bill 2682 declares that local criminal justice planhin~ 
boards exist as extensions of units of local ~overnrnent and pursuant 
to their mandate , rather than as "administrative extension of t:Je 
California Council on Criminal Just ice'' which i s currently the Council 
position. The bill also increases the amount of money for loc a l 
planninr, by limitin~ the CCC J portion of the annual federal plannin~

~rant to 35 % of the total . At the pres ent time, the CCCJ receives
