Thank you for your letter regarding alignments for the Mission 
Valley Light Rail Transit Extension. Community input is always 
encouraged as we go through the process of expanding the service 
area of our trolley system. I am glad that you have taken the time 
to express your point of view. 


You pose some interesting options which I will be sure to forward 
to the staff of the Metropolitan Transit Development Board. There 
are pros and cons to all of the alignments under consideration. As 
an example, you state that "speed of service would be significantly 
greater along Interstate 8." While this may be true, pedestrian 
access would be substantially less than a route along Montezuma or 
El Cajon. Traffic impacts are certainly a major concern, and will 
be considered carefully as the different alignments are analyzed. 


I do want to point out that "little commuter utilization of the 
existing bus service (on Montezuma Road) " is not necessarily a 
predictor of trolley service ridership for that particular route 
(Bus Route 81). Route 81 does not serve in a commuter capacity 
west of San Diego State University. It makes frequent stops; 
something which commuters tend to avoid. In this case, trying to 
p r oject trol l ey ridership based on existing bus service ridership 
woul d be a comp a rison of apples and oranges.

I would like to share my thoughts concerning alignment of t he 
trolley line through Mission Valley to Grossmont Center. 


As to selection of the prefered route, I urge your support i n 
keeping the trolley alignment in the Mission Valley corridor, NOT 
along Montezuma Road and El Cajon Boulevard . Please consider the 
following reasons: 


First, I suggest that the speed of service would be significantly 
greater along Interstate 8 


First, along Montezuma Road and El Cajon Blv d there are six maj o r 
intersections where traffic volume has already exceeded capacity, 
creating lengthy delays and substantial traffic jams during peak 
commuting periods: 


College at Interstate 8 
College at Montezuma 
College at El Cajon 
Montezuma at El Cajon 
70th Street at Interstate 8 
70th Street at El Cajon 


The added congestion (which will be created if the trolley stopped 
traffic at these crossings) would compound an already untenable 
sit uation. Presently, the traffic on 70th Street gridlocks from 
the light on El Cajon to Interstate 8, as does the traffic on 
College Avenue between Montezuma and I-8. 


Second, there are few, if any, businesses (along El Cajon Blvd) 
which will benefit from trolley service, and little commuter 
utilization of the existing bus service (along Montezuma Road) . 


Third, I suggest that the Montezuma/El Cajon alignment is a 'band­
aid' approach at solving the college area congestion _problem, 
(created by a clear majority of commuting college students) . I n 
order to get these students out of their cars and into the 
trolley, there must be trolley stations near the residences of 
commuting students (If forced to drive from their residence to a 
station, they will simply continue to SDSU) . I doubt many of the 
stu dents commuting west on El Cajon Blvd are l iving along El 
Caj o n, but rather in outlying areas. I believe these students 
wou l d not utili z e slow trolley service a long El Cajon /Montezuma, 
and that they would be better served b y fast er trolley service 
along Mission Va lley. 


Finally , it i s sugges ted t hat t h e Monte zuma / El Cajon alignment 
would do far g r eater damage to the single f amily re sidential areas 
along the El Cajon / Montezuma alignment than any p os s ible benefit , 







because of the loss of adequate space for pedestrian/ vehicular 
traffic (to provide trolley right-of-way, especially on El Cajon 
Blvd), including the 'no-left-turn' problems that area residents 
would forever suffer after trolley installation. 


Therefore, I would like to emphasize the following points: 


It is strong~y recommended that the trolley remain along I-8, as 
opposed to Montezuma/El Cajon. 


It is essentia~ that the major arteries of College Ave. and 70th 
Street not be crossed 'at grade', irrespectiv e of whether the 
trolley passes along El Cajon/Montezuma or along I-8. 


It is strong~y recommended that a 'people mover' be developed to 
connect SDSU with the trolley, as opposed to routing the trolley 
directly thro~gh the campus. 


It is recommended that an alternative alignment paralleling I-8 
(along the northern side) be investigated. 


Trolley ridership cannot (must not) require additional significant 
financial expense. We must remember that having the trolley 
available for daily commuting will not eliminate the need for 
citizens to own their automobile, and that these automobile owners 
will still have all of the expenses (read taxes) created by city, 
county, and state. Otherwise, citizens will save a little money by 
continuing to ride their cars to work. 


