Major components to this program 


are adult social services, child protective services, the Community 


Action Partnership, Aid to Families with Dependent Children (or, 


AFDC), Foster Care, General Relief, Refugee Assistance, Medi-Cal, 


and the Area Agency on Aging. 


The County administers a wide range of community services which 


touch all our lives -- such as the county library system, air 


pollution control, housing and community development, animal 


control, parks and recreation, planning and land use, fish and 


game, public works, and the registrar of voters. 


In order to run these programs, the County employs about 16,000 


people, one of San Diego's largest employers. 


The Chief Administrative Officer is responsible for the overall 


administration of County programs and services. HE IS EMPLOYED BY 


THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, 5 PEOPLE WHO ARE ELECTED.
