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RP: My question is about the relationship, if any, between the psyche and the soma. According to J.Krishnamurti, 


at the moment of liberation there is also a physical transformation of the brain cells. Is this correct or incorrect, or 


are in a way perhaps both correct and incorrect? Another thinker, U.G. Krishnamurti, relates that psychological 


transformation is wholly a bodily process and cannot be affected in any way by one's mode of perceiving reality. I 


seem to have discerned the proper answer to these questions the other day when you said that in real freedom there 


is no longer even the mind, thoughts and the body. So all these points of view have dropped away as unnecessary 


and irrelevant conceptualizations. Am I understanding you correctly? 


Poonjaji : To speak of any cells in the body. brain cells. is merely a physical idea, because the cells are in the brain; 


so it belongs to physicality. 


As to the other question, U. G. says he does not agree. So both these concepts are not correct in my view. 


Because whether you agree or disagree, belong to the same mind. They come from the mind. So the total freedom, 


ultimate reality, is that never ever anything existed. So who is to understand ifthere are body cells or not? Who is 


to say to be against or in favour? To say something in favour, you need mind. What is mind itself? You don't 


need any mind. You never existed. Nothing ever existed. Not even the creator itself. And we all belong to the 


creator. The creator must have existed. When you speak of creation, there must have been a creator. I don't think 


a creator had been created before any creation. Before creation there must have been something, which cannot be 


spoken of or described. You can't give it a name of even Nothingness, Emptiness, Enlightenment, Freedom or 


whatever. There is no word ... Word is only a definition of communication between two persons, even a single 


person, is there not alone. Nothing but God was there, that is God, ultimate reality and that is always there, here 


and now. Not that you have to gain or attain it thr?ugh some teacher. You have to return to your ultimate 


understanding: Where does this concept come from that I exist? 111 exist. 11 So if you search for the source of 111, 11 it 


will straightaway takes you to this place or no-place I just spoke about. 







Further Comments by RP: Poonjaji's statement reverberates with that of Zen Master Hui-neng's famous statement: 


"From the first, not a thing is." 


Even on the level of physicality, the Krishnamurtis' comments are a moot point, since the one-to-one 


relationship between mind and one particular body -- which forms the basis of that "one" who has a particular 


body, makes statements about "me" and "mine," and also about that particular body's cells -- is seen to be 


invalidated. You see, to talk about "body" implies a question of exclusivity -- "body" being synonymous with 


boundaries -- and the unspoken question in the background remains: "Whose"? Whose body are we talking about? 


To tie any particular body to a particular entity or "I" is the hm;is of ~11 ignorance w<l the fm.mdation ston~ of 


duality. In other words, from the point of view of advaita, to talk about "my body" or "somebody" immediately 


opens up a can of worms. 


Then when that level is further transcended, in going from consciousness to Awareness -- the ultimate 


background to experience -- there is no longer even mind or body. For body rests on mind, as Poonjaji once said 


"Body is only a thought." Then what is talked about as "body" is a concept and definition by "mind" -- and mind 


in turn is only an abstraction, a fixation through memory in the stream of time, and otherwise non-existent. Can 


you show me your mind? Time in turn is nothing but a stream of thoughts, and can only be seen as actually 


existing through memory, as a projection. So in effect mind is time, and time is mind. Both are figures of speech. 


When time is seen for what it is, what is left only is the Present -- not as an intersection between the future and the 


past, but as pure "isness," or as it is called in Zen, "suchness." That "suchness" is totally alien to the concept of 


time; in fact, it is timeless or true Eternity. In that isness, there is not the slightest trace of mind, body or thought, 


and so to talk about what Nisargadatta would call "grossified forms," such as cells and their biological mutations, 


is no longer relevant.

THE REVEREND JAMES EARLE CARROLL - A BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH 


James Carroll was born in Tucson, where he was bap­
tized in the Methodist church, but transferred to the Ep­
iscopal church when his mother joined their choir. He 
signed on as an acolyte. His family moved to San Diego 
in the summer of 1941, and he spent the next ten years 
here, attending San Diego State College for two years. 
Fr. Carroll received confirmation in St. Paul's and his 
interest in the Episcopal Church began to deepen. With 
the death of his father in 1947, he began to focus on 
the idea of entering the ministry. 


In spite of this interest and the fact that he was 
an accomplished musician, Fr. Carroll was awarded a foot­
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ball scholarship to the University of Puget Sound in Ta­
coma. He was urged to go to seminary and in 1951 was 
accepted at Seabury-Western Theological Seminary, in Il­
linois. He was graduated (cum laude) in 1954, was or­
dained and became Vicar of three country missions in 
northwest Washington. In 1956 he became Associate Rector 
of St. Mark's Church, Van Nuys, California, under the 
Rev. Dennis Bennett (later a leader in the Charismatic 
movement). 