As I suspect most San Diegans feel, I will gladly leave my car at 
home and commute to work if it does not significantly increase my 
expenses or alter my daily schedule. I feel the following are 
reasonable parameters by which I will decide: 


(1) Is the transit system available within 15 minutes of when 
I am ready to commute (both directions). 


(2) Is the trolley commute time less than two times that 
required for driving. 


(3) -Is the expense of trolley commuting less than two times 
the expense of driving. 


I use these parameters because: (1) it takes me approximately 20 
minutes to drive to and from work (40 minutes total), so I would 
be willing to ride the trolley if it required less than 80 minutes 
(total) from my day; and, (2) it costs me approximately $1.00 
(gas), and $1.50 (maintenance & insurance) per day, so I would be 
willing to ride the trolley if it cost less than $5.00 per day. 


I am in favor of affordable/convenient mass transit because it 
will help reduce traffic congestion and polution. However, I am 
opposed to mass transit if it fails to meet my formula 
(convenience + affordability = utilization), and strongly believe 
there is no middle ground. We cannot (must not) build a system to 
impress the folks back home, in Sacramento, or in Washington, D.C. 







The system must work well and most importantly, it cannot (must 
not) break the taxpayers back.

Task Force which we have requested be convened to discuss critical 
Trauma System issues relative to system status in fiscal, clinical 
and systemwide areas. 


On November 1, 1983, (#55) the Board of Supervisors adopted Trauma 
Standards for the implementation of the San Diego County Trauma 
System. In the past seven years, the San Diego County Trauma 
System has significantly reduced preventable or potentially 
preventable deaths. During this time, however, there have been 
changes to prehospital and hospital operations and financing that 
impact the Trauma System. 


On February 25, 1992, (#40) Supervisors Golding and Williams were 
asked by the Board of Supervisors to reconvene the Trauma Task 
Force to review the- issues of trauma care delivery in San Diego 
County (copy enclosed). 


The Emergency Medical Services (EMS) Division is suggesting the 
establishment of a main executive committee and three 
subcommittees: Fiscal, Clinical Standards and systems. The main 
Executive Committee will be led by Supervisor Golding and 
Supervisor Williams and the membership is proposed to be the Chairs 
of the various constituency groups involved in the trauma system 
(MAC, PAC, EMCC, CPAC, Ambulance Association, Fire Chiefs, Hospital 
Council, Medical Society, etc.) This group will be charged with 
reviewing the work of the subcommittees and preparing the final 
report to be presented to the Department and the Board of 
Supervisors.

Each subcommittee will be charged with reviewing the current

Thank you for your letter regarding our farmworker 
housing fee waiver program. I certainly share your 
interest in facilitating the provision of housing for 
homeless farmworkers. 


Given the County's current financial situation, I hope 
you understand that we must be assured that money 
expended on any program is effective. Current 
indications are that our Farrnworker Housing Fee Waiver 
program has not been as effective in addressing the 
homelessness of farmworkers as we had originally hoped. 


You commented on the fact that 43 percent of the 
applications are the result of code enforcement actions. 
Our staff has informed me that while a few of these 
enforcement actions involve substandard units, many are 
simply trailers that exist illegally housing relatives or 
friends. In these cases, it appears the applicant is 
merely trying to legalize an existing situation; 
agriculture is virtually non-existent on the property, 
and there is no intent to house a farmworker. 


With regard to the approximately 2 0 percent of the 
applications which are inappropriate and represent either 
an attempt to circumvent the underlying density 
regulations or to take advantage of a "free" program, I 
appreciate your suggestion to use the expertise of the 
Agricultural Commissioner to pre-screen the applications. 
In fact, the Department of Planning and Land Use (DPLU) 
has been investigating methods by which the Fee Waiver 
program could be improved and one of the options which 
will be proposed will be to utilize existing procedures 
of the Agricultural Commissioner to eliminate the non­
agriculturally related applications . 
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DPLU plans to return to the Board on June 2, 1992 with 
recommendations which the Board hopes will eliminate nearly all of 
the inappropriate applications. If funding is available, and if 
approved by the Board, the proposed modified program should be less 
susceptible to abuse. It remains to be seen whether or not these 
proposed alterations in the program will result in the addition of 
housing units for homeless farmworkers. If the investment made 
truly provides housing for this group, then this program is, most 
definitely, worthwhile.