While at St. Mark's, Fr. Carroll met Lanita Maddux 
whom he married on All Saints' Day, 1958. The following 
spring he was elected Rector of All Saints, Long Beach, 
where he spent seven years. The parish membership grew, 
the pledging tripled, they enlarged the church without a 
capital fund drive, and the two oldest Carroll boys -were born. 


In 1966, Fr. Carroll accepted a call to Trinity Church 
in Reno, Nevada, where their youngest son was born. In 
Nevada, he participated in the transition of Missionary 
District to Diocese and was president of the Standing Com­
mittee and a member of the Committee which drafted the 
Constitution and Canons of the new Diocese. 


Then the call came to be Dean of the Chicago Cathedral. 
In the Diocese of Chicago he has served as President of 
the Episcopal Clergy Association, as Ecumenical Officer, 
as a Deputy to the General Convention, a member of the 
Standing Commission on Ecumenical Relations and is one 
of ten Americans who has been invited to Rome in 1979 as 
a participant in an American Anglican Seminar. 


Mrs. Carroll is a native of Oklahoma and also musi­
cally inclined. She has been a substitute teacher, served 
on an Episcopal Charities Board and on the Board of the 
Latin School in Chicago, where their boys attended. John, 
18, will attend San Diego State this fall; Mark, nearly 
16, is looking forward to California surfing;--and Paul, 8, 
has already signed up for the Choristers. 


Mrs. Carroll and the boys are in San Diego now to 
search for housing and begin the school year. They will be 
at the dinner on September 10. Fr. Carroll will join us of­
ficially on October 1.

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MONDAY EVENING LECTURES BEGIN SEPT. 18 WITH ANDERSON 
"The Christian and Ethics - Facing the Questions of 


Today" is the general topic for a five week set of lec­
tures leading off the Monday Evening Series. Beginni ng 
September 18, at 7:30 p.m. in the Guild Room, the series 
will feature Allan W. Anderson, Ph.D., Michael Sidley 
Evans, J.D., Geoffrey A. MacPherson, M.D., and (tenta­
tively) the Rev. :J.ohn P. · Bingham as speakers. 


Dr. Anderson, Professor of Religious Studies at 
San Diego State University, will open the series with 
two se~ions on the 18 and 25 of September. Dr. Ander­
son rec~ived his Ph.D. in Philosophy of Religion from 
Columbia University and Union Theological Seminary. In 
1970 he received the California State Award for Distin­
guished Teaching. He is a published poet and author of 
scholarly arti·cles on Christian and Asian thought. He is 
a well known and popular speaker in San Diego and has 
appeared at St. Paul's before. Dr. Anderson will ap-
proach the subject of ethics from a religious but not ~ 
necessarily theological point of view, bringing to bear 
the breadth of his knowledge of diverse religions. 


Michael Sidley Evans, an attorney, will speak on 
October 2. Mr . Evans is a fourth generation San Diegan, 
a long time member of St. Paul's and former Vestry Asso­
ciate. Besides his Law degree, he has earned a Master 
of Social Work. He spent seven years in private prac­
tice and as a teacher at San Diego State in the area of 
the social effects of the legal processes. He is now a 
Clinical Instructor at the University of San Diego Law 
School. Highly influenced by humanistic psychology and 
Zen, Mr. Evans will approach ethics from both the legal 
and humanistic angle. 


On October 9, ·- -the speaker will be the Rev. John Bingham , 
former Rec.tor of St. Luke~·s, Monrovia and Curate at St. 
Paul's. Fr. Bingham is a trainee at the Jungian Institute 
in L.A. and is setting up a counseling~practice ~n North 
County. He will speak to ethics from the view of counselor. 


Geoffrey A. MacPherson, M.D., F.A.A.P., a member 
of St. Paul's and a Vestry Associate, will speak on the 
last evening of the series, October 16. Dr. MacPherson, 
a practicing physician, is an Assistant Clinical Pro­
fessor of Pediatrics at U.C.S.D., chairs the long range 
planning committee for Rees-Stealy Medical Clinic and 
serves as Secretary of the Pediatric Supervisory Com­
mi ttee at Mercy Hospital. He received his medical edu­
cation at the University of Wash i ngton and New York Hos­
pital-Cornell Medical Center before the Navy brought him 
to Balboa Hospital and he settled in San Diego. Dr. Mac­
Pherson will speak to the point of medical ethics, parti­
cularly as i t impacts on those unable to make their own 
decisions.

The 
weekend of Sept. 23, will be a RETREAT 
at Mission Beach for all young people 
in grades 9-12 (9th graders can choose between the High 
school or Jr. high groups). The retreat will begin on 
Friday the 22 when the group will gather in the church 
parking lot at 7:30 p.m. and will end on Sunday the 24 
with a return to the church planned for 3:00 p.m. 