I received your letter regarding the frightening 
and dangerous situation you and your neighbors are 
facing. I fi r st became aware of the problem in 
mid-March through media coverage on Mrs. Pullen. 


At that time I instructed my staff to see what 
assistance we could offer. My staff contacted 
engineers in our Department of Public Works and our 
Department of Planning and Land Use. None of them 
are experienced in dealing with the phenomenon of 
mudslides and -were unable to offer technical 
advice. We contacted the Probation Department to 
see if residents of our Labor Camps could be used 
to remove the mud that was most immediately 
threatening Ms. Pullen's home. We were advised 
that this would only speed up the mud slide. Legal 
counsel advised us that the County would be exposed 
to potential liability and litigation if any work 
was performed by County forces on the privately 
owned site. 


We then contacted private consultants who are 
specialists in this type of disaster and who are 
most knowledgeable about the kind of work that 
needs to be done to make the hillside safe again. 
We asked if they would be willing to provide 
assistance in, at least, determining what it would 
take to halt the immediate danger to the houses 
being affected by the mudslide. None of them were 
willing to make assessments because they too would 
be exposing themselves to liability and possible 
litigation. 


In your letter to Congressman Hunter you state that 
you believe tha t the slide may have been caused, in 
part, by poor workmanship by the contractors who 
built your homes. You asked if the County should 
have been respon s i ble for ensuring proper drainage 
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Mr. John and Mrs. Kim Cooney 
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along the hills. The County does not have this responsiblity; it 
is the responsibility of the project's Engineer of Work. Staff 
research indicates that the final map creating your lots was 
recorded in 1958 and they believe that shortly thereafter the 
street improvements (including drainage provisions) were completed, 
with subsequent construction of the homes on those lots believed to 
have taken place between 1959 and 1961. The County did not begin 
requiring a certification for the work performed from the Engineer 
of Work until 1966 when the County Grading Ordinance was adopted. 
In the absence of inspection or construction records dating to 
1958, we do not have a report of the grading that was done on those 
lots, nor a record of the Engineer of Work for this construction. 


Our staff was able to ascertain the name of the property owner who 
submitted the 1958 final map. The name is D.R. Grable, President 
of Grable Land Corporation. If that firm is still in existence, 
perhaps they can provide you with some documentation of the street 
improvements which were provided for this project, or information 
on the developer or construction companies. 


If we can acquire any other information, I will make sure it is 
provided to you as quickly as possible. I understand that the 
situation you are facing is both frightening and financially 
overwhelming. We are in a position in which our legal system binds 
our hands and prevents us from offering what little assistance our 
staff may be capable of offering.

Thank you for your recent letter regarding MTDB's mid­
coast project. I appreciate your concerns and I am glad 
that you have taken the time to write and express them. 


I would like to clarify the MTD Board action taken in 
March of this year. Although the mid-coast project 
currently extends as far as North University City, the 
possibility of extending further north has been preserved 
by designating alignments in this area as possible future 
extensions. I refer you to the attached fact sheet on 
the mid-coast project. 


As you may have read, MTDB is experiencing significant 
funding shortfalls due to the economic recession, and our 
budget projections indicate we will be facing a 12 to 13 
percent budget reduction as a result. The question of 
project implementation priority will be addressed by the 
Board in the next few months. 


A bright spot on the horizon is the commuter rail project 
on which we are now working. Our staff estimates that 
this project will bring rail transit to your area 
approximately two years aft.er right-of-way negotiations 
are completed with the Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe 
Railroad. A station in Sorrento Valley is planned as 
part of this project. 


I would certainly encourage your organization to continue 
to be active participants in the North City 
Transportation Managment Association (TMA) to help your 
employees maximize the use of alternative transportation 
modes for work trips.

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Finally, I would like to point out that circulator bus 
service between the Sorrento Valley commuter rail station 
and Sorrento Mesa area (routes 961/962) is included in 
the current Short Range Transit Plan for 1996, funding 
permitting.