Led jointly by Marian Warren and a priest unnamed 
at press time, the retreat will involve a study of St. 
Mark's Gospel in order to provide a solid New Testament 
foundation for the year's study. Bibles will be provided 
but young people should bring sleeping bags, bathing suits, 
towels, toilet articles and a $10.00 fee.

Retaining the "block" system from last year, 
and separating the blocks with Liturgical Festivals, the 
Commission has set out specific content to be covered at 
each grade level. The Pre-School will concentrate on 
learning a bit about the Life of Christ through the cycle 
of the Christian year.

One of the primary 
goals of the plan is to provide the child with a unified 
program, each year's content building on the last. Thus, r . 
the three elementary classes are being planned in two-
year cycles and the two older classes in three-year cycles. 


All levels will begin the 
year with a study of the Eucha­
rist and during Lent will del­
ve into Baptism. Memory work 
will be assigned from time to 
time and classes will close 
with spontaneous prayers in 
an attempt to teach the young 
people how to express them­
selves to God.

This process is necessary and normal. The revelations 
among us will produce surprise, sorrow and joy as well 
as confirmation of our wisdom in joining together. What 
we should remember is that we are working together, in 
Christ, building TRUST, and trust is the cornerstone upon 
which all our other endeavors rest. 


This time will be one of testing for the Carrolls 
as well. It will involve grief at leaving friends and 
familiar surroundings, joy at making new friends, hope 
and sorrow as we meet or defeat their expectations. We 
must be aware of this testing time in ourselves; we must 
be equally aware of it for the Carrolls. We are finally, 
all a part of the same humanity and all share the same 
needs for fellowship, support, recognition, praise, and 
love. 


In the Catechism (PBCP p. 855ff) the ministry of 
the laity and the ministry of the priest are seen as a 
blending, a union, a partnership, and this kind of union 
can only be built on trust of each other, through 
Christ's love.

RALLY DAY - SEPTEMBER 10 
Church School Orientation will be at and after 


the 9:00 service. The teachers will be introduced and 
the curriculum explained. 


There will be a Pot Luck Supper at 6:00 p.m. 
in the Great Hall when the adult educational pro­
grams will be introduced as well as the Special Mu­
sic Series and other fall event s and parish programs. 


CHURCH SCHOOL 


The Christian Education Conunission is construc­
ting a unified curriculum for pre-school through 
high school in an attempt to expose the children 
to as many facets of Christian education in as much 
depth as possible. 


Pre-School, ages 3-6, will introduce Christian 
concepts through Bible stories and celebrations of 
the church year. 


Grades 1-6 will be divided into three classes 
by grades. The curriculum is set in blocks and 
separated by festivals of the liturgical year. 
All grades will study the Eucharist in the first 
block, saints during the second block, symbols 
during Advent and Baptism during Lent; the empha-
sis and sophistication will vary according to the 
age group. The other blocks will vary, and will in­
clude parables, Old Testament stories and church his­
tory. Memory work will be assigned when appropriate 
and children will be asked to participate in spontan­
eous prayer and occasional singing of hymns. 


Junior High school, grades 7-9, will cover many 
of the same subjects as in the lower grades, but 
is designed to be highly flexible in structure. 
An effort will be made to prepare these students 
for the choice presented by Confirmation. 


Senior High school, grades 9-12, will concen­
trate on the Old Testament after a Sept. 22-24 
beach retreat to study St. Mark's Gospel. Bibles 
will be provided for each student. Units of study 
will be divided by liturgical festivals as in the 
lower grades. 
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BIBLE STUDY 
There are currently two Bible study groups meet­


ing regularly at St. Paul's, on Sunday and Tuesday. 
Other groups may begin at any time. Contact any 
member of the Christian Education Commission or the 
Rector-Elect, Fr. Carroll. 


FORUMS 
Sunday Forums are held every week after the 9:00 


service in the Guild room, except on festival days. 
In September, Dr. Thomas Goodman, Superintendant 
of Schools for San Diego will speak on Voluntary In­
tegration, and the Rev. Canon Richard Harms, recen­
tly appointed Canon Missioner of the Diocese will 
tell of the responsibilities of his office and the 
services the Diocese provides for the parishes and 
the community. 


EPISCOPAL YOUNG CHURCHMEN 
The E.Y.C., although primarily a social or­


ganization, is closely integrated with the Sunday 
morning educational programs this year. The teach­
ers of the morning class are the sponsors of the 
evening group. Some of the evening activities will 
be scheduled to add depth to the morning's discov­
eries. Many projects and retreats will be education­
al as well as recreational. Regular attendance is 
encouraged. 


CHRISTIAN EDUCATION COMMISSION 
The C.E. Commission, under the guidance of the 


Clergy is responsible for the educational programs 
at St. Paul's. The Commission meets monthly, on 
Saturday mornings. Any questions concerning any 
programs should be referred to the commission, 
through the Church office, , 298-7261.