Thank you for your letter regarding private inholdings in the 
Central Mountain Subregion. I appreciate your taking the time to 
write and express your feelings on this issue. 


The moratorium you have requested cannot legally be put in place 
at this time. Moratoriums can only be declared in cases of 
health and safety hazards, neither of which apply to the area in 
question. However, the Board of Supervisors took several actions 
which we believe will go a long way towards protecting the land. 


The following information appeared as a "letter to the Editor" 
which I sent to publications throughout the County. If you have 
not read it already, I hope you will take the time to do so now. 
This information outlines those actions the Board of Supervisors 
took to help protect the wildlife and habitat in the Central · 
Mountain Subregion: 


It is with great concern that I have read editorials and listened 
to testimony from citizens attacking the County Board of 
Supervisors for inadequately protecting the Cleveland National 
Forest. These individuals have summarily dismissed the fact that 
the recent actions of the Board led to the largest downzoning in 
the history of the County of San Diego. This particular 
downzoning reduced the number of homes that can be built on a 
piece of property, which in turn will help protect our local 
wildlife and its habitat. 


Remember that these are properties which are individually owned. 
The rights and needs of these individuals cannot be ignored. 
Ideal ly , all the privately owned land inside the boundaries of 
t h e f ore st would be acqu i red f or the public. Those men and women 
who are working towards those acquisit i ons should be commended . 
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To the extent that the Board can assist in that endeavor, we 
have, and we will. Until such time as the funds are raised to 
purchase the privately owned properties, the recent downzoning 
and stringent permitting processes which the County requires will 
help act as safeguards for the protection of the resources of the 
Central Mountain area. 


I ask you to note that of the 41,747 privately owned acres 
outside the country towns, 33,991 of those (81 percent) were 
downzoned from four and eight acre minimum lot sizes to 20 and 80 
acre minimum lot sizes. 


Under the old plan, just under 27,000 acres were marked with the 
(23) National Forest/State Park Land Use Designator. This 
designator is used to identify those lands most desirable for 
public acquisition as park land. The Board increased this to 
40,839 acres now covered by the (23) Designator. 


In addition, a special scenic preservation policy was created, in 
which development is discouraged along prominant ridgelines and 
other significant scenic areas. This policy covers the entire 
Central Mountain sub-region. While riding and hiking trails have 
been approved, off-road vehicle trails were not. 


The wildlife and habitat corridors, which run through the 
Cleveland National Forest, are a valuble regional resource. 
Protection of those resources is certainly a priority for this 
Board, as evidenced by the actions I've outlined above . 


Those who accuse my colleagues and me of having "caved-in" to a 
small special interest group are misinformed. For six months we 
listened ca·refully to all the special interest groups: the 
environmentalists, the people who live in and around the country 
towns, the landowners, and many other groups that wished to 
address the Board on this issue. Their input was important, and 
it gave us valuable insight. We weighed the testimony and we 
took the action we felt would increase protection of the natural 
resources in the Central Mountain sub-region, while also being 
sensitive to the rights and needs of property owners. 


This Board is committed to working in the best interest of the 
county as a whole. I believe that this goal has been, and will 
continue to be met.

In January you wrote to me about the wages paid to bus drivers in 
our County transit system. As you know, the current suburban bus 
contract will expire in June of this year. The County is now 
requesting bids on the new · contract and those bids must be 
submitted by February 21, 1992. 


The county obtains bids in a bvo-step process administered by our 
Purchasing Department. Initially, minimum qualifications are 
outlined in order to identify those organizations which are 
eligible to bid for the contract. Once those organizations have 
been selected, they are asked to submit a bid to us. 


The contract is then awarded to the lowest responsive, responsible 
bidder. A responsive, responsible bidder is one that has submitted 
all of the required information by our stated deadlines, and which 
submits a price that_ indicates an ability to provide all the 
services for which we have asked. 


simply put, market forces will determine which organization is 
awarded the contract. The County does require that each of its 
contractors comply with all Federal, State and local law with 
respect to wages. However, specific concerns over wage levels 
should be negotiated between employee and employer. The County 
does not regulate these levels with its private contractors. 


You may have been informed that the County does set minimum wage 
requirements for those workers participating in construction 
projects. This action is taken only because we are required to do 
so by virtue of a federal mandate.

Thank you for bringing your concerns regarding proposed Regulation 
XIV to my attention. As you are probably aware, Regulation XIV was 
put on hold pending review and resolution of issues with the 
Transportation Control Measure Plan developed by the San Diego 
Association of Governments {SANDAG) . state law requires the Board 
of Directors of the Air Pollution Control District (APCD) to first 
consider the SANDAG Plan before moving ahead with Regulation XIV. 


on October 1, 1991, the APCD Board of Directors considered the 
SANDAG Plan and asked that specific issues be addressed. The Plan 
is being reviewed by a subcommittee of representatives for the APCD 
and the SANDAG Board of Directors. Following APCD consideration 
and adoption of the Regional Air Quality strategy including the 
revised Transportation Control Measure Plan, Regulation XIV will be 
completely revised to reflect the adopted Plan and then subject to 
public review. Your input at that time is very strongly 
encouraged. 


Responses to your specific concerns are enumerated below: 


1. Regarding your concern that the goals in Regulation XIV 
for downtown are unattainable, there are employers in the 
downtown area who have already achieved these goals. The 
trip reduction standards in Regulation XIV were 
established based on factors includ ing accessibility to 
transit and employment density for rideshare matching. 
Downtown employers are not at a disadvantage. Quite the 
contrary, the downtown area has the County's best, most 
extensive transit service and highest employment density. 
Unincorporated areas o f the County, with relatively 
littl e t r ansit a nd low employment density, were given the 
l owes t standards. Lowe r standards outside downtown 
s h ould not be viewed as more easi ly a t tainable. Meeting 
these standa rds wi ll r e quire a compar able effort. 
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2. It is not our intention to require businesses to become 
an enforcement arm of the District. Potential 
enforcement against employees for not completing commute 
travel surveys will be the responsibility of APCD. The 
need for such enforcement is included in Regulation XIV 
at the request of many businesses who fear that they may 
not be able to require their employees to complete the 
surveys; the lack of surveys will undermine their 
progress toward meeting the trip reduction goals. 


3. You indicated that the cost to San Diego employers of 
implementing the regulation places local businesses at a 
competitive disadvantage and that it has become extremely 
difficult and costly for businesses to thrive in this 
community. While this point is frequently made, please 
bear in mind that the Air Pollution Control Board is 
mandated to implement this program by both federal and 
state law. Federal law applies to similar nonattainment 
areas throughout the nation, and state law applies to 
similar areas (basically all major metropolitan areas) 
throughout California. 


These mandates are based on a need to protect and improve 
public health and thereby reduce a current substantial 
public health cost. Furthermore, there are serious 
sanctions for not implementing federally mandated 
programs. Funding can be withheld and industry can be 
subject to very stringent emission offset requirements 
which effectively impede industrial growth. While 
regulatory cost is a key concern, these other factors 
affecting the regional economy can not be ignored. 


Concern for implementation costs is one reason Regulation 
XIV was revised to provide for voluntary actions. 
Mandatory actions are only required if the voluntary 
programs are not successful. The APCD/SANDAG 
Subcommittee is also sensitive to cost and additional 
program flexibility is likely to be provided. Finally, 
revisions to Regulation XIV reflecting the final Air 
Quality Strategy adopted by the APCD will be subject to 
a socioeconomic analysis that will quantify economic 
asp~cts of the regulation before it is adopted.

Thank you for your comments regarding an alternative airport site 
for the County of San Diego. I appreciate you taking the time to 
write. 


The Board of Supervisors has long recognized that we are outgrowing 
Lindbergh Field. Your idea of a regional airport served by 
commuter planes closely parallels the joint study this Board 
commissioned in conjunction with Imperial County in March of 1990. 
The purpose of the study was to analyze the viability of locating 
a regional airport in Imperial County. The scope of the study 
encompassed not only the aviation needs for the region, but also 
evaluated facility requirements, environmental impacts, site 
analysis, financial r~quirements, and ground accessibility. 


The study was completed in January of this year, and presented to 
the Board of Supervisors in early February. The consultant 
concluded that a Regional Airport in Imperial County is feasible, 
but has a significant cost associated with high speed rail access. 


I have reservations about the real feasibility of this project. 
Our airport needs to be able to handle not only passengers but 
large volumes of international freight and commerce. This latter 
need is not met by a distant Regional airport such as the study 
proposes. 
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Our competitivenss on a national and international level will be 
largely affected by our ability to bring freight directly into the 
city, not deposited in Imperial County and faced with the need to 
transfer to several smaller planes or trucked several hours over 
the highways to get to us. 


The Board has accepted the consultant's report, authorized 
distribution to all concerned parties for their comment, and 
requested a follow up report in approximately 12 0 days. Your 
suggestions will be reviewed for possible inclusion in the follow 
up report. 


Again, I thank you for your interest in this issue. If you would 
like a copy of the findings of the joint study, please contact Mr. 
Roger Walsh of the Department of Public Works (694-2231). You may 
also wish to contact the "San Diego Dialogue" (534-3435) for a copy 
of their recently released study on San Diego's Airport Options.

Thank you for your recent letter expressing concern about the 
proposed County Policy which would establish that solid waste 
facilities be publicly owned. 


Deloitte & Touche completed the task of comparing our public 
accounting system cost data to private sector accounting formats. 
While it may have been difficult, it was complete. The public 
sector costs included the Solid Waste Enterprise Fund's share for 
county counsel, the County's self funded liability plan, vehicle 
maintenance and executive staff costs. I refer you to Appendix A 
of the Report in which fixed costs and variable costs include the 
costs charged to the Enterprise Fund for all of the items listed 
above as well as others. 


Regarding the issue of taxes, corporate taxes are a function of the 
company's business ventures sta·tewide and nationally, and are 
difficult to estimate when evaluating their cost benefit or effect 
on local projects. Property taxes on private facilities which 
receive their revenues from public fees such as landfills, are 
typically passed through to the public, producing no net benefit. 


we have information from other sources that your comment regarding 
"the revelations that public-sector facilities underinvest in 
maintenance and environmental mitigation" is subject to debate. As 
mentioned above, public sector liability and maintenance costs, as 
well as post-closure moni taring costs, were reflected in the 
Privatization Study. 
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I believe the Deloitte & Touche Study to have accurately concluded 
that solid waste facilities are an exception to the rule that the 
private sector can provide a service for less. As you pointed out 
in your letter, Deloitte & Touche, a private firm, arrived at this 
conclusion. The County does take advantage of private sector 
efficiencies, as displayed in our contracting the operations of our 
landfills. Furthermore, the Policy will provide an exception for 
solid waste facil i ties which use alternative technologies, which 
represent a higher financial and technological risk than a 
traditional solid waste facility. 


The Board of Supervisors is scheduled to consider the Board Policy 
on April 7, 1992. I appreciate your input, and will take your 
remarks and those of the others who have contacted me into 
consideration. If my office can provide other information, please 
contact Colleen Carnevale of my staff(531-5862), or Granville M.

Thank you for your letter regarding Balboa Park. I certainly 
appreciate your concerns both for the homeless and for safety in 
our parks. Because Balboa Park falls within the limits of the City 
of San Diego, I have no jurisdiction over the policies which govern 
it. You may want to send your letter to City Councilmember John 
Hartley, in whose Council District the park lies. 


I would like to make one or two comments on your proposal. I doubt 
that the City wishes to set up specific official or unofficial 
areas to be designated as acceptable places for the homeless to set 
up camp. This would only add to the number of indigent people 
taking refuge in the park. Providing outhouses and water faucets 
would further exacerbate the problem. 


While I understand the awkwardness of walking past the sleeping 
figures of street people and the discomfort of being solicited for 
money or food, I don't believe the answer is rounding up these 
individuals and placing them in isolated areas away from society. 
I do believe the answers lie in providing shelter, training and 
counseling to these people as in the excellent work done by the St. 
Vincent DePaul organization here in San Diego. 


You may want to consider having a member of the police department 
come to speak to the Sweet Adelines at one of your rehearsals to 
review those things you can do to increase the safety of vehicles 
and purses. Carpool i ng and arriving in groups may be an option for 
some of you. 
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I do appreciate you taking the time to write. Participation in the 
activities of local government is something I try to encourage in 
all San Diego citizens. If my staff or I can be of assistance to 
you in the future, please don't hesitate to contact me.
